There is probably no class' of business 
men that has suffered more from the revo­
lutions, and changes that the war has pro­
duced in all branches of industry than news­
paper publishers. Though various other 
businesses—^lawyers', mechanics' and manu-
factnrersf—have been much injured, the 
making ot newspapers, from the enormous 
rise in the price of paper and material, has 
bajn a decidedly up-hill, non-paying busi­
ness. There are three sources of income to 
the proprietor of a country printing-office, to 

. wit: subscriptions, advertising and job-work. 
Though we have doubled our subscription 
price, we pay almost three times as much as 
we did in 'SI far the paper we use, and fully 
double for almost everything else we con­
sume. And as to advertising, so unsettled 
has everything been, we have been unable 
until this year to get any advance at all over 
our former low prices. Job-work has paid 
as much better, though upon a certain class 
of it wo can get but a little rise above our 
old prices. For all our county, state and 

—that is, we get no .more dollais now in 
curreacy«*bar» we formerly got in gold. Wo 
are induced to • make these statements, as 
many oarer publishers have done, with the 
hope that Congress will repeal the duty ou 

-•imported-'paper, that-w&rna-y-be.-emtbl«d-te-. 
purchase at living rates. But lest our read 

of Congress authorizing the Secretary of the 
Treasury to issue bonds and notes, approved 
Feb. 25th, 1862, it was enacted that'•all 
stocks, bonds and other securities in the 
United States, held by individuals, corpora ,̂ 
tioos, or associations, within the United 
States, shall be exempt from taxation by or 
under state authohfjy^ This provision Oon-
gresB was absolutely obliged to make. 
Finding itself in the midst ot a gigantic and 
expensive war, with an empty treasury, the 
Government was obliged to borrow money 
and pledge its credit therefor, and preferirjg 
to obtain its leans from, and pay the accu­
mulating interest to, onr citizen% the above 
provision was incorporated into the bill. It 
was natural and at the same time patriotic 
that our banks should, as they did, offer 
their funds and invest their capital in Uni­
ted States bonds or securities, aiding the 
Government, and at the same lime freeing 
their exposed capital from the onerous bur­
dens of Stale taxation. This waB legitimate 
and wise. The Government in relality said 
to the bauks and loomed men, "in consider: 
atiun that yon will purchase our bonds-^ 
lend us the means for prosecuting the war—-. 
we will free you from State taxation on 
those bonds." The means1 w«re freely fur­
nished, and those who furnisned them have 

ssgaaspsawEB*' 
to punishment by fine or imprisonment, or 
both, to any nothltfg of the stigma ami dis­
grace that would rest-upon them as crimin­
als, and being, derelict of their duties 
,as public (Officers. Although .no bill was 
found yet tho resolutions.of thajBoatd.of Su­
pervisors stand recorded an the' minutes at 
their proceedings against thoio gentlemen. 
Since the Supreme Court of the United 
States has decided that the action and po­
sition of oar assessors was the correct one,
