f otatoea.'and hops also. Then I muke what 
call "Btock yeast" which? I always take 

to keep on baud, ae it will keep good from 
' four to, six weeks—and I havu kept it eight 

brit 1 tfiiik it §*better not quite 80 old—it 
is easily dono. It id made us follows: Boil 
two or three bandfula of loose hops in two 
quarts o! water; ionu and one half hours, 
then strain the liquor on two tubiespooufuis 
of flonr previonsly wet with cold tvuter, to 
prevent its lumping; stir well and let it 
stand qntil milk warm. Add two thirds of 
» enp of yeast, let it ferment twelve or fif­
teen hours in a warm room, and then botiio. 
for nse. Any sweet hop yeast will do to 
itajt the above, alter which brew before you 
are oat, and Btart from the same. Shake 
thlB yeast well when-wanted to nse. 

I then'rnake a ferment which I nee to 
raise the-breadP"as1' follows: Wash clean, 
and boil soft, two quarts uf potatoes, mash 
fine witfeone-haif the quantity of Sour while 
hot, reduce with eold water so as not to 
scald, add half a cap of stock yeast and let 
it ferment eight or ten hours or until it be­
gins to fall at the top, when it is ready lor 
use, I t may be strained before or offer fer-
mentaiton.

.It is especially difficult to procure at a dis­
tance from seedsmen of reputation, seeds on 
which one can rely with confidence. Seeds­
men" put upltieir boxes W'seeds with" a 
flaming printed label, "Warranted Fresh." 
All very true' and fair for the first year; but 
when these boxes of seeds are brought out 
year after year for many years, it is neither 
trne nor fair. Many kinds of seeds will not 
vegetate after the first or second year. The 
only honest way is for the denier to lube) 
hi* boxes with the year in which thny vrr-re-
nat api, feavrng it to the purchaser to decide 
far himself whether or no they ore 'fresh" 
•nongh for his use. Test l>y sprouting a few 
of each lot.—American Agriculturist.
