There is probably he class, of business 
men that has suffered more from the revo­
lutions and changes that the war haa pro­
duced in all branches of industry than news­
paper publishers. Though various other 
businesses—lawyers', mechanics' and manu­
facturers!—-have been mnch injured, the 
making of newspapers, from the enormous 
rise in the price of paper and material, has 
bajn a decidedly upJiill, non-paying busu 
uess. There are three sources of income to 
the proprietor of a country printing-office, to 
wit: subscriptions, advertising and job-work. 
Though wehave doubled oar subscription 
price, we pay. almost three times as much as 
we did in '61 for the paper we use, and fully 
double for almost everything else we con-
same* And us to advertising, so unsettled 
has everything heen, we have been unable 
until this year to get any advance at all over 
our former low prices. Job-work bus paid-
us much better, though upon a certain class 
of it we can get bot a little rise above our 
old prices. For all our county, state and 
legal printing the prices remain unchanged 
—that is, we get no more dollars-now" hi 
currency than we formerly got io gold. Wc 
are induced to make these statements, as 
many omer publishers have done, with the 
hope that Congress will repeal the doty on 
imported paper, that we may be 
purchase at living rates.

That was settled in the 
negative us lung ago us 1829, In tho case of 
Weston vs. The City Council of Charleston, 
(2 Peters U. 4"29.) Bat it was raised again. 
aod-agalB-dtaposed -of, in the-furmer ease 
between tho banks of ibis city and tho 
Commissioners of Taxes, decided in 1862. 
(2 Black Rep. p. 620,) in which tho oourt 
hold that the capital of tho bonks whioh had 
been invested in the securities of tho United 
Status, could not be taxed by tho States; 
and it ia to be noted that tho court put its 
decision, in that case, not nt all upon the 
authority of the act of Congress which do 
Glared that thess' BecufUiea should be ex­
empt, but upon tho fundamental principle 
that these securities, being the means em­
ployed by tho Government of the United 
States to raise funds, could not be taxed by 
a State, because, as the court saysi "of what 
avail is tho fonotion or tbe means, if nnothor 
Government may tax it at discretion 1" It 
is apparent that tho power, function or 
means, however important or Vital, ore at 
the mercy ol that "Government," and the 
Federal Government is exempt from any 
such interference, "either in the means em-
ployed or functions exercised." The decis­
ion waB placed npon this principle, and not 
at all npHmthe act of Congress, which was 
notjilludod to in the opiuion of tbe court. 

This prinoiple, therefore, beiug settled by 
these two cases, was hutsosuon brought 
before the court for reconsideration, lt was 
not discussed at all by either side, in the 
recent tax cases, but was treated as a set-
•thad question. 

The questions brought before the court in 
-these cases grew out of it, however. That 
decision ol the Supreme Court of the Unit­
ed States was .made in March, 1863. In 
April, 1863, tha„>Logislature of this State 
passed a law, enacting that all banks sbo'd 
be "liable to taxation on a valuation equal 
lo the amount of their capital stock paid, or 
secured to be paid," subject to icertain de­
ductions; and under this law, the Tax Com­
missioners assessed the banks for taxation 
at the amount of their capital stock, without 
making any deduction for tha/portion of it 
which was invested in the securities of the 
United States, and the tax npon that amount 
was collected. The banks claimed that if 
the intention of this statute of the State was 
to authorize this taxation, it was,a mere" 
evasion of tho decision, which ought'not to 
oe tolerated; that the subject.of taxation in 
this State was property, and nothing else; 
and that to tax a man "on a valuation equal 
to the amount of his property," was; to tax 
Jhj8..4)n)Bertyi and that the attempt, under 
this statute, to collect a tax ''on a valuation 
equal to the amount" of the capital stock, 
.without making any deduction for that por­
tion of the stock which was invested in tbe 
securities of the United States, was an at­
tempt to-do; what the Supreme Court had 
just decided could not be done, viz: to lay a 
State tax on Government securities.

I may claim—to harmonize fi jealous and 
watchful regard fat tho intercuts of this Statu 
with tho highest suggestions of ptttrlotio*im-" 
pulse, keeping oonstribtly In vl»w the fuel 
that the loyal masses, while oagor that their 
rights shall bo maintained, havo nodiwirotu.

Upon a thorough review of the premises 
it seemod conclusive to me that tho basis 
upon which the quotas, us assigned "at 
Washington, were to bo filled, was orroue-
ouSjinasmnch us it practically required 
those localities which had filled their former 
quota with one years' moil to furnish all tho 
men to fill the present call. 

I took early occasion to bring theso views 
to the attention of the War Department, by 
dispatching one. of my military aids to 
Washington, and by" correspondence, with­
out however, succeeding in obtaining prompt 
aud defiuite action upon the pjopositions 
thus presented. While.tho discussion upon 
this point WOB pending, the subject was still 
further complicated, and the difficulties in­
creased, through what, is termed, by the 
Provost-Marshal-General| a revision of en­

rollments and credits.' By this .revision, an 
addition of 15,255 is made to the-quota pre­
viously announced. In reference to this 
changed state of the case, I have taken such* 
measures, by a personal visit to Washington' 
and by the representations of a committee* 
of eminent members of the Legislature, as 
are calculated to lead to an adjustment up­
on a basis,satisfactory to overy patriotic 
mind. I am-not without hopes that a de­
sirable result will be attained. 

Meanwhile, it becomes my duty ,to 'urge 
npon you, the people of the .State, the im­
portance of such conduct, in this exigency, 
as is iu conformity with toe-dignity and vir­
tue of true loyal sentiment. Especially in­
judicious and injurious is that temper which 
assumes intentional injastice On the part of 
the Gederal Government, aud, proceeds to 
the conclusion that the State is necessarily 
in an attitude of hostility to the demands of 
the Federal authorities. At â  time when 
the subject matter in dispute Is unsettled, 
and the definite determination remains to 
bo announced, all disoussiocrcalculated to 
embitter feeling should be avoided. L,et us
