It cannot escape the attention of the 
most careless observer upon perusing tho 
foregoing resolutions, that .the towns tn ex­
cess only intended to yisld their excess to 
the county for thu pnrposa of thatxlrafV>nil 
IhsfciMe&ataot a total surrender of all rights 
that might thoreofter accrue to suoh towns 
by reason of having .suoh excess of three 
years men, and it is' equally obvious that 
the Board of Supervisors as a whole, then 
so understood the concession. A moment's 
Ejlunco at the state of things then existiug, 
independent of tho peculiar construction 
itSSJSJtfeoja^r^otetjgns will show that 

such was the intention of tho towns having 
enoh oicess, for they could not be supposed 
to be so utterly blind to their own interests 
as to yield without a struggle the entire 
fruits of their vigilance and foresight in re­
cruiting for the government service within 
their respective limits. It will be seen by 
the proceedings of the Board of Supervisors 
of the 22d and 23d days of August, the 
rery meeting at which it was claimed that 
the towns in excess made a wholesale sur­
render of their men, that they offered a boun­
ty of §700 for one year's service, $800 for 
two, and 3900 for three years'. To make up 
the deficiency of the county, tho town of 
Potsdam alone, as she understood and 
agreed, turned iirone-year-ef -the service of-
her sixtv-two men at the cost to the county 
of $18,600, when, if the county had been 
compelled to raise them under the bounties 
tnen offered, it would have cost her $43,400 
—a saving to the county of 824,800. This 
for one town was a munificent offering upon 
the altar of the country, and should have

fulness. Now, however, upon the coming 
of aeeeontl-xiranvit-is-chttmed bv u majority -
of the Board of Supervisors that the sur­
render of those sixty-two men was not only 
for the purpose of that draft of July, 1864, 
but for all other subsequent drafts, and that 
tho towns so in excess voluntarily yielded 
to the county three years' service for each 
of their recruits, making an additional sacri­
fice, as the bounties then were, of §12,400 
on the part of a single town. 

It is, however well understood that a very 
considerable portion of the recruits and sub­
stitutes obtained under the last mentioned 
call were paid a much larger sum than the 
bounty then offered besides the labor and 
difficulty in procuring them, making the op­
pression still more glaring upon the towns 
in excess. The theory of our government, 
it is true, is, that for the purpose of govern­
ment a majority shall control in the nation, 
state, or municipality, bnt there are certain 
subjects over which a majority has no right­
ful control. I t cannot tax unequally, it can­
not deprive one of life, liberty or property, 
without dae process of law. It is apparent 
that the recent action of the Board of Su­
pervisors is in defiance of the express in­
tentions of the.towns io surrendering their 
excesses, as will be seen by reference to the 
proceedings of tho Board of.the 22 I and 
23d of August aad HSth of September above 
quoted, and is unjust and oppressive in'evo-
ry conceivable point of view.

Under your letter of appointment, of tbo 

28th ulL, we proce tided to seek an informal 
conference with' Abraham Lincoln. Presi­
dent of the United States, upou the subject 
named in your letter. The conference was 
granted, and took place ou the 30th inst ou 
board a stoamer anchored in Hampton 
Rouds,.iv.hero wc mot President liueuhiaml-
Secretary Seward. It continued several 
hours, and was both foil and explicit We 
learned ftuut them that tho message uf Ptes-
ident Lincoln to the Conpress of the United 
States, in December, explains, clearly and 
distinctly, his santitnenU as to terms, condi­
tions, aud method of proceeding, by which 
peace can be secured to tho people, and we 
woro not jiuformed they would bo modified 
or altered to obtain that end 

We\inderatand from him thut no tonus 
or proposals of any treaty or agreement. 
looking to an ultimate settlement, would bo 
entortained by him. with the authorities of 
the Confederate States, becauso that would 
be a recognition of their existence as a sep­
arate power which, nnder oo circumstances, 
would be done, and for like reason, that no 
such terms would be entertained by him 
from Slates seperately; that no extended 
terms or armistice, as at present advised. 
would bo granted or allowed without satis­
factory assurance, in advance, of a complete 
restoration of the authority of the Constitu­
tion and Laws of the United States, over 
all places withiu tho States within the Con­
federacy. 

That "whatever consequences may (yllow 
from the re-establishment of that authority 
most be accepted, but that the individuals 
subject to pains and penalties under tjio 
laws of tho United, States, might rely upon 
a very liberal use of the power coufidod to 
him to remit those {tains and penalties, if 
peace be restored. 

During tho conference, the proposed 
amendment to the Conttilntion of tho Unit­
ed States, adopted by Congress on the 31st 
ult. was brought to onr notice. This amend­
ment provides that neither slavery nor in­
voluntary servitude, except for crime, should 
exist within the I'tiiteU Siattw. or any place. 
within their jurisdiction.'and that Congress 
should have the power to enforce this 
amendment by appruprtaU?—K'tjî latiun.—Irf-
all the ctmioiences herein mentioned, and 
leading In the same, yoa have heretofore 
been inforun-tl.

The last snow 
iljlhe Inogext detention of the 

season on tho railroads south and woat. Tho 
Ogdousburgh and Vermont Control mado 
thoir Usual time, but llttlu snow hnvitig fal­
len through that section. Tho Rome, Wn-
tot-town und Ogilensbiirgh U. R. was much 
blocked, passengers requiring season tickets 
in passing over it. Trains were from Wed­
nesday moruiiiir to Sunday ovoning making 
tho trip. Wu woro five days hero without 
any mail from tho South. Tlio Utica Her­
ald thus speaks of tho storm in that section: 

THK SNOW STOUM—RAII.HOADI.TO.—lloro 
in Utioa, about thirteen inches of snow foil 
during Tuesday night, making u dopth of 
about I hroo foet on a uavel. West and north 
of us tho storm was mora severe and the 
snow is deeper. . The railroad blockade is 
one of tho most serious that has occurred in 
years. Up to 4 o'clock r-.M. yostorday, no 
train had passed Utica since about 10 o'­
clock tho night provions. Between four and 
five the Now York Express from tho oast, 
due at 4:40 A. M., mado its appearance, fol­
lowed by other trains. West, matters woro 
still worse. Tho Cleveland Express, duo 
here at 2.S5 A. M., though arriving at Syra­
cuse on time, did not worry through to Uti­

le saying that ho did not prepare Lhe 
famous rort Fisher powder-boat., tlerioral 
Butler is adroitly but literally correct. It 
was prepared under tho superintendence bf 
Major T. F. Rodman, of the Watettown

Thore seems 
no good reason for ridicpliog tho failure of 
the experiment, for, as Ueneral Butler says, 
it has not-been triedjas-bat a small: jKsrt*nf~ 
the powder was exploded. The failure to 
produce an instantaneous explosion seems 
due to a misunderstanding between the offi­
cers who delivered, and those who received 
the boat ot the time of starting, and Gene­
ral ,'Butlcr is very far from being alone in 
the belief that an explosion of two hundred 
tons of gunpowder, at a distance of three to 
four hundred yards from the fort would 

-have -produeed-ser-ious-eonseaueneesr-if -net-
to the fort itself, at least to the sodiers in 
the jur t . Very'likely, as General Butler 
intimates,' not more than twenty-five thou­
sand pounds exploded, and that at a dis­
tance of six or seven hundred yards.—

After the storm hod in a measure ceased 
tho wind laid hold of the newly fallen snow 
and whirled it into the track channels that 
were. opened Wednesday, making the ob­
structions worae than before.

The "Sixth Lecture of the course before 
the Citizens' Lecturing Association, was de­
livered on Tuesday of last week, by C. V.
