CHAPTER 29. 
An Act to provide for filling the quota of 

men required from this State for the Ar­
my and Navy of the United~,8tateB"; and 
to repeal section twenty-two? of chapter 8 
of tbe laws of 1864, and to prohibit any 
local bounties to volunteers, drafted men. 
or substitutes, and to raioo money by an 
issue of the bonds of the State, and to 
provide for sutwriittiog tSe^qaestionthere-
on to the peoples, 

Passed Feb. 10v three-filths being present. 
The people of tbe State of New York 

represented in Senate and Assembly, do en­
act as follows: ,'- * 

Section I. For tbe purpose of filling the 
quota.ot men required for the army and navy 
of the United States from this State, under 
the last call of the President, dated Decem-

iber 19th, 1864, and also odder any futore 
call or calls which may be mode during the 
present war, a State bounty shall be paid to 
volunteers furnished from this State as in 
this act is provided. 

Section 2. Such bounty shall be paid to 
BO many volunteers furnished from the sev­
eral towns and cities of this State as shall 
be necessary to fill tbe quota of said towns 
and cities respectively, fixed by the author­
ities of the Government of the United 
States, ander said call or calls; provided 
that no bounty ehall be paid to any volun­
teer until he shall have enlisted and have 
been accepted and credited upon the quota 
of the town or city from which he shall en­
list, by the authorities of the United States; 
and provided, also, that said bounty shall 
only fie paid to non-commissioned officers, 
musicians and privates enlisting in the army 
of the United States, and to persons enlist­
ing in the navy thereof, and .who shall be 
credited by the authorities of the United 
States upon the quotas of the towns or cit­
ies in this State from which they shall en­
list under said call or calls; and provided, 
also, that no such bounty shall be paid to 
any volunteer, substitute or drafted man who 
shall volunteer, be substituted or be drafted 
to fill up any qaoto, or to fill op any defi 
ciency of any quota, of any city, county or 
town, arising upon any call for men made 
before the 19th day of December, 1864. And 
where, before the passage of this act, any 
town, city or county by means of local boun­
ties, raised and. paid under chapter 8, of the 
laws of 1864, shall have filled its quota, or 
any part thereof, required by the call of De­
cember 19th, 1864, or shall have furnished 
aa excess of men or of years of service un­
der the call of July 18, 1864, by furnishing 
men for one or more years, who, being or 
having been credited, before or since said 
call of Dec 19th, 1864, to said town, city or 
county, shall have operated to relieve, in 
whole or in parti said town, city or county, 
from fnrniBbing men under the call Of Dec. 
19th, 1864, tbe bounties so raised and paid, 
not exceeding the rates and same mentioned

Where Ool'd™fJomes TfthT. • 

""The Smithsonian Institute, through its 
extended system of meteorological obser­
vations, bus been enabled to make some 
very carious investigations respecting the 
threo memorable cold days of January, 
1859. It Was foand that the cold of the 
days above mentioned. Swept progressively 
Over the country like a wave, coming down 
from the Artie regions, and first entering the 
territory of the United States at the ex­
treme North West, among the Bocky Moun­
tains. It was experienced at Utah some 
three days before it reached tbe banks of 
the Northern Mississippi, and was heralded 
by telegraph in Minnesota *wne two days 
before it reached Washington! At Buffalo 
it was some hours in advance of Boston, and' 
jt.was felt last on the Atlantic ocean, where 
it appears'to hoVOvanlshea. TWB cold 
wave'also swept south in a most remarkable
