Break roads into the sugar 
bush now; to wait for the snow to settle 
will be almost certain to result in the loss 
of the first and perhaps the best run. of the 
season. See that yotir •buckets' are clean 
and ready, and perhajas it would be well to 
scatter them, leaving them bottom side up 
to keep out the storm ; get your wood, if 
you have not already done BO, aud bo ready 
to boil fast and " rush your busineB3," sho'd 
you .find it necessary. But while endeavor­
ing t o make every pound you can; do not 
neglect to make as good quality .as possible, 
for a gbod article always bripgs a high price, 
and though you. fake great paius, it will be 
poor enough. And finally, if you. have, not 
a sugar bush of your own, lease one, if you 
can get utensils to carry it ou with. There 
are plenty of trees to make much mure thai 
is usually made, and the high prices paid 
for it make it a profitable business.
