BKSJAMIN ON ARSIIKO THK NEGROES. 

In his speech in Bichmond lost Thursday, 
Mr. JBenjamin, among, .other things said 
" W a r is a game that can not be played with 
out men, and men we must have. Let uj 
say to every negro who wants to go into 
ranks, go and fight and you are free. Kon't 
press tbem, for that will make them ran 
away, and tbey will be'Tound fighting against 
ns instead of for us. As yet bnt one side 
is told them- Lot ns stop the negro from 
going over t o the enemy by saying: if you 
go over to the Yankees you will get your 
freedom, but you will perish off the earth, 

Jo r JJ>U cannot Jive in^that cold climate. 
Fight for yonr rnostera'and you shall have 
your freedom without incurring further dan­
ger. Let ns promise the negro in good faith-
that if he will fight lor us, he shall nave his 
freedom." The speaker was no sensationist, 
no alarmist. Ho had come to .the meeting 
for the very purpose of giving utterance to 
some distasteful troths. With out the adop­
tion .of some decisive, energetic, full way 
measure like this, there was danger—very 
great danger. 

WHAT F 0 0 T E THINKB OF REBEL PROSPECTS. 

Mr. H. S. Foote, late rebel Congressman, 
left for Europe on Saturday last I t is un­
derstood, Says the Times, that the alterna­
tive was presented by onr authorities to 
Mr. Footp of returning to Bichmond, or of 

f oing abroad, and he ehose the latter. Mr. 
'oote represents the "Confederacy" to be 

on the eve of disruption, and that the strng-

f le on the par t of the rebels is nearly over, 
f igh military authority in Bichmond admits 

tha t the capture of Branchville muBt com­
pel the evacuation of Charleston, Wilming­
ton, aud even of Richmond itself—Desper­
ate battles would probably be fought before 
this latter- evacuation takes place; but if 
Grant and Sherman were successful in them, 
Lee, with his army, would fall back to Lynch­
burg, and there eneeavor to make a stand. 
His army, however, would thuB become de­
moralized, conld not be held together, and 
conld not be supplied. 

Mr. Foote thinks that the leaders will 
endeavor to leave the country, and tbe cam­
paign, on the part of. the rebela would de­
scend to guerrilla fighting, Conventions 
will be held bye, the people of the different 
Southern States, for the purpose of issuing 
a call for tbe cessation of fighting, and tor 
the withdrawal of their State troops from 
the Confederate armies, and they will throw 
themselves npon the magnanimity of the 
TJnited;States government Mr. Foote.also 
represents the unpopularity Of Jeff. Davis 
at'-the South is very greatrthat the questions 
of slavery and of emancipatoon have been 
settled by the operations of our armies; and 
that the South would gladly assent, as con­
dition of peace, to a" schome of gradual 
emancipation.
