the community. H i s crime becomes a part 
of the government's providence, by whicn it 
warns the community against its repetition, 
thus seeking to bring good oat of evil. So 
in relation to the divine government. God 
forbids sin. But here ia a man that despis­
es the restraints of the law, divine orhnman. 
H e l i e s in wait for his neighbor and murders 
him, ami men cry out, what n fearful Provi­
dence ! Some one says; "It is man's act, 
and not Providence at all." Let us look at 
this. God has so contrived the system of 
human.society that this murder cannot oc­
cur without being used by him. In the first 
place, the murdered man may have been a 
wretch not fit to live, and the act of murder 
sends bim to the bar of justice: or he may 
have been a saint;—in that case it dismisses 
him to his rest. But in any event, it be­
comes a lesson to others on the uncertainty 
of human life, and when it is furnished it 
becomes a solemn and warning example. 
That is, while the act of sin is the criminal's 
own, with all its guilt, outside of that the di­
vine government has control of it in all its 
applications. It is as if Jehovah had said, 
I forbid all sin, and man is free, s till I am 
Ruler in the realm of the whole universe, 
and nothing can get beyond the reach of my 
providence. If sin is committed, that which 
I might not prevent I will use for the fur­
therance of my cause. 

It is in the light of this doctrine of Divine 
Providence that we wish to regard our na­
tional trials which have desolated so many 
homes and hearts. 

Sin brings calamity, and the calamity is a 
punishment in one view, and itself a sin in 
another. A s a punishment it is God's Prov-
dence settling with the past; as a sin it is 
destined to provoke still further punishment: 
This war arises not merely from the corrupt 
passions of the hour, but out of the previous 
history of the-country. I t is the harvest 
whose early seed-time lies far back in the 
post of our national annals. Slavery, by the 
opening up of new and rich lands in the 
Bouthwestftlnd by therinvention of.' the cot­
ton-gin, allied itself with the passions'of av­
arice, by becoming profitable. Having thus 
hitched to its car the blaok horse of avarice 
it was not long i n f l a t i n g in the traces by 
its side the red horse of ambition. With 
this team it began the race of politics, in 
competition with the scriptural principle of 
liberty. Jus t here is the cause of this war. 
1 do not say it is Slavery, I do not say it is 
Freedom, that caused it, but I do say the 
cause i s to be' found in the conflict between 
the two, and nowhere else. If liberty had 
given way and allowed slavery her will there 
wrjnld.have been no war; if slavery had giv­
en way to liberty and allowed the govern­
ment to go on as usual, under the change 
the public had effected in the administra­
tion, .{here would have been no war. But 
this, could not be; tbe two principles were 
like fire and water, inherently hostile. Kach 
sought t o snbdue the other; and hence slav-
eiy, Bubdueddndlie peaceful strife, resorted 
to tro'aBOna.blo,.,bloody.,violence; and the two 
opposidffip*ineipk%ltke.twa gaie3,|rpm op­
posite directions, met in tho whirlwind of 
war.

Yes, there is liaht, even in the 
midst of darkness. There was a father 
wnose son fell a t Gettysburgh. H e told of 
his loss , while t h e big. tears rolled down his 
manly face. "Bnt," added he , "when I think 
of the cause in which he died it is all bright 
before me. This war must go on until the 
rebellion is subdued; our government must 
be maintained." This is the language of 
thousands of stricken, families to-day. Even 
the children feel i t . There was a brave East 
Tennesseeau whom the rebels were endeav­
oring to force to take the oath of allegiance 
to the Southern Confederacy- But his wife 
who had been confined just after his arrest, 
fearing that his regard for her condition 
might induce him to submit, sent her eon, 
only eight years old, to tell his father not to 
take the oath. T h i s brave little fellow came 
nearly one hundred miles on his mission, 
and when he arrived the guards would not 
admit him.

W b y oh why is this? If I know my-heart, 
it beats as warmly as ever toward those 
kind aud generous families that greeted us 
with such worm hospitajjly in days long-
past but sti l ipresent in memory, and to-day 
were Prank and Mrs. Procber, and Eliza 
Gilman, and Mary Lamb, and Margaret 
Bloke, the Barksdales, the Qaashis,the Pri­
ors; indeed any and all-of our cherished- cir­
cle, their children or even their children's 
children, to come to me as of old, the stern 
feelings of duty and conviction would melt 
as snow before the genial sun, and I believe 
I would strip my own children that - they 
might be sheltered. And y e t they call me 
barbarian', Vandal, and monster, dad all the 
epithets that language can invent that are 
significant of malignity and hate. . A l l I 
pretend to say on earth as in heaven, man 
must submit to some arbitor. H e must not 
throw off his allegiance to his Government 
or his God without just reason and. cause. 
The South had no cause—not even a pre 
text. Indeed, by her Unjustifiable course, 
she has thrown away the proud history ot 
the past, and laid open her fair country to 
the tread o f devastating war. She banter­
ed and bullied us to the conflict. H a d we 
declined battle", America would have sunk 
back, coward and craven, meriting t h e con­
tempt of all mankind. A s a nation, we 
were forced to accept battle, and that once 
begun, it bas gone on till the war has as­
sumed proportions at which even we, in the 
hurly-burly,, sometimes stand aghast.

Even yet my heart bleeds when I s e e tbe 
carnage of battle, tbe desolation of homes, 
the bitter anguish of families, but the very 
moment the men of the South Bay tbat in-
stead of appealing to war they should have 
appealed to reason, to oar CongreBS, t o our 
courts, to religion, and to the experience of 
history, then will I say Peace—Peace; go 
back to your point of error, and resume, your 
places BB'American citizens, with'all your 
prond heritages. Whether I enaU.liye to 
s e e this period is problematical,.but y o d may 
tell your mother'and sisters, that I .never 
forgot one kind took and greeting, or. even 
wished to efface its remembrance; but in 
putting on tbe armor of war I did i t ' t h a t 
onr common country should n o t perish in in­
famy and dishonor.
