The 
felicitone'rhetorical stroke which ••confitiqed 
hisrfamsinianjomtor woashia.appeattoljar 
fayettesat the elo&of. bis dtoanrse ofcfitw-
bridge Ijefore the'PW jTeta^Ppp.^pffity;• 
and in bis subsequent enlogyripool^tfayritte 
in Fonenil Hall be turned ot tbeclOse of hie 
oration and apostrophized the bust of' the 
general which stood beside him, '-'Speak, 
marble lips!" amidst tbe enthusiastic emo­
tion of his audience. 

Less lortunale, however, was hiB .display 
of the piece- of the ocean telegraphic.; cgble 
in hia discourse to the Alumni at Harvard, 
and his striking his pockets, and jingling 
the keys and coin in them, in tlie oration 
upon Washington, when he alluded to Marl­
borough, the sordid miser. So also a little 
story told of his delivery of the sapie oraijon 
illustrates hia fondness of elaborate drgnjatic 
effect in oratory. There. is,a pnssagMwthe 
discourse in which he spoke of the soldiers 
of tbe Revolution, and as he was waituigm 
th'e ante-room before going upon W e jfjat-
torm a Revolutionary veteran was introduc­
ed to him. Mr. Everett talked With' him 
pleasantly, and, speaking of his oration, ask­
ed tbe old man to rise and stand before tbe 
audience when he began the passage. The 
old soldier waa gratified, and said he would 
certainly do it. The companytptoceeded to 
the platform, the veteran waa seated,con­
spicuously in full view of the audience, and 
the orator began. Wben he reSctterl the 
passage alluding to the old soldiefa he turn­
ed toward the veteran, who began to move 
and get upon his legs. After some Btrug. 
gling he succeeded, and the old' man stood 
painfully leaning npon his cane, when the 
orator, raising hia band and addressing him, 
exclaimed: 

''Nay, sir, sit down, ait down; it is for us 
to stand in your presence !" 

Upon which the bewildered veteran, 
somewhat confounded, sank back again into 
his seat, and afterward said, "That AU. Kv-
erett is a very queer man. He told me to 
stand np, and the moment I stood np he 
said to me, "sit down, sir, Bit down."

EDWARD EVEEETT. 

The "hkiitor's Easy Chair," in tbe March 
number of Harper's Magazine, discourses 
thus familiarly and pleasantly of the depart­
ed-statesman: 

Edward Everett died a private citizen, al­
though his whole life had been devoted to 
public service. He died at a most fortunate 
moment for. hia fame; and in tbe general 
gratitude for hia faithful service during the 
war everybody waa willing to forget that his 
prescience bad. not been equal to his patri­
otism. But if a man strikes with all his 
might when danger comes to his country it 
is rather hard to reproach him that be did 
not see it coming. In our recent history we 
have all need of much forbearance. If Bonie 
did not see th e upproach of danger, they 
have at least been conspicuously steady and 
Btrong when it appeared; and, on the other 
hand, some who foresaw the attack have 
been very fur from wise in the defense. 

Mr. Everett was not a man of genius, nor 
of that temperament which makes or con­
trols epochs .in human affairs. But he bad 
remarkable gifts, and they were remarkably 
cultivated. His powers of literary acquisi­
tion were extraordinary, his memory singu­
larly trained and retentive, his intellectual 
habit rigidly methodical, and bis scholarship, 
therefure,.waa not only vast and various, but 
ita resources were constantly ,at the com­
mand of his delicate tact and conrtesy. If 
in public speaking he never inspired his 
hearers, he was always sure to charm tbem 
by the elegance and symmetry of the form, 
and instruct them by the comprehensive and 
well-digested substance of his orations.' 

His varions accompliabments made him 
in many waya a moat valuable foreign minis­
ter, and he related with a full aense of its 
humor—for'hia perception of comedy was 
acnte—a little incident Of- alia official resi­
dence aa American Mjnister_ial^ondon.' 

One'day»,nt a pleasant countryJurase, 
where Washington Irving and Bancroft were 
also'gubsts, the cony.ersptibn, as was natural-
atoong-three gentlemen wBb hadnll-been-
fpreign ministers, fell mpon diplomatic Ufa. 
Icving, with tho sly twinklo in his eye, way 
soon telling comical inejilents in his experi­
ence when Everett, after listening with an 
air of great amusement, said: 

' "'One of the drollest incidents in iny di­
plomatic life occurred at my presentation as 
United States Minister in Eugln'nd. I went 
to the palace, by appointment, with Lord 
Melbourne, feeling very uncomfortable in my 
official toggery, and found that the Neapoli­
tan embassador, tho Prioco CastelCicala, 
WaT&^3S'pr"e^e1lteM^«riB^THe-tt»r' " W r 
were introduced to each other^and after»b; 
propec.int,e,rvaitho,_,oflicial presentations to 
her Majesty, took place.
