It commenced mains here on the Thurs­

day preceding, and the flood-gates were 
kept open through the night, also on Fri­
day and Friday night, Saturday morning 
opening very dull, the clouds hanging heavily, 
and the rain falling thick and fast, and BO it 
continued until nearly twelve o'clock, the 
appointed hour for the inaugural ceremonies 
to take place. This condition of things in 
nature I thought a fit emblem, expressive 
of the tears the nation has shed, the deep' 
sorrow she has passed through, and of the 
dark clouds of melancholy that-have for the 
past four years and still do overshadow her. 
Bnt at nearly the appointed hour of twelve 
the snn burst forth from the dark..curtains 
of heaven in all his mid-day brightness and 
beauty, and continued to flood the earth 
with golden sunshine till his course was lost 
behind the western hills, indicative, if you 
please, ofTEiglorloas^'aod lasting peace 
sooato disperse the storm clonds of horrid 
war, and reunite our country in bonds made 
stronger by the cement of some of her heart's 
best blood, while the white fleecy clouds 
thatllecked thehorizon.may well represent 
the individual sorrow occasioned by the loss 
of friends on the rod field of battle, made 
light to the bereaved hearts by the knowl­
edge of the nation's sympathy and common 
weeping. 

Another incident was noticed; which, al­
though it is not entirely new in astronomi­
cal occurrences, is nevertheless quite un­
common, and;s remarkable coincidence in 
time and occasion. Very neatly at the hour 
when the President was taking the oath of 
office, the sun came out from the clouds 
that had hidden his disk ail day and shone 
with great splendor, and simultaneously the 
planet Venus appeared, shining with un­
wonted brilliancy. This beautiful sight at­
tracted the attention of the immense crowds 
in the streets, and on every side, were beard 
the exclamations of "Behold the star of 
hope and peace!"

Monday the-compact ofmutal support 
jras broken. The bill to appropriate the 
slaves, BO as to secure honoable existence, 
was defeated io the senate chiefly by the 
votes of the Gull States. The Border 
States had previously contributed their 
shares to the common defence. It makes 
no difference whether those slaves were 
lost to their owner? by the strategy of war 
or by the action of Coogrss. They were eq­
ually sacrifices of property to the national 
defence, sacrifices foretold by some, and 
which all swore-to share alike. The vote 
by which that bill was lost mnst be recon­
sidered, jthe slaves must "6e~given or~we~ 
rnlyipjrishl They who watch nfedesfiriies 
of the States declare its wants and demand 
Ute^eHef.
