On calling the ayes and 
noes the main questidnTwas ordered by a 
vote of 70 to 48, thus cutting off alh* amend­
ment and debate. , The speaker, directed the 
clerk to coll the r()ll on the final passage of 
the bill. The clerk commenced to call, but 
was frequently icterrapted by members from 
the democratic side arising to "questions of 
privilege" and hpoints of order," until all of 
an hour had been wasted in this unparlia­
mentary, bullying style of opposition. When 
the name of Mr~.McNielI, a democrat from 
Queens, was called, he responded in the a'f* 
Urinative. Thereupon he was assailed on 
all sides by his democratic associates with 
threats and charges of "being bribed," "be­
traying the democratic party," &c , &c Oth­
er democrats who voted in the affirmative 
were-thus assailed and insulted. The bill 
was passed by a vote of 80 to 39. Four 
democrats, Messrs. Bookstaver, Elrlredge, 
McNeil and Bidgway, voted in favor of the 
bill- Two Unionists. Messrs. Angel and 
Bemis, we regret to say, voted against the 
bill.

'T^ppeopTofof Savannah bocamB,ybry much 
attached to Gen. Geary aud'^is "jvlilte^tars" 
and lamented deeply the cause which neces­
sitated tho change in the military adminis­
tration of Savannah. Nearly all of the citi­
zens witnessed the departure of the troops, 
ovinoingjg,.wor4s as well as appoarances 
their.profound regret for so soon parting 
wTttftno^co'nqiierofs'of that' city.- The stars 
and stripes were unfurled from many win­
dows, ahd-not it few were the handkerchiefs 
that were waved by fairer hands than yours 
or mine, Mr. Editor. Many of the= flags gave 
evidence of having been in existence a long 
time;.undoubtedly .they ware bidden away 
tte last four years to prevent them from 
falling into the. Hands of the confederates, 
and subjecting'the offenders to severe pen. 
alties. The troops had as much reason for 
regrets in leaving Savannah as had the citi­
zens, for they had been kindly received and 
uniformly well treated, to say nothing of the 
privileges and luxuries of life which Savan­
nah afforded. 

The march of the 27th, though over in­
conceivably bad roads, took us to the 12 
mile post. Weather >very cold, with little 
rain. The 28th we made 15 miles, and on 
the 29th we reached Sister's Ferry, Savan­
nah river. Here, owing to a failure of the 
commissary department at Savannah to for­
ward the necessary supplies, and on account 
of torpedoes having been placed in the road, 
we"were detained until Feb. 4th. By this 
time the rations had arrived, andatrew road 
had been made, and the division started 
with heavily loaded wagons, and haversacks 
filled to overflowing wifl»""tack;":Sugar an d' 
coflee.
