ing. The progeny of Buck 6tock should be 

iuised,and the man who neglects.to raise 

the heifer calves of these cows, commits a 

great wrong. There are venous opinions in 

rtierence to the best and cheapest manner 

of raising calves. We believe the best re­

sults are obtained by giving the calf gener­

ous treatment from first to last. A poor, 

stunted and balf-starved calf will never be 

able to reach that standard of excellence 

that it would, had a more liberal allowance 

of food been made during its earlier days. If 

a calf gets a fair start on milk, its food may 

be changed to whey by adding'a porridge of 

oaten meal, oil cake or buckwheat fluur, to 

supply the necessary constituents lucking in 

the whey. Almost every farmer bus some 

peculiar notions-m regard to the- manner of 

raising calves; but the great and gerierul 

fault in management is a scanty allowance 

of nutritious food.
