Sheridan bad scarcely time to change his 
horse's shoes before he was off, and on 
Wednesday of last week much of our infant­
ry also moved to the left.

The rebels fell back, with 
but little skirmishing, until we faced north­
ward and reached out toward their idolized 
Southside Edilway; then they grew uneasy, 
and", as a hint of their opposition, fought us 
the sharp batt le of Quaker Road on Thurs­
day. Still we reached farther and further, 
but on Fr i Jay we quitted ourintrenchmenta 
on the Boydtown plank road and made a 
bold push for the wbit£ oak road. This is 
one of the series of parallel public ways run­
ning east and west, south of t he Southside. 

"F ive F o r k s " is a magnificent s t r a t u m 
point. Five good roads meet io the edge of 
a dry, high, well-watered forest, three of 
them radiating to the railway, and their trib­
utaries unlocking al! the country. Fdrth-T 
Mouth their dnf-nwT'l iad b ^ n paltry, hut 
they rortin-d this emptyv='>i;tu-J- a.-* if it li-id 
h**«n their capital. Upon Us principid road 
the white oak aforenamed, they had a ditch­
ed breastwork with embrasures of logs and 
earth, reaching east and west three miles, 
and this was covered eastward aud south­
eastward by rifle-pite, masked works and 
felled timber; the bridges approaching it 
were broken; all the roads picketed, and a 
desperate resolve to huld it averred- A 
crooked stream called Gravelly Run, rises 
near Five Forks. 

THE FIGHT OP GRAVELLY JlCS. 

On Friday tho 6th corps rested along the 
Boydtown plank road, which is about seven 
paties from'Five Forks . Oo Fr iday morn­
ing ( ien. Ayers took the advance, till he 
struck the enemy io strong force.a^inile and 
a half below white oak road." Gen. Ayres's 
skirmish line being fired on, fell back upon 
his main column, which advanced at the or­
der. Straightway the enemy charged head­
long, while their battery opened ^cross-fire, 
aud their skirmishers on our left, creeping 
down through the woods, picked us off in 
flaok. They charged with a whole division, 
making their memorable jel l , and soon dou­
bled up Ayres ' hoe so tha t it was forced in 
tolerable disorder back npun (Jen. Crawford 
who commanded the next division^/ Graw-
tord's men do nut spfm to have retrieved 
the character bf their predecessors, bnt made 
a feint to go in, and, tailing by dozens be­
neath the murderous fire, gave up thegrund. 
Griffin's division, past which the fooltiv 
ran, halted awhile befu; taking the doubt­
ful way; the whole corps were now back to 
the Boydtown plank road, and nothing had 
been done to anybody's credit particnlarly. 

Gen. Griffin rode up to Gen. Cbarriberlam 
in this extremity. Chamberlain is a young 
and anxious officer who resigned the profes­
sorship of modern languages in Bowdom 
college to embrace a soldier's career, fie 
had been wounded the day before, but was 
zealous to try death again.

On Friday night, Gen. Grant , dissatisfied, 
like most ooservers, with the day's business, 
placed Sheridan iu the supreme command of 
the whole of Warren's corps and all the cav­
alry. The infantry was to the cavalry in tho 
proportion of about two to one. A t day­
break on Saturday he fired four signal guns 
to admonish Warren he was off'; aod his 
cavalry, by diverging roads, struck their 
camps. They drove the rebels towards tho 
left of their works oo the white oak road. 
I t was part of'our1 scheme to push them back 
into their intrenchinents. This work was 
delegated to the cavalry entirely, bat mount­
ed carbineers a ie no match for stubborn, 
bayoneted infantry. S o when the horsemen 
were close up to the rebels, they were dis­
mounted, and acted as infantry to ail intents. 
A portion of them, uiider Gregg1 and Mack­
enzie, still adhered to the saddle, that, they 
might be put in rapid motion for flanking 
and charging purposes. So, all the after­
noon,the cavalry pushed th«»m hard, and llw 
strife went on uninterruptedly and terrifical­
ly. The buttle was fought at so close quar­
ters that our carbines vr^r^ never out of 
range; for had this been otherwise, the long 
rifles of the enemy would have given them 
every advantage. Wi th their horses within 
call, the cavalrymen, io line of battle'; stood 
together like walls of stone, swelling onward. 
Now and ,tneiT a detachment of rebels wonld 
charge down upon us, swaying tb.e lines and, 
threatening to annihilate us. A colonel with 
a shattered regiment came down upon as on 
a charge. T h e buyonets were fixed; the men 
came on with a yell; their gray uniforms 
seemed black amidst tho smoke; their pre­
served colors, torn by gtapej ip^j^al l . waved 
yet defiantly; twice they halted and poured 
in volleys, but came on again like the surge 
from tho fog, depleted but determined; yet, 
in the hot faces of tho carbineers, they read 
a pur-pose as resolute, but mora calm, and 
•-While they pressed along, swept nil the while 
by scathing volleys, a group of horsemen 

"took them in flank. I{ was an awful instant; 
the horses recoiled; tho charging column 
trembled like a single thing, but at once the 
rebels, with rare organization, fell into a Hol­
low square, and with solid sheets of steel 
defied our centanrs. The horsemen' rodo 
around them in vain; no charge could break

down. The rebels could stand no more; they 
reeled and swayed, and feftb^ck broken and 
beaten. And on the g?oun"d their colonel 
lay, Sealing his devotion Wlttairis life. 

Through wood, nnd brake, and swomp, 
across field and trench, we pushed the fight­
ing defendera ateadily. A t 4 o'ciocjt the 
rebels wore behind their , wulls "al; Five 
Forks , and still the cavalry pressed them 
hard, In feint rather than solemn" effort, while 
the cavalry worked round toward the rear, 
the Infantry of Warren, though commanded 
by Sheridan, prepared to take par t id the 
battle.

ed that they were a long time finding out 
how Oesperete were their circumstances; but 
now, wearied with persistent assaults in the 
front, they fell back to the left only to see 
four close lines of battle waiting to drive 
them across the fields, decimated. A t the 
right the horsemen charged them in their 
vain a t tempt to fight "out," and in the rear 
straggling foot and cavalry began also to as­
semble; slant-fire, cross-fire, and direct fire, 
by file and volley rolled in perpetually, cut­
ting down their brave officers and strewing 
the fields with bleeding men; groans re­
sounded in the intervals of exploding pow­
der , and to add to their terror and dispair , 
their own artillery, captured from them, 
threw into their ranks, from its old posi­
tion, ungrateful grapo and cannister, enfila­
ding their breastworks, whizzing and plung­
ing by air line and ricochet, and at last bod­
ies^ of cavalry fairly mounted their intrench­
inents, and charged down the parapet, slash­
ing and tramping them, and producing in­
extricable confusion. Thf»y had no com­
manders, a t least no ordera, and looked in 
vain for some guiding hand to lead them out 
of a toil into which they had fallen so brave­
ly and so blindly. A few more volleys, a 
new and irresistible charge, a shrill and 
warning command to die or surrrender, and. 
with a sullen and tearfal impulse, five thous­
and muskets are fired upon the ground, and 
five thousand hot, exhausted and impotent 
Southerners are Sheridan's prisoners of 
war. 

Those who escaped, ho ordered the firey 
Custer to pursue with brand and vengeonce; 
nnd they were pressed far into tho desolate 
forest, spent and hungry, many foiling by 
the way of exhaustion or wounds, many 
pressed down by hoof or sabre stroke, and 
many picked np iu mercy and sent back to 
join their brethren in -bands. 

Thus ended the splendid victory of F ive 
Forks , the -least bloody to us, but the most 
successful, proportionate to numbers engag­
ed, that has been fought during the war. 
One man out of every three engaged took a 
prisoner. W e captured lour camion, -an 
ambulance nnd haggage teurna. eight thous­
and muskets, and twenty eigh' battle dags. 
And all this, Gen.* Sheridan tells me, has 
cost hifri personally no more than eight hun­
dred men, and the service of no more than 
fifteen hnudred. 

SHERIDAN'S GALLANTRY. 

Sheridan is represented by those present , 
sny3 another correspondent, as being the 
personification of everything soldierly. H e 
rode up aud down the lines under fire, con­
tinually encouraging his men by waving his 
tiWurd, commanding in person, exhorting, 
them to seize, the opportunity within their 
grasp, and sweep their enemies to destruc­
tion. "Take your men in"—"Make your 
men fight"—"Push on your columns"-—"Go ( 

io, boys, go i n " — " H a l the damned rascals 
are running"—"The cowardly scoundrels 
can' t fight such braue fellows as mine"— 
"Kil l that dammed skulker"—"Shoot every 
man dowu like a dog that offers to skulk," 
were yelled in thunder tones a s he .dashed 
along , where the fire was ho t t es t and tho 
result most uncertain. Hia preaence was a 
consuming fire to the rebels ' and a tower of 
strength to our men. Probably no living 
soldier is so terrible in battle as Sheridan. 
Wi th the first smell of .powder he becomes 
a brilliant, blazing meteor, ond a pillar of 
fire to guide his own hosts. The small, un­
pretending man, when in repose, rises to 
tho su1?ITm!ty oi heioism when in action, and 
infuses n like spirit in all who are under
