It signifies the perpetuation, the glorious 
future, of Republicanism,. I t implies a new 
birth of the Bepublic.•_ Five of us have at 
lost been abie to whip one of the chivalry. 
Hurrah for the Yankees and mudsills and 
greasy mechanics ! Babylon has not only 
fallen, but her-cbtef ruler and his followers 
have forsaken her, We have been "march­
ing on" and now "occupy the land* There 
never was another such a day in this Re­
public since the pilgrims first stepped on 
Plymouth rock as last Monday. Everybody 
felt goo'd. Everybody felt hilarious. Lee 
surrendered! The black-hearted traitors 
of the slave-power and their deluded tatter-
demallions bow to the rule of a true and 
beneficent government. Hurrah for the 
American Bepublic! 

The Rebellion is dead. Modern Demoe-
"i- racy, alias Copperheadism, is dead. It has 

been growing weaker and weaker as the 
rebel army expired, and with the Confed­
eracy is only to bo regarded hereafter as a a 
awful wicked thing, that tried to eat up the 
Bepublic.

soon learn that the Yankees don't have long 
tails, and tint they are not bent upon kill­
ing the niggers wherever they can find 
them. 

The Rebellion ended ! What glad news 
will this be to onr suffering, starving soldiere 
uTrebel prisons. May God preserve their 
lives, and bring ,them home to us. They 
will soon be free from the sufferings and 
hardships they have borne—they, the true

Richmond has fallen. The wicked men 
who governed the EO called Confederate 
States have fled their capital, shorne of their 
power and influence. The Rebel armies have 
been defeated' baoken and scattered, and 
the formidable character nf the Rebellion is 
apparently at an end. Victory everywhere 
attends our banner, and our armies, under 
Providence, are rapidly moving to the clo­
sing scenes of the war. Through the self-
sacrifice, and heroic devotion of onr soldiers 
the life of the Republic has been saved, and 
the integrity of the American Union main-

~$a-view of these important events of the 

achievements of our nble armies aDd their 
.gallant leaders; in view of the progress made 
in suppressing the Rebellion, and the en­
couraging prospects of the early return of 
Peace, there is great cause for rejoicing, 
thanksgiving and prais. I, Ruben E. Kenton, 
Governor of the State of New-York, do, 
therefore, issue this, my proclamation, des­
ignating Friday, the 14th April, instant, (the 
day appointep for the ceremony of raising 
the United States'flag on Fort Sumter) as a 
day of thanksgiving, prayer and praise to 
Almighty God, for the signal blessings we 
have received at His band ; and I hereby 
recommend religions societies of all denom­
inations to open their places of worship, and 
the people, abstaining from their usual avo­
cations, "to assomble therein", end with grate-
lul hearts, unite in prayer and praise to Him 
who has so mercifully remembered us in the 
hour of our greatest need and peril.

The receipt of the news here yestord«y 
of the fall of Richmond was the signal for 
the greatest outburst of enthnsiism that 1 
ever beheld. About 11 o'clock, A. M. Gon. 
Spinner was informed that a telegram had 
been received at the War Department from 
President Lincoln, announcing the capture 
and occupationbyoiir forces ol the city of 
Richmond. Immediately the news Bpread 
like wild-fire through the Treasury build­
ings, the drum q>rps beat the long roll, the 
clerks dropping pen, pencil, paper, book, or 
whatever they happened to have in hand, 
ruBhed into the halls, giving vent to the 
wildest shouts. aJEJ£yJsgrospins each, other's 
hands, &!Un^pm^eaoh etherje necks, in a 
perfect fervor of enthusiastic excitement 
Old hud young, gents and ladies, officials of 
the highest order, messenger Jjpys, jlarkies 
and all mingled, and rushed'aDb&t in* the 
wildest possible confusion, giving .and re­
ceiving the mostextrayagant congratulations 
over the glorious news. 

Old men with their heads powdered for 
the grave, and their thin limbs trembling as 
if fearful of the leap they must sodh make 
over its brink, forgot their age, and nnder 
the inspiration of the occasion cut fantastic 
pigeon wings, young men put in vigorous 
doubie-shumes, while the ladies squared off 
and joined most heartily in the "break­
downs," and by a thousand voices was sung 
the song ' 'John Brown's soul goesinarehiog 
on," w|th a volume that made the granite 
walls of the whole building shake to their 
•very foundation. 

Having given vent to their,juSt torrent of 
joy,a.rush was made for the War Depart­
ment, where a large crowd soon assembled, 
and stirring speeches were made by Vice-
President Johnson, Secretaries Seward and 
Stanton, Senator Sherman, of Ohio, Ex-Sen­
ator King, of New York, Gen. Butler and 
many others, frequently interrupted by the 
reading of some now dispatch from the ar­
my, whose glerajj; '.-sentences .but added 
fresh fuel to the already fierce conflagration 
of enthusiasm. 'Everywhere in the city the 
wildest excitement prevailed. Men, women 
and children ratttjhrorigts the streets,shout­
ing,^Jangiarig,.ij!r|ing^nd-congr^(;ula8ng, ne­
groes ran'about e?clain}ing>''Bress de Lord, 
for the day ob 'Jubilee hob come;" and 
thousands of white men who never before 
would acknowledge their humanity, now 
took them by the hand and bade them God 
speed in the new sphere into which they 
entered. Buildings, both public and private, 
were covered-With 6tany banners, the bells 
rung out joyous peals, steam engines split 
their whistlers in giving vent to. their pent 
np feelings, and all nature joined with hu­
manity in Bending to heaven shouts of joy, 
psans of of thanksgiving, and anthems of 
praise and gratitude to Almighty God for 
his deliverance, not fogetting the great com­
manders by sea and land, and the gallant 
officers, soldiers and sailors who have peril­
ed their 4ives upon the battle-field and 
drenched the land with blood to cement anew 
the foundation walls of this Bepublic, that 
they may be as the everlasting hills which 
endureth forever. 

Thus was the day spent, and when night 
spread her dark mantle over the earth, the 
heavens were illuminated in every direc­
tion by sky rockets, that shot like lightning 
into the air, as though we were sending tel­
egrams npou wings of light to the inhabi­
tants of other worlds, telling them of the 
triumphs of truth and universal liberty. The 
Streets ceased not to feel the_ tread of the 
rushing throng till long after the usual hour, 
and the saag and laugh of the merry Bach-
nnals woK heard till the night was for 
spent, and Aurora appeared, bearing for­
ward in her arm the new-born king of day.

GENERAL ORDERS, No. 3. At 4 o'clock, 

a.ai. ,on March 25th, the enemy having 
massed three divisions in frout of Fort 
Steadman, in the lino of the 3d brigade, 1 st, 
division, of this Corps,. by a sudden rush 
broko the picket line, and, after a gallant 
defence by the garrison of Fort Steadman, 
overpowered it, and gained possession of 
the Fort and a portion of the parapet on 
either side.' He then assaulted Fort Has­
kell and Battery 9, but was repulsed with 
much loss. He attempted to advance to­
ward the railroad but was speedily checked, 
and the 1st brigade, 3d division coming up, 
he was forced back to the Fort; from thence 
he was soon driven by a charge of the 3d 
division and 2d and 3d brigades, 1st divi­
sion, with the loss of many killed and wound­
ed, 1949 prisoners, including 71 commission­
ed officers, and nine stand Of colors, and the 
entire line seized by him was reotcupied. 
The Major-Gen. commanding congratulates 
the Corps on this auspioions result. I t will 
be a source of pride to him and tbem that 
so heavy and_desperate an attack upon their 
line was repelled by them before the arrival 
of the supports so promptly and cordially 
furnished by the other corps. The gallant­
ry and steadiness of the troops engaged, 
which so brilliantly retrieved momentary dis­
aster and converted it into a victory, merit 
and receive his warmest gratitude and. con­
gratulation. The artillery in position bear­
ing on the line held by the enemy, and t h e ' 
reserve batteries under the personal supervi­
sion of Brevet-Brig.^Gen. Tidball, chief of 
artillery, did prompt and very efficient ser­
vice, and inflicted severe damage upon the 
enemy.. To Brig.-Gen. I. T. Hartrauft, 
commanding 3d division, who had charge of 
the assault, great credit is due, and his divi­
sion is especially congratulated on the dis­
tinguished success which their good conduct 
has met with, in ibis their first engagement. 
The steadiness, and courage of the troops 
npon the Sacks of Fort Steadman, who held 
their position despite the breaking of their 
line, are deserving of great praise, and the 
Maj.-G«n. commanding takes occasion to 
impress upon the Corps the lesson enforced 
by the example of their brave comrades of 
the 1st division, that a line broken is not 
carried; and that by promptly rallying, and 
tenaciously holding the position so - flanked, 
the enemy may be made to pay dearly for 
their temerity.

This will not- embrace 
the side arms of tho officers nor their private 
horses or baggage. This done, each officer 
ond man mlTbe allowed t a return to their 
homes, not to be disturbed by the United 
States authorities so long as they observe 
their parole and the laws in force where they 
may reside.
