The scale of prices adopted at the Herki­
mer County Union .Factory is given beiow:-

facturer to produce cheese that will sell high 
in the market, and for farmers tp deliver 
milk Irom a large number of cows in order 
torsdnce the rate of matrufa'cttt're.
