THE PEESIDEHT'8 SPEECH ON EE-
OOHSTETJOTICOT. 

WASIILVOTON; April 11. 
The executive departments , including the 

President 's mansion, were again illuminated 
to-night and adorned with transparencies 
and national flags, a s wore also many places 
of business and pr iva te dwellings. Bonfires 
blazed in many p a r t s of the ci ty, and rock­
ets were fired, thousands of persons of both 
Bexes repaired t o t he Kxecutive Mansion, 
and after severa l airs had been played by 
the band, the P res iden t , in response to t h e 
call, appeared a t an upper window. Tbo 
cheering with which he was greeted having 
ceased, h e spoke a s follows: 

"We .meet this evening not in sorrow but 
in gladness of hear t . The evacuation of 
Petersburg and Richmond, and the surren­
der of t h e principal insurgent army, give 
hope of a r ighteous and speedy peace, whose 
joyous expressions cannot be restrained. In 
the midst of this, however, H e from whom 
all blessings flow mus t not be forgotlen. T h e 
call for a national thanksgiving is being pre­
pared and will b e duly promulgated. K o r 
must those-whose harder par t gives us the 
cause of rejoicing be overlooked. Their 
honors must not be parceled out with oth­
ers. I myself was near the front and had 
the high pleasure of transmitting much of 
the good news to you. But no part of t h e 
honor lor plan or execution is mine. To 
Gen. Grant , hia skillful officers and brave 
men, alj, belongs. T h e gallant navy stood 
ready but was no t in reach to take active 
part. By these recen t successes the reinau-
guration of t he national authority—recon­
struction—which has had a large share of 
thought from the first, is pressed much more 
closely upon our attention. I t is fraught 
with great difficulty. Unlike a case of war 
between independen t nations, there is no 
authorized organ for us to t r e a t . with. N o 
man has author i ty to give up t he rebellion 
for any other m a n . W e simply must begin 
with and mould from disorganized and dis­
cordant elements . N o r is it a small addi­
tional e m b a n a s s m e n t that we, the loyal peo­
ple, differ among onrseh-es as to the mode, 
manner and measure of reconstruction. A s 
a general rule I abs ta in from reading the re­
ports of at tacks upon myself, wishing oot to 
be provoked by t h a t to which I cannot prop­
erly offer an answer . In spite of this pre­
caution, however, it comes to my knowledge 
that I am much censured for some supposed 
agency in set t ing up and seeking to sustain 
the new Sta te government orLouis iana . In 
this I have done just so much and no more 
than the public knows . In t he annual mes­
sage of December. 186.1, and tbe accompa­
nying proclamation, I presented a plan of 
reconstruction, oe tho phraoo goes, whiob I 

myself prefer that it were now conferred on 
tbe very intelligent and on those who serve 
our cause as aoldiere. Btill, it is not wheth­
er the Louisiana government, as it stands, is 
quite all tha t is desirable. T h e question is, 
will it be wiser to take it as it is, and help 
to improve it, or to reject and disperse,? Can 
Louisiana be brought into proper, practical 
relation with the fjnion soonerf>y sustaining 
or discarding her new State-government? 
Some 12,000 voters in the heretofore.slave 
S ta te of I^ouisiaoa have sworn allegiance to 
the Union, assumed to bo the rightful polit­
ical power of the S ta te , held elections, or­
ganized a State government, adopted a free 
S ta te constitution, giving the benefit of pub­
lic schools equally to black and white, and 
empowering the legislature to confer tho 
elective franchise upon the colored man. 

Th i s legislature has already voted tti rati­
fy t he constitutional amendment recently 
passed by Congress abolishing slavery thro'-
out t h e nation. These 12,000 persons are 
thus fully committed to the ' TJbiOii, and to 
perpetuate freedom in tbe State—committed 
to t he very things and nearly all things the 
nation wants, and thoy ask the nation's re­
cognition and its assistance, to m a k e good 
this committal. 

N o w , if we reject and spurn them, we do 
our utmost to disorganize and disperse them. 
W e in fact say to the whito man, you are 
worthless, or worse; we will ne i ther help you 
nor be helped by you. To the. blacks wo 
soy: This cup of liberty, which these, your 
old masters, held to your lips, wo will dash 
from you, and leave you to the chances of 
gathering the spilled and scattered contents 
in some vague and undefined when, where 
and how. 
. I f th is coarse, discouraging and paralyzing 
both white and black, has any tendency to 
bring Louisiana into proper practical rela­
tions with tho Union, I have so far been nn-
ablo to perceive it. If, on the contrary, we 
lccoguize and sustain tbe new government 
of Louisiana, the converse of all this is made 
true. W e encourage the hearts and nerve 
the a rms of 12,000 to adhere to their work 
and argue for it, and proselyte for it, nnd 
feed it, and grow it, and ripen it to a com­
plete success. 

T h e colored man, too, in seeing all united 
for h im, is inspired with vigilance, and. ener­
gy, and daring to the same end., Gran t that 
he desires tho elective franchise, will he not 
at tain it sooner by saving the already ad­
vanced steps towards it than by running 
backward over them ? Concede tha t the 
new government of Louisiana is only what 
it should be as the egg is to the fowl, we 
shall sooner have the tow! by hatching the 
egg than by smashing it. (Laughter.) 

Again , if we reject Louisiana we also re-
ject our vote in favor of the proposed 
amendment to tho national constitution. To 
meet this proposition, it has been argued 
that no more than three-fourths of those 
S ta tes which have not a t tempted seces?ion 
are necessary to validly ratify the amend­
ment. I do not commit myself against this 
further than to say that such a ratification 
would be questionable and sure to be per­
sistently questioned, while a ratification by 
three-fourths of all the States would be nn-

promised, if adop ted by any S t a t e , would be 
acceptable to a n d sustained by the executive 
government of t h e nation. I distinctly stat­
ed that this was not tbe only plan which 
might possibly prove acceptable, and I also 
distinctly protes ted that t h e executive 
claimed no right to say when or whether 
members should bo admitted to seats in 
Congress from such States. 

This plaD was in advance submitted to 
the then Cabinet and approved by every 
member of it. O n e of them suggested tha t 
I should then and in that connection apply 
the emancipation proclamation to tbe here-
totore excepted p a r t s of Virginia and Lou­
isiana, tha t I should drop the suggestion 
abQat..apprenticeship for freed- people, a n d 
that I should omi t " the -p ro tes t against my 
own power in regard to the admission of 
members of Congress. But even he approv­
ed every part a n d parcel of t he plan which 
has since been employed or touched by the 

. action ot Louisiana. The new constitution 
of Louisiana, declaring emancipation for t h e 
whole. S ta te , practically applies the procla­
mation to the p a r t previously excepted. I t 
does not adopt apprent iceship for freed peo­
ple, and is s i lent , a s it Well could not be 
otherwise, abou t t h e admission of members 
to Congress. S o tha t as it applied to Lou­
isiana, every m e m b e r of the cabinet fully 
approved of the plan. The message went 
to Congress and I received many commend­
ations of the plan , written aud verbal, and 
not a single objection to it from any profess­
ed emancipationist came to my knowledge 
until after the news reached Washington 
that the people of Louisiana had begun to 
move in accordance with it. F rom about 
July, 1 8 6 2 , 1 had corresponded with differ­
ent persons, supposed to be interested in 
seeking a reconstruction o f a S t a t e Govern­
ment for Louisiana. When -the message of 
1863, with the plan before mentioned, reach­
ed New Orleans, Gen. Banks wrote me tha t 
he was confident tha t the people, with the 
military co-operation, would reconstruct sub­
stantially on tha t plan. I wrote to him and 
some of them to t ry it. They tried it, and 
tho result is known. Such has been my on­
ly agency In g e t t i n g up the Louisiana gov­
ernment. As to sustaining it, my promise 
is out, as before s ta ted ; but as bad promises 
are better broken than kept I shall treat this 
as a bad promise abd breuk it whenever I 

'shall be convinced tha t keeping i t is adverse 
to the public" interest , but I have not ye t 
been so convinced. I have been shown a 
letter on this sub jec t (supposed to be an 
able one) in which t h e writer expresses re­
gret tha t my mind has not seemed to- be 
definitely fixed on the question whether t he 
seceded S ta tes , so-called, are in the Union 
or out of it. I t would perhaps add astonish­
ment to his reeref ivqere he to learn t h a t 
since I have found professed Union men en­
deavoring to answer that question. I have 
purposely forborne any public expressjon'np-
QU it. A s appea r s to mo tha t question HiiS 
not been, nor y e t . i s , a practically material 
one, and that any discussion of it, while it 
thus remnins practioa'Hy immaterial, could 
hove no effect o t h e r than the mischievous 
one of dividing o a r friends." A s yet, what­
ever it may become, that question is bud as 
tho basis of ff controversy, nnd good'for 
nothing a t all—a merely pernicious abstrac­
tion. 

.J W o all agree t h a t tho seceded Sta tes , so 
called, ore out of thei r proper practical rela­
tion with the U n i o n , and that t he sole ob­
jec t of the government , civil and military, in 
regard to those S t a t e s is to again get them 
into t h a t p r o p e r pract ical relation. I believe 
it iB not only possible , but in fqot e o s i e | t o 
do thia without deciding or even consider­
ing whether those S ta tes have ever been ou t 
Ofthe Union than with it. F i n d i n g them­
selves safely a t h o m e it would be utterly 
immaterial w h e t h e r tbey had been abroad. 
Let us all join in doing tbe ac t s necessary 
to restore the p roper , practical relations .be­
tween these S t a t e s and tho Union, and each 
forover after innocent ly indulge hie own 
opinion whether in doing tho ac ts ho bro ' t 
t h e S t a t e s from Withoubinto t h e , Union, ,or 
only gave them proper assistance, they nev­
er having been o u t . ' , ; 

T h e omonnt of constituency, so to speak, 
in which t b e Louisiana government repta, 
Would'be moro satisfactory t o all if it cgn-
tained SfKOOfi or SOiffOOTW ttven 20 ,000 |&-
gtead of 12,000, W i t does'.

questioned and unquestionable. 
I repeat tbe question, can Louisiana bo 

brought into practical relation with the Un­
ion sooner by sustaining or by discarding 
her new State government ? W h a t has been 
said of Louisiana will apply to other States . 
And vet ao great peculiarities pertain to 
each Sta te , and such important and sudden 
changes occur in the same S ta te , and withal 
so new aod unprecedented is the whole case 
that no exclusivo and inflexible plan can 
safely be prescribed as to details and collat­
erals. . Such excursive and inflexible plan 
would surely become a new entanglement. 

Important principles may and must be in­
flexible. In the present situation, as the 
ph ra se goes, i t -may be- ihy. -duty t o make 
some new announcement to the people ol 
the South. I- am considering and shall not 
fail t o act when satisfied tha t act ion will bo 
proper. 

T h e President, during the delivery of the 
above speech, was frequently interrupted by 
applause, and on its conclusion, in t he midst 
of the cheering the b ind struck up a patriot­
ic air, when he bowed and retired. ^

A short 
t ime afrer marriage she went through an en­
gagemen t a t sea, with her husband, refusing 
to go ashore, and during the fight would stay 
nowhere but on deck, where she wielded a 
carbine and cheered the men. I n t h e heat 
of the battle she was s tanding on deck, 
flourishing a sabre, and inspiring the men 
to deeds of vnlor, when she Was knocked 
down by tho wind of a cannon ball that had 
killed two men standing close by her side. 
Garibaldi was springing forward to her think­
ing h e wonld find her a corpse, when she 
rose fo her feet, covered with the blood of 
the men who had fallen close to her, but 
qui te unhurt. H e .begged her t o go below 
and remain there until ' the octioii was over. 

" I will go below," waS h e r reply, "but 
only to drive out the cowards who are skulk­
ing there;" for only a few sefeonds beforo, 
she had seen three men leave the deck and 
hurry rapidly down the hatchway, s o n s to 
get oot of danger of the storm of bullets tha t 
was sweeping the deck. A n d going below, 
she immediately after re-oppea'red,driving be­
fore h e r tho three men, overcome with ahamo
