The title "Army of the Potomac!' was not 
given it till August 17, 18.61, when General 
McClellan took command. As an organiaa* 
tion it yet remains the same, while other 
armies have been consolidated and re-divid­
ed. But very many changes have befallen 
it; the Army and Navy Journal points out 
that within the past, year alone every corps 
commander has been changed. 

Sedgwick fell at Spottsylvania; Gtllmore 
and Smith were retired; Butler was remov­
ed; Birney, the successor of Gillmore, died 
of Malariu; Hancock resigned his command . 
00 account of the breaking out of old wound, 
and undertook the recruiting of anew corps;

Tbe third event has a yet broader signifi­
cance than the others. It looks to and ex­
presses the great and most important fact, 
that the day is now very near when black 
American citizens shall' stand on tbe same 
political level with white American citizens, 
when South Carolina shall be inhabited al­
most wholly by blacks, when its Legislature 
shall be black, its Governor shall be black, 
its Representatives shall be black, and its 
Senators shall be black; in a word when no 
distinction of color shall submit throughout 
the United States. This event must come 
It is as inevitable as death; and we can roll 
on the car or be crushed by its wheels. 

But all three events have one common 
symbolism mightier tban any thought yet 
uttered. That common thought which they 
all express is that of universal and uncondi­
tional Freedom for all mankind. The tri­
umph of the American democracy over the 
slavehotding oligarchy and their friends, 
seals the doom of despotism all over tho 
world. The bells which peal merrily over 
the extinction of the rebel faction will in 
those sum? strokes be sounding the death 
knell of all aristocracy. And the beginnings 
will be in England and the goings out will 
be at China and the revolution shall cover 
aiLthe earth. No fptnre event is more cer­
tain than that one day every nation ot the 
world shall have a free, representative gov­
ernment substantially like our own; and then 
"nation shall not lift up sword against na­
tion, neither shall they learn war any more" 

A single incident Bhall illustrate our other 
topic, the return of the nation to on ac­
knowledgment of God and HiB laws. On 
Monday of this week, when the news of the 
occupation of Richmond by our armies was 
announced in Wall St., there spontaneously 
gathered in a few moments, in front of the 
Custom House, more than three thousand 
persons. When a few appropriate remarks 
had been made, an elderly gentleman step­
ped forward and proposed that they sing 
Old Hundred. Then-all that vast-uesem' 
blage, with bared heads, and many, nnaaed 
to emotion, with tears streaming down'their 
cheeks, sang those solemn words beginning, 
"Praise God, from whom all blessings flow?' 

That is an event of a new kind on the 
page of history. Its like cannot be found 
on the roll-call of events from Adam down» 
ward until this day. It was no got up, re­
ligious meeting. It was no prepared, ex­
pression. It was the spontaneous, irrepres­
sible utterauce of acknowledgment by tnen 
'standing on the ground of a common human­
ity that God is and that He has been good 
td His people even in the midst ot great tri­
als, that He has remembered them and not 
wholly cast them off;'yen, more, that He hos 
organized these victories and led us forward 
td them. And1 have not the sober people 
lOfj this nation joined, in their hearts, with 
those who-gathered on Wall Sti in singing; 
that song? & -

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logue of crimes, we there find arson laid 
down aS a crime, with its appropriate penal­
ty; we there find theft, robbery and murder 
given as crimes, and there, too, we find the 
last and highest of crimes—treason. Wi th 
other and inferior offences our people are fa­
miliar. But in our peacefal history treason 
has been almost unknown. The poople 
must onderstand that it .is the blackest of 

'crimes-nnd will be punished. (Applause.) 
I make thia allusion not to excite the already 

.exasperated feeding of the public, but to 
point out tho principles of public justice 
which should guide our actions at this par­
ticular juncture, and which accord with souud 
pnblic morals. Let it be engraved on every 
heart that treason is a crime and traitoW shall 
suffer its penalty. (Applause.) While we 
are appalled and overwhelmed at tbe fall of 
one man in our midst by the hand of a trait­
or, shall we allow men, I care not by what 
weapon, to at tempt the life of the state with 
impunity ? While we strain our minds to 
comprehend the enormity of the assassination 
shall we'allow the nation to be assassinat­
ed? I speak in no spirit of nnkindness. 

I leave the events of the future to bo dis­
posed of as they arise, regarding myself as 
the humble instrument of the American peo­
ple. In this., as in all things, justice and 
judgment shall be determined by them. I 
do not harbor bitter or revengeful feelings 
toward any. In general terms 1 would say 
that public morals and public opi nion sho'd 
be established on the sure aud inflexible prin­
ciple of justice. [Applause.] When the 
question of exercising mercy comes before 
-me it will be considered calmly, judicially— 
remembering that T am tbe Exective of the 
nation. I know men love lo have their 
names spoken of in connection with acts of 
mercy; andhpw easy it is to yield to this 
impulse. But we must not forget that what 
may be mercy to the individual is cruel to 
the State. [Applause] Iu the exercise of 
mercy there should be no doubt left that 
this high perogative is not used to relievo a 
few at t h e expanse of the many. Bo assur­
ed- that, I shell never forget that I am n o t t o 
consult .rpy1 own feelings alone, bnt to give 
a n account to the whote people. I Ap-
