The Orders of Geh. Sherman -to Gen. 

Stoneman, to withdraw from Salisbury, and-
join him, will probably open the way for 
Davis to escape to Mexico or Europe, with 
his plunder, wliich is reported to beTery 
large, including not only the'plunder of the 
Bichmond hanks, bnt previous accutnlations. 
A despatch received "by the' Department, 
from Bichmond, says.- "It is stated here, by 
respectable parties, that the amount of spe. 
eie taken South by Jefferson Davis and his 
partisans is very large, including not only 
the plunder tit the Bichmond banks, bat 
previous accumulations." They hope, it is 
said, to make terms with General Sherman, 
or with some other Southern commander, by 
which they will be permitted, with their ef­
fects including this gold and plunder, to go 
to Mexico or Europe. "Johnston's negotia­
tions look to this end. 

After the Cabinet meeting, last night, 
General Grant started for North Carolina, 
to dlreetpperatignB against Johnston's army.

The memorandum or basis of what was 

agreed upon between these two Generals, 
is as follows: 

Memorandum of agreement made this 
eighteenth day of April, 1865, near Dun­
ham's Station, in the State of North Caro­
lina, by and between Generals J . E. John­
ston, commanding the Confederate army, 
and Wm. T . Sherman, commanding the ar­
mies of the United States in North Caroli­
na , both present. 

First—The contending armies now on 
t h e field to maintain their statu quo until 
notice is given by the commanding General 
of either one to its-opponent and a reasona­
ble time, say 48 hours, allowed. 

Second—The confederate armies now in 
existence to be disbanded and conducted 
t o their several State capitals, there to de­
posit their arms and public property in the 
State arsenal, and-each officer and man to 

. execute and file an agreement to cease from 
acts of war and abide the action of both I 
State and federal authority. The number 
of armsand munitiona-ol war to be both-re-
ported to the Chief of Ordnance a t the city 
of Washington, Babject to the future action 
of the Congress of the United States, and in 
t h e meantime to be used solely to maintain 
peace and order within the borders of the 
States^ respectively. 

Thiril—Becognition fcy the Executive of 
t h e United States of several State Govern­
ments-on their officers abd legislature taking 
t h e oath prescribed.by the Constitution of 
t h e United States, and where conflicting 
State governments have resulted from the 
war, the legality of all.Bhall ba-submitted to. 
t h e Supreme Court of the United States. 

F o u r t h s The re-establiahment of all fede­
ra l cottrta-inUie several States with powers 
a s defined by t h e Constitution and laws of 
Congress. •• -

Fifth—The Tjeople-and inhabitants of all 
States to'be guaranteed, so far as the Ex­
ecutive can, their political rights and fran 
cbiee, as well as their rights of person and 
property, as defined by the Constitution of 
t h e United'States and Pt the States raspee-

The resolutions of the general conference' 
changing the general roles of the discipline 
so that slavery shall be fully excluded from 
the church, were concurred in by this con­
ference by a vote of 139 to 0. 

The resolutions of the general conference 
changing the representation in that body 
from the smaller annual conferences from 
two delegates to one delegate from each 
conference, were coneurrediu by a-sote-of 
108 to 8. 

The conference voted tp hold their next 
annual sessios at Fulton, Oswego county. 

The characters of the effective elders of 
Borne and Syracuse districts were passed. 

In the afternoon there was a^ood sermon 
by Bev. L A . Graves, of Salina. . , , 
, In the evening, Bev. J . W-Armstrong, of 

Watertpwn, delivered an eloquent, deeply 
l interesting and spiritual discourse on minis­

terial education. He. showed'with the great­
est simplicity and clearness that symmetry 
of christian character demands not only that 
we "love iJod with all the heart," bn i with 
all the. "mind." But he rejected the idea, 
with energy, that intellectual preparation cap 
take the place ol spirituality. 

FOURTH DAY. 

The characters of the first class bf deacons 

makes-men too careful of influential sinners; 
wo do not want to bo too rigid with them, 
lest they be scared away from the gospel; so 
i t is toned ,down to suit their case. This 
wisdom is not from above, bnt from beneath. 
Now, we must not relax our-effbrte to save 
the rich; but thigospel'says, go preach to 
every creature—everything that is human. 
Some say to our church, very patronizingly, 
"You are doing a good work for the poor." 
So we are; but we can take .care of the rich 
also. 7 

The other error is, an impression that 
many have that the rich are not to be look­
ed after at all. They somehow feel that the 
rich" ought to be damned. This error ia just 
as bad as the'other. The gospel comes to 
thepoor,to the lowest, the most vile,and 
says, "Let me introduce you to the Lord of 
Hosts. Here you have o brother, who waits 
to oestow wealth npon ybu bevbnd all arith­
metic. You shall have a crown, and inherit 
all'things." To-the-rieh it says, "Eeligion 
fegood'enongh foi you.Sir. Yon also must 
repent Or you. will certainly perish, and that 
is ail there is of it. If you repent as sin­
cerely and believe as truly as the poor beg­
gar, you, can wear a crown us rich." 

' Bat let us see how these errors "were re­
buked in the events we are nbont to relate, 
and of which the text forms a part. 

In the great procession we have mention­
ed, when rae shouts were growing louder, 
and the pepple-'wei^ throwing breaches of 
palm trees and their own garments in the 
way, us was the custom in the processions 
of 'kings, f here came up Buddemy upon the 
multitude a wail of sadness. Their attention 
was attracted. There were1{twb'haggard 
hands-uplifted, and two sightless eyeballs 
turned toward the people, and a cry, "Jesus, 
fliou son of David, have mercy on me." 
Amd Jesus said, "Berjeive thy sight; thy 
faith hathsaved thee." So hehadTesfitored 
to him the light of heaven, and was himself 
restored to society. The news of this event 
traveled faster than the crowd. The courier 
arrived at Jericho, and told the story there; 
how Jesus would stop and cure blind Bar 
timeus, and how the once blind man leaped 
and.Bhouted at his salvation. Passing along 
ho meets an old collector of customs, or tax 
gatherer, Zaceheus by name, who had got 

rich in his business He had consented to 
take office under the Homans, although the 
Jews thought the Bomans were dogs, and 
ought to be damned; and this publican—so 
called as the worst name that could be ap­
plied to ihim—was the servant of. dogs. 
Probably he was not used to the voice of 
kindness from his people; but he had beard 
of the cure of Bartimens, and it touched 
him. As he was small ol stature, he got up 
into a tree, before Jesus reached the place. 
The crowd comes; he sits and watches; sud­
denly a stranger looks up and calls his name 
—"Zaceheus, make haste and come down, 
for lb-Hay I mrotffine.. with ™n7^, Tho c8^*

instantly meltelhis wicked heart; his covet-

So be let the daylight 
into the hearts of the crowd—they began to 
feel their owe sins. So one man ran; then 
another; and another .quietly withdrew, and 
another, until all had left but the woman. 
To her he turns and says, "Go and try to be 
somebody in the.world now^-go, and sin no 
more." Thisistho spirit of the gospel. 0 
for a baptism of this spirit! The chorch 
needs it; and let us look'-for it now, just as 
we near the end of this terrible rebellion, 
that the spirit of salvation may go over the 
whole land.
