In reply to inquiries, it has been more 
than once stotedi.in these colmnns that we 
had seerrno atteWpts at growing Cranberries 
npon dry soil which would warrant its prac-
tlce npon the lai'ge scale.—That Oranber-
nes will grots', and sometimes bear fairly tn 
ordinary garden spiUwe haraaojanbt, and 
while we would say nothing to deter those 
from making trie experiment who have space 
and means, TO have considered.it a doty to 
oar readers to caution them against those 
interested parties who would advise them 
to plant by the acre, as a profitable invest­
ment. That some variety of the Cranberry 
may be so far changed from its ordinary 
character as to Trait with certainty in a dry 
soil, wo hope, and even believe may be 
done, but thus far, we have not seen this de­
sired result. One of the most favorable ac­
counts of the garden culture of the Cranber­
ry is given by Mr. B. H. Stevens, of Mid­
dlesex Co., Conn. Some years ago he 
planted opt 10 square rods of cranberries in 
his garden, where the soil was rather moist, 
bat still snch as would grow corn and pota­
toes. The bed gave a return of one bushel 
of fruit the second season, which increased 
each •yeafbntil the crop amounted to four 
teen bushels. The only failure was- last 
season, when the drouth reduced the crop to 
one bushel. Mr. Stephens has experiment­
ed with many different varieties, and has 
promised an account of his results, which we 
shall 'be glad to receive. Those who wish 
to mike the experiment, should procure 
vines from the drier part of bogs, or those 
which have become somewhat acclimated 
by cultivation m dry localities. The plants 
should be set in a moist place, .about a foot 
apart each way, and kept carefully weeded 
until they take complete possession of the 
ground. 

How to Plow Com ffironnfl. „» , 

We commend our readers to a practice 
which we Have followed with great Satisfafr 
tion in plowing corn ground, whether it was 
sod or stubbjjejiani.ely: by what is called 
"back îrrfowinr»."rT-commencing in theiffiid-
dle ofthe field, turning the furrows inward, 
thus-plowirJg the entire field "geeing round." 
Find fjie middle of the field with a measur­
ing poIe'ortape"arJd;set a stake; Then turn 
a ridge oJEitVS'fenjiwsi in astraight line from 
each corner of tho field to the stake. These 
ridgeaMll/eijaole a plowman to do KB ^brk 
weirSMfle wfhing points;. The a3vantar 
ues of plowing in tbirj-manner are, there will 
be mj d6ad/.fu,rrqws in the field. A row"of, 
corn, if planted in a dead furrow will not 
amonuT;tr> %iuch except for fodder".

Whin, a rMd is plowed by going around the 
outside and finishing in the middle, the en­
tire teatn, whether double or Bingle, always 
turns oq the unplowed ground, and it is 
easier for the plowman to turn out add set 
in his plojf at, the corners,, thah. wh.9h he 
turns tOT îurrow- outward. By plowing in. 
this way, the sarfape will be keplpv^I, affd 
the work performed in a more workmanlike 
manner. In order, to have every Bide of the 
field finish alike, measure each side from the 
plowed ground to the outside of the field 
evejg"day. Then the furrows may be Varied 
in width, or omitted on one side, • while the 
plowed'spot is small. Aim always to keep 
the fHijpti slices of a uniform fcidtu.
