W e felt then and have felt since that 
nothing less than a position of unequivocal 
and undoubted loyalty could harmonize 
with our religion, or meet the demands of 
our people upon us . 

I t is with a spirit of meekness and with 
a g ra t i t ude to God that for these four years 
of fiery trial to which onr JGovernment has 
been subjected, our record is such as may be 
contemplated with satisfaction, and snch as 
our children may hereafter read without 
blushing. 

D a r i n g these years events of soul-thrilling 
interest and unparalelled moment have trans­
pired, events which in nnmber°and vastness 
were never before crowded into any quad­
rennial in the world's history. 

T h e theory of a free and popular govern­
ment has been bronght t o a trial which 
caused its friends a t first to tremble for its 
safety, but it has come forth from the triul 
like a giant refreshed with new wine, bear­
ing itself with a majesty t ha t must herealter 
impress political theorists with an idea of its 
permaneoce and power, and demand from 
them t h e tr ibute of their admiration.

Perhaps one reason why farmers' gardens 
are neglected, is this; they think they must 
be laid off into formal b e d i or departments , 
and kept np with a great deal of system and 
care. They imagine they require much skill 
in sowing a n d planting, in weeding and 
training. N o w , of coarse, much time may 
be spentsin t h e garden, i f ^ n e ' s taste and 
desires so incline him, bul this is not neces­
sary for raising a large quan t i ty of good veg­
etables.. P lowing it needs of course, deep 
plowing^ ond thep harrowing. All this can 
bo done in t h e spring, when the team and 
hands are do ing tho same kind of »w'ork in 
the field. A s for plant ing: a part of this 
c a n be done before similar work will begin 
on the farm.' F o r example: t ake the driest 
end oi the garden and p lan t it with early 
pens, and oarly potatoes. In some warm 
corner prepare a bed for a little let tuce. 
This is the first job, and it can all be done 
up in some odd half-day early in April. Af­
ter tho farm work has proceeded a few days 
give the garden an hour, to pnt in some-ear? 
Fy sweet corn and potatoes. Plant in drills 
about 3 feet apar t . Tho farm work may 
now Wke ano ther jog of a week or there­
abouts, when the garden will need a day's 
work, to finish np tho major part "of the 
planting. M a r k off the land in drills about 
three and a half feet apar t , and plant more 
Corn and pota toes . P u t in a second crop of 
peas. A few beds will be needed for beets 
onions'and snch roots. Arrango these to( 

occupy the width of about two drills, so 

tha t the cultivator, as i t goes among the 
roes 6f corn and potatoes, may pass along, ijurity of the Pres idents chosen from tlio 
the allios of t h e s i beds.

equivocal a s to leave honest men in doubt 
as to an adherence to the government, in 
times like these, are an offence unto God 
and not consistent with genuine patriotism 
or pure Christianity. 

6th. Tha t it is t he sense of th i s Confer­
ence that all words in favor of o r in sympa­
thy with slavery, or with rebellion, its infa­
mous progeny, by whomsoever spoken, aro 
"unchristian words," and so far a s they have 
auy influence, go to strengihen t b e hands of 
traitors, to nerve t he arm of t h o assassin. 
and to embarrass t he government in it»,ef-
forts to suppress t h e stupendous rebellion 
instigated tiy slaveholders. 

7th. Tha t tho passage by Congress of the 
constitutional amendment by. which slavery
