Whereas, by my proclamation of the 2f>th 
instant, Thursday, the 25th day of next 
month, was recommended as a day for spe­
cial humiliation and prayer in consequence 
of the assassination of Abraham Lincoln, 
late President of the United States, bnt 
whereas my attention has been called to the 
fact that the day aforesaid is sacred to large 
numbers of Christians as one of rejoicing for 
the ascension of the Savior; now, therefore, 
be it known that 1, Andrew Johnson, Pres­
ident of the L'uited States, do hereby sug­
gest that the religions services recommend­
ed as.oforesaid should be postpomed nnlil 
Thursday, the first day of Jnne next. 

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set 
my hand and caused the seal of the United 
States to be affixed. 

Done a t the city of Washington, this 29th 
day of April in the year of our Lord 1865 
and of the independence of the United

A N IMPOKTAST,I>ECI8IOX.—Attorney Gen. 
Kpeed has made an important decision on 
the terms of the capitulation of Lee. In 
reply to a- letter of the Secretary of War, 
Temarkimr the points, h e decides : 
, Firs t , That the Rebel officers who surren­
dered to Gen. Grant have no homes in loyal 
States and have no right to come to places 
where their homes were in thevloyal States 
prior to the Rebellion. 

Second, That persons in the Civil service 
of the Eebellion or who have otherwise giv­
en it support, comfort and aid, and wore 
resdenu of Rebel territory, have no right to 
return to Washington, under tha t stipula­
tion. 

Third, That Rebel officers have no right 
to wear their uniform in any of the loyal 
States. 

The Attorney General adds : That such 
officers, having done wrong in coming into 
the loyal States,.are bnt adding insult to in­
jury, in wearing their uniform, that they have 
as much right to bear their traitorous flag 
through the streets of a loyal city, as to wear 
theif-tfaitorons garb.nnd that the stipula­
tion of-the surrender permits no such thing, 
and tha t the wearing of their uniform-is--an 
jltet of hdetility to the government.

The only remaining rebel armies now" in 
the field (if indeed, even they have any long­
er an existence,) are those under Kirby 
Smith and Dick Taylor—the former in the 
Trans-Mississippi Department, and the lat­
ter a scattered command recently uperating 
in Alabama and Mississippi. Both, even if 
they still survive at the present time, will 
no doubt soou bo completely disbandod. 
A New Orleans report states that Dick 
Taylor signified his willingness to surrender 
to General Canby some days ogo. 

Herald Washington special says : Gen. 
Grant has returned in most excellent spirits. 
H e expresses much gratification at the 
prompt execution of the orders of the gov­
ernment in reference to t he agreement be-
Gen Sherman aud Joe Johnston. 

Gen Sherman met the Lieut-Gen 20 miles 
from the front- . H e received the odor of 
disapproval with most commeudable good 
grace. There was no hesitation, no murmur­
ing, nor any expression of dissatisfaction. a t 
the disapproval of the terms entered into be­
tween him and the rebi'l,General ; but with 
out any dely or argument m defense of the 
course previously'pursued. Gen Sherman and 
his Generals with true soldierly spirit set to 
work with alacrity to carry out the views of 
the government, comniuuieatc-d by General 
Grant. Withiu five miuutes a despatch was 
sent to Johnston, terminating the armistice. 
Upon the receipt of the notification by the 
rebel pickets, orders were given for our 
troops in the rear to move up to the frbht-
In a few hours General Frank Blair, with bis 
corps, was in motion. 

Gen Sherman had informed. Johnston that 
tbe government would not sanction the 
terms proposed, and that he should immedi-
atly resume hostilities. 

Upon receipt of this notice, JobnsUm sent 
bock a flag of tmce, asking an interview, 
with Sherman to arrange other terms of 
surrender, which were promptly made, upon 
the basis of the tonus <riven to Gen. Lee. -

The 
following notice of his death appears in the 
Boston Univcrsalist ol the 29th iast.; 

llev. Francis K- Hicks, pastor of the Sec­
ond T*iii-. vMtist Society in thm city, died at 
my house this morning at half past four-
o'clock, in the thirty-fourth year of bis age. 
Br. Hicks removed to this place from Pots­
dam. X. Y., and commenced his labors with 
the Second Society on the first Sunday of 
July last. During that brief period he has 
formed a wide circle of acquaintance; has 
warmly attached to himself nnraerous per­
sonal friends, and secured the confidence 
and co-operation of the Society. So far as 
I can jndge, he was doing a good work in 
this place.. Tbe nodiences have gradually 
increaseo since his settlement; the Sabbath 
School has much improved, both in atten­
dance and interest; as.a part of the School, 
he bad organized, a Bible Class, to which he 
gave his personal - attention as a teacher; 
and on the first Sunday in this month he 
commenced a movement for the re-organi­
zation of the Chnrch connected with that 
Society: 

It is not yet quite three months Bioce Br. 
Hicks was united in marriage with Mis3 
Josephine A., eldest daughter o( Br. A. B. 
Young, who is suddenly left to mourn this 
mysterious dispensation of Providence. A 
little daughter of Br. H. by a former mar-
rirge is thus early in life bereft of both fath­
er and mother. May the rich consolations 
of Divine love sustain every heart that has 
been bereaved by this removal of ooe so 
widely and tenderly..beloved, arid especially 
may the widow and orphan find in the Gos­
pel of Christ snch assurances of Divine care,' 
guidance and protection, as will enable them 
to soy, even in the depth of their affliction. 
"Thy will be done." 

Since laBt September Br. Hicks ho3 board-
with my family, and we had become warmly-
attached to him, and his wife and child. 
But I cannot at present write a sketch of 
his life. I have not the requisite material, 
nor am I in any condition for snch a work 
to-day. I have not been able to learn even 
the name of the disease of which be died. 
He was attacked on Tuesday morniog. the 
11th inst., with an eruption resembling 
somewhat a violent erysipelas, extending 
over the wfiole body. At various stages it 
assumed the appearance of "Roseola," 
"Brytbma," and • Ecyema," attended with 
high fever and frequent delirium. His phy­
sician did not seem to npprehend any seri­
ous results till about the eight or ninth day 
after the attack, when the fever was succeed­
ed by very great prostration. Last Thurs­
day we had abandoned all hope of his re­
covery. Friday brought no ijnprpvement, 
and we thought he could hot live,' through 
the night, Saturday morning, from five to 
six o'clock, we thought he Was dying; but 
be rallied, and seemed so much better that 
we almost dared to hope that he might re­
cover,,.. Daring the day he was more ration 
al, and gave directions for his fnneral. Bnt 
as the night approached he appeared rest­
less and nervous. Towards morning be be­
came more qniet, and at half past fonr 
o'clock he passed away without a struggle 
or n sigh, from terrible sogerlng borne with 
patience, fortitude and resignation, eminent­
ly worthy of the faith ho cherished.

Doherty, one of this 
detachment being< Boston .Corbett. Tho 
whole party were put in charge of Liont. L. 
B. Baker and Lieut-Colonel E. J . Conger. 
They were instructed to go immediately to 
Port Royal. At daylight on Monday they 
brought np below Port Royal some miles. 
They returned, finding no trace of the crim­
inals till they got to Port Royal ferry. Lieut. 
Baker rode up, found the terryman and made 
inquiries. The ferryman stoutly denied hav­
ing seen any such persons as those describ­
ed. Iient. Baker throttled him and threat­
ened him, yet he denied any knowledge of 
the persons sought. By the side of the fer­
ryman a negro was sitting. Lieut. Baker 
presented a likeness Of Booth and Harrold. 
The negro upon looking at these exclaimed, 
;'Why, raassa, them's the gentlemen we 
brought across the river yesterday." The 
ferryman then admitted that he had brought 
Booth and Harrold over the river. 

T i n t ASSASSISS FOCSD. 

A t Port Royal they took the Bowling 
Green road and passed the farm house of 
the Garretts, which, being about a quarter 
of a mile from the road, they passed, and 
rode on several miles. This was about 3 
o'clock A. s(. They met another colored Vir­
ginian, however, and from him learned that 
a party such as was inquired for was brought 
and left a t Mrs. Garrett 's two days before, 
by two rebel officers. The party then-Wheel­
ed and returned to Garrett 's house. Ltea t 
Baker demanded admittance and the sur­
render of Booth. The senior Garre t t denied 
ail knowledge ol Booth, but seeing Baker 
manipulate Tjis revolver, bethought him of 
two confederate soldiers who had been stop­
ping a t his house, one of whom w a s wound­
ed. H e protested he knew nothing of their 
names. H e said they had been apprised 
that the Union cavalry was about and had 
left the house, demanding bis horses, saying 
they must get away; ba t he (Garrett) stout­
ly refused to let bis horses go, fearing he 
should never get them again. So Booth and 
Harrold fled to the barn, and h e sent the 
younger Garrett to watch the barn to see 
that they did not steal the horses, and that 
he was at that moment hiding in tbe corn-
house, adjoining the barn. This was found 
to be as stated. 

TITK r-ARI.EY WITTI BOOTH—HARROLD SBtTBED. 

This was about 2 A. M. on Wednesday. 
Proceeding to the barn, Lieut. Baker was 
sent, forward, and called upon Booth to come 
out, give np his arms and surrender, and that 
young Garrett would come into the barri'to 
receive his aims. Upon his entering the 
barn. Booth said to the yonng man, "Get 
out of here, yon have betrayed me." 

Under tbe direction of Col. Conger, a col­
loquy then took place between l ient . Baker 
and Booth,, of jghich the following is the 
substance; 

ed his last, ho prayed to bo Shot through 
thuhsort^.ruiiAl^s^d_hj8_jnJsejry. " ' -
sufferings u p p e w l to bo intense. u= 
seoinod conscious of the near npnronohol 
death, but died as frivolously and hardened 
as he bud lived. 

His body was fully identified by his ini­
tials on his hand in India ink, his memoran­
dum books and other papers, and by the 
personal recognition, before and after death, 
of thedetectivo officers who know him. Ho 
had bis mustache shaved off. aud hod a uni­
form beard of four or five days.= In hisleath-
er belt which ho wore was tho "Sic Semper 
Tyrnnnis" dirk, he so tragically brandished 
upon the stage, with dotted blood dried up-
ou Jibe blade. This knife, his carbino and 
two revolvers, which ho also had upon his 
person—holding one in his left hand at the 
time of being shot, and while aiming his 
carbine—were all bronght to Washington. 
He wore a gray woolon shirt; had on dark 
cassimere pants; one cavalry, or theater, top 
boot, which "drew up above the knee, but 
was turned down when captured. On the 
other foot he bad an old shoe. His leg was 
broken. 

Wo guvo him brandy, says Sergeant Cor-
bett. and four men went in search of o doc­
tor, whom we lonnd four mites from the 
scene of the occurrence; but when the doc­
tor arrived. Booth was tlyiug. He did not 
talk much, after receiving his wound. When 
asked if be had anythiug to say, ha replied, 
"1 die for my country," and asked those 
standing.by to tell bis mother so. He did 
not deny his crime. 

When it wos ascertained that ho was 
dead, the body was conveyed to tho Navy 
Yard at Washington. Alter it was deposi­
ted there it was identified by Dr. May, who 
had on one occasion cut a tumor from 
Booth's nock, and recognized the soar thus 
made. It was also identified by some thirty 
others, who were familiar with Booth during 
his time. The body was somewhat bruised 
on the back and shoulders by the rido in the 
cart from Garrett's farm to Belle Plain, but 
the features were intact and perfectly recog­
nizable. Alter the identification by order 
of the Wor Department, tho body was pri­
vately interred in the clothing which was 
upon it at the time Booth was shot. 

UARKOl.n. AND Wn.VT 11K BAVS. 

Harrold was a resident of Washington 
J city, und a^ou of ibo late A . ,G. Harrold,a 

well-known citizen of the Sixth ward, Wash­
ington city, and for many years the principal 
clerk in the Naval Store, Washington. 
Harrold, tho assassin, was educated a t Char­
lotte Hall, St. Mary's county, Md., and was 
well acquainted with tbe topography of that 
district. l i e has long been known as an 
idle,dissipated young man, leading a fast 
life on invisible means of support. For a 
couple of mouths previous to tbe murder he 
had been very intimate with Booth. Har­
rold is only twenty-three years oTage. Sec­
retary Stanton lately offered a reward of 
twenty-five thousand dollars for his arrest. 
H e is pronouueed a mean, cowardly boy. 
H e says ho wishes Wilkes Booth had been 
dead before he had ever seen him, and then 
remaked, with silly tone and action, " He-al-
ways liked Mr. Lincoln, and was very fond 
of his jokes." 

Harrold has been brought to Washington 
and confined as are other prisoners. H e 
says tha t Booth's leg was injured by bis 
spur catching in the flag festooning the 
President 's bos , and tripping in his leap 
upon the stage. H e suffered excrntiating 
pain from this wound, the splintered end of 
the bone piercing the flesh. Harrold says

L i e n t Baker—We did. not come here t o 
fight, but t o take yon prisoner. You most 
give np your arms and surrender. 

Booth—Let me have time to consider. 
A conversation in the barn between Har­

rold and Booth then took place, which was 
not overheard by the party outside. In fif­
teen or twenty minutes Booth colled ont, 
" W h o are yon ? I could have picked off-
half a dozen of your men while we were 
talking. I coald have shot yon two or three 
times, but I don't want to kill anybody." 

Lient. Baker—Then give u p your' arms 
and surrender? W e have come here to take 
yon. 

Boo th^L-wi l l never surrender, I will 
never be t aken alive. 

Lieut. Baker—IF you don ' t do so immedi­
ately we wili set fire to the b a m . 

Booth—Well, my brave boys, prepare a 
stretcher for me.

Harrold then came to tbe door and asked 
to be let out.

Booth—He has no arms. They are all 
mine. Upon my word as a gentleman, be 
bos no arms.

Buota.had a thin 
ed np in the barn. When the party aWted 
to return with the body, Harrold refused to 
walk- A rope was fastened to his neck and 
the other end to the saddle of one of t he 
cavalryman. As soon as a horse could be 
procured he was mounted. Harrold joined 
Booth jus t after the assassination, and, it is 
believed, bronght the horse into the alley.
