THE DEATH OF THE PEESLDEBT. 

SERMON BY U S I ' . H U V U r U E I X O I V S , 

DELlVBBBb' " i i ALi. 'SOIitS. ' . CUfRCII, NTTW 
V'Jilli. ON KMflPIl HORM.Vii. 

'1'be following is a full report of the dis­
course on tho occasiun of the Preaideot.'g 
death, given in AH Soula' Cboreh on Easter 
morning, bj \\ev-. Dr. litflowu. 

"Sorrow hath filled your heart. Norer 
theloss 1 tell yoa the tnitli. It is expedient 
for you that 1 go awuy, fur if I go not away, 
the Comforter will not com-j unto you; but 
if 1 depart^! will s.-ii'l limi unto you "—St 
John ivi.. 7. _ 

So Jesus, ill viciv of lis uwn ajipruaclimg 
death, comforted his disciples '. Jfowasto 
leave thetn, robbed by viuleoco of tlieir ae-
customed leader; he wliuui they had bo-
lieved 3hould redeem Uraol snatched wick­
edly aud ignomjniously from tlteir side; all 
their hopes of prosperity and power in thjs 
world uterly destroyed. He was to leave 
them a dismayed aod broken hearted band, 
terror-stricken aDd scattered abroad, the 
enemies of their beloved Lord triumphant 
over Him: Hia word-H and teachings as yet 
involved in obscurity and mystery; their 
souls nuirrown in lita likeness: Ibe nature ol 
their Master's errand in this world not yet 
understood—nay, uiignnderstuod almost as 
sadly l>y his disciples as by lh.e Jews who 
murdered him. Knowine. as our Savionr 
did, just how thoy woro to be affected liy 
his death, how {utterly appulled and bewil­
dered, he still'tells them, "It is exDedieut 
for you that I go away, fur if I go not away 
tiie Uomfortcr [wlio should abide with them 
forever] will uot come-nato- yon; but if 1 
depart 1 will send bim unto you." 

We understand uow, looking book nine­
teen centuries, howXrulyJeanlrsp'akB. ' AVe 
see that without that death there could not 
have been that resurrection from the dead; 
that JESUS Christ was revoaled to his disei-
ples as a spiritual pnih'co and deliverer, as 
Lord over the grave and king of saints im­
mortal, in the defeat of all ambitions having 
their seat in this world; that be died tu 
prove that death was not the end of being, 
nut the real beginning of a true life; rose 
again to show that, it It was "appointed on­
to all men once to die," it was not because 
Intp and matter were stropger than spirit, or 
bectmso death was inevitable, bnt simply 
because thus man broko out of fleshly gar­
ments into ""a highor mode of existence. 
W»«eB*no».tuatvHe-»Hiialiy- left' hirdisols 
plos, and ascended into heaven, to show 
them that absence in tho flesh is often on­
ly a greater nearness of llio spirit—that His 
power to enlighten, guide, animate and bloss 
them—yes, to comfort and cheer them was 
greater a s an unseea Saviour, sitting-at the 
right hand otUod, than us a present inuar. 
hnlie martyrTTn whoso bosom John could' 
lio, and into whoso sido und Into the prints 
Qf whose bauds Thomas conld thrast his 
doubting lingore. And what i l e promised 
Ho fully performed I Tho cruoBxion which 
darkened the heavens with its gloom, gave 
way tb lira Resurrection, which- not only 
bro|ii' Christ's own tomb and the. tombs bf 
many saints, but 6low the Angel of Death 
himself, leaving htm only tho mock dignity 
of a name without reality; which let Into tho 
apostloa' minds, and tbroogb thom into tho 
world, their first conception of tho qttor 
spirituality of Christ's kingdom; converted 
thorn from Jotvs ftoto" Christians indeod, be­
gan tho now om'.nntlfrom ordinary fisher­
men created those glorious, sublimo apos­
tles whoso teachings, oliaraoter, deeds and

And has it not indeed been so? Tho

ilioucbts! For tongues that spake only the 
dialects of their local experience, it gives 
them tongues of Dro, burning with an elo­
quence intelligible in all lauds and all ages. 

And what bnt a Holy Spirit, a descend­
ing Saviour, taking of the things of Uod and 
xhowing tbem unto men, has been the 
strength and salvation of human hearts from 
that hoar to this ? How bos the Master's 
influence grown, bow mighty bis consola­
tions, bow Irresistible the inspirations of bis 
grate and troth! Buried in catacombs, ovei-
whelmed with the wrath of mighty kings 
and .princes, resisted and withstood by all 
the pride of philosophers and sages protest­
ed by the vulgar senses and denied by the 
coarse appetites bf man—the holy faith, 
planted in Christ's broken tomb, has with­
stood the rigors of every climate, outlived 
tbe swords and axes that have turned their 
edge against it, the hoofs of borees and the 
iron heels of mailed hosts that have" tram­
pled it in the dost, been nourished by tbe' 
blood of the martyrs that died for its glory 
aud defence, and hasoverruo the Very cities 
that slew its apostles, crossed oceans nn-
knowu totho empires that defied or despis­
ed 'it, become the glory and hope of a civili­
zation, known onlyby its name! The Com­
forter'indeed ! What visible bodily master 
could visit every day the millions of homes 
that tbe ascended Christ now takes in the 
daily circoit of His divine walk? And 
what Hp3 conld articulate th? unspeakable 
wisdom be distils into lowly hearts that feel, 
but can never -tell, the joy and tru3t and 
truth beimparts? Ah! the beat part of the 
gospel is that word which comes and abides 

with the believing soul—that tender experi­
ence ot a lite bidiien witn Const in God, 
which it is no more given to reveal in lan­
guage, than it is to describe the things 
whieb God hath prepared for tbem that love 
bim ! Yes I on tht3 holy Easter morning! 
when the mild spring air is full of God's 
quickening love, and the breeze goes whis­
pering in the ear of every dry root and quiv­
ering stalk, tbe promise of a new life, a glo­
rious resurrectioo-, is there nofa winged but 
viewless Comforter, noiselessly fluttering in 
at tbo windows of all Christian homes, aod 
gently stirring-in the hearts that have inher­
ited their father's faith, the blessed assur­
ance of God's eternal love; of the soul's 
superiority to time and sense, to death and 
hell, of the supporting presence Of a Sav­
iour's love and core, with all the pageant 
invitations, encouragements and comforts 
that breathe from the Gospels, • vital with 
tbe-BpiritantHtrerthe-deatli and nsurrectiort 
of hidr whose history they record ? Can we 
read the now New Testament to-day and 
reeT't6atjris~"ottiy~cBrnuTOn^riat we~pe-
rase? Are Ghrist'8- living words only re­
membered phrases r or do we seem to hear 
tbem spoken from Heaven by Him who is

Perhaps there is uo one element in the 
character of President Johnson more popu­
lar or more admired by t he people than his 
recognition of talent ia those who have risen 
from among the people.

Mr. P . B . Carpenter, the artist w h o poin­
ted the picture-' of " T h e Signing of the 
Emancipation Proclamation," contributes to 
this week's Independent his , fPersona.l Im­
pressions ol Mr. Lincoln," embodying some 
interesting reminiscences which w e copy 
below:— i 

Mil. LINCOLN'S..SADNHSS. 

It has been the business of my life, as 
you know, to study t he human face, and I 
say, as I have said repeatedly to friends, 
Mr. Lincoln had the saddest face I ever 
painted I Daring some of the dark days of 
last spring and summer I saw him a t times 
when his careworn, t roubled appearance was 
enough to bring tears of sympathy into the 
eyes of his most violent enemies. I recall 
particularly one day, when, having occasion 
to pass through the main hall of the domestic 
apartments, 1 found h im all alone, pacing 
up and down a narrow passage, h i s hands 
behind him, his -head bent forward- upon 
histbreaet, heavy biack rings uuder his eyes, 
showing sleepless nights—altogether:such a 
picture of the effects of weighty cares and 
responsibilities as I never hud seen . And 
yet lie always bad a- k ind word a n d almost 
always a genial smile, and it was his way 
frequently to relieve himself at such times 
by some harmless pleasantry. I recollect 
an incident told me by one of t h e most 
radical members of t he last Congress. I t 
was during tbe darkest days of 1B64. H e 
called upon the President early o n e morn­
ing, just after nows of a disaster. I t was u 
time of groat anxiety if not despondency. 
Mr. Lincoln commenced telling some tri­
fling incident—which t b e Congressman wus 
in no mood to hear. H e rose to bis feet, 
and said, "Mr . President , I did no t come 
bere this morning, to 
serious a time.' 

appeared from Mr. Lincoln's face, wbo ex­
claimed, " A , sit down ! 1 respect you a s 
an earnest, sincere m m . You cannot be 
more anxious than I a m constantly, and I 
say to you now, that were it not for this oc-
casi onal vent I should d ie!" 

HIS SYMPATHY. 

A large number of those whom he saw 
every day came with appeals to his feelings 
in reference to relatives and friends in con­
finement and under sentence of death. It 
was a constant marvel to me that, with all 
other cares and duties, ho could give so 
much time and be so patient with this mul­
titude. 

1 have known him to sit fur hours patient­
ly listening to details of domestic troubles 
from pour people—much of which, of course, 
irrelevant—carefully sifting tbe facts and 
manifesting as mach anxiety to do exactly 
right as in matters of the grayest interest. 
Poorly clad people were more likely to get 
a good heariug-than those who came in silks 
and velvets. No one was turned away from 
his door because of poverty. If he erred, it 
was sure to be on tho side of mercy. It 
was one of bis most painful tasks to confirm 
a sentence of death. 1 recollect the case of 
a somewbat nuted rebel prisoner, who had 
been condemned to death I believe as a spy. 
A stroug application bad been made to 
liuve his sentence commuted.—While thio

The Bichmond Slave Mart. 

One of the chief features of Richmond 
was her slave marts, which were very exten­
sive, for as a breeder of slaves Virginia was 
first ir) the Union. The auction rooms are 
near the Ballard House, a few doors below 
and adjoining several livery stables. Here, 
in large rooms, all kinds of merchandise was 
sold to tho highest bidder. A few rods to 
the north are the slave pens, the priucipal 
one of which is owned by Lampkins. It was 
closed and the gates barred, but a stout rap 
or two by our colored pilot brought an aged 
contraband to tbe gate, and we passed iu. 

The yard was empty and, i&g> place looked 
desolate. A high brick wall, about two 
hundred feet square, enclosed three build­
ings—the jail, the keeper's residence, and a 
residence for the attendants and slaves. 
Two pens, about tweuty-five by fifty, on the 
.first floor, were for the caging. Smull win­
dows, through which a man could not get 
bis band, were ranged along the side, with 
iron burs.but nothing could be seen outside. 
Oue side was for males, the other for females. 
Upon the floor were several large rings, for 
fastening them down to whip them. No beds, 
nothing but hard plank floors were to be 
seen. The stench arising was awful, but it 
was not so bad as Libby. 

" How many had you in hereT' I asked. 
" I dunno; bad it tall, generally." 
" How many had you in last Suudy ?" 
'• Not many ; people been sendin' em to 

Lynchburg. .'Ou Monday, when you uns 
come, we let all out. Lest right smart on 
'urn, too. Got no pay for boardin' ol 
em." 

Iu the second story were cells fur those 
who were unwilling slaves, "and roams for 
those wboso owners wished to let them 
down to cruel masters gently. 

On Opening one of tbem we found an old 
woman about sixty five. "What aro you 
doing hero ?" " Wailing for my new maB#a 
to cum for me I" " Who is he?" " Massa 
Liukun!" " How long have you beeu 
hero ?" •• About four years. I was stolen 
from Alexandria and brought here, and 1 
am gwine lo wait for Massa Linkun. His 
men's here uow I" Tbo keeper said she was 
brought here by a man from Alexandria, 
who paid her board for two years, but who 
had not been beard from since ; thatshe.hud 
got a little crozy, and had for tbo'-fast yeur 
or two been coutmually talking about Mr 
Liuculn coming ; that she was tidy and quiet 
nut be did not know what to do with her : 
that she would not go away, although he 
had frequently urged her to do so. 

As wa left Curleton took out the huge 
iron key that had BO often turned with a 
harsh click the lock upon the poor unfortu-
tales'who were for the time at the fneroy 
of degenerate "white trash."

Andy Johnson's "Spunk." 

When we were at Nashville, seven years 
ago. anecdotes of the coolness and courage 
of Gov. Johnson wero among the current 
coin of conversation. One gentleman, a po­
litical opponent of the Governor, an eye wit­
ness of the occurrence, told us that a placard 
was posted in tho town, one morning, an­
nouncing in the well known language of 
Tennessee, that Andy Johnson was to be 
shot "on sight." Friends of the Governor 
assembled at his house to escort him to the 
State House. "Xo," said he, "gentlemen if 
I am to be shot at, I want no man to be in 
tho way of the bullet.'' He walked alone, 
and with unusual deliberation, through the 
streets to his official apartments on Capitol 
Hill. Another eye witness related a similar 
story. He was announced to speak on one 
of the exciting questions of the day; and 
loud threats were that, if he dared to appear 
be should not leave the h'all alive. At the 
appointed hour, he ascended on the platform, 
and, advancing to the desk, laid his pistol 
upon it. He then addressed the audience, in 
terms as near like the following as our in­
formant could recollect. "Fellow citizens, '.t 
is proper when freemen assemble for the dis­
cussion cf important public interests, that ev­
erything should be done decently and in or­
der. I have been informed that part of the 
business to be transacted on the present oc­
casion is the assassination of tbe individual 
who now has the honor of addressing you.— 
I beg respectfully to proposo that this be the 
first business in order. Therefore, if any man 
has come here to night for the purpose in­
dicated, I do not sny to Jiim, let hint speak, 
but let him shoot." Here he puhsed with 
his right band on his pistol, and the other 
holding open his coat, while with his'oyeshe 
blandly surveyed the assembly. After a 
pause of hulf a minute, he resumed. "Gen­
tlemen, it appears that 1 have been misin­
formed. I will pow proceed to oddress you 
on the subject that has called us together." 
Which he did with all his accustomed bold­
ness and vivacity, not sparing his adversaries 
but giving them plenty of pure Tennessee. 
Tailor as he was, ho was no snob Soon af­
ter he was inaugurated Governor of Tennes­
see, a high official of tbe State, who had 
been bred a blacksmith, presented him with 
an elegant set of fire irons, made with his 
own hands. "J will give him n return in 
kind," remarked the Governor. He bought 
some of the finest black cloth that Nashville 
conld furnish, procured a sot of trtllors*. in-
plements, got the Judge's raeasnre from his 
tailor, and made a complete suit of clothes, 
taklhg every stitch himself, and presented 
them to his friends. The wbrk.'we are told, 
jyjis alljlone in the Governor's room in the 
StaWHdrise. The happy wearer of the gar­
ments pronounced them a perfeot BIT, and 
when we heard the story, in 1858, bs-.-had 
them still.

A 
poor woman from Philadelphia had beeu 
waiting, with a baby in her arms, for three 
days to see tbe President. Her husband 
had furnished a substitute for the nvmy, but « 
some time afterwards was one'day"made in­
toxicated dy some companions': and in this 
state induced to enlist. Soon after he reach­
ed the army he deserted, thinking thut, as 
ho had provided a substitute, the govern­
ment was not entitled to his service. Re­
turning borne be was. of course, arrested, 
tried and convicted, and sentenced to be 
shot.

Late in the after­
noon of the third day, the President was 
going through the back passage to his pri­
vate rooms, to get a cop of tea or take some 
rest." (This passage way has lately been con­
structed and shuts the person passing en­
tirely out of view of the occupants of the 
anteroom.) "On his way through he heard a 
little baby cry." 

He instantly wont back to his office and 
rang the bell. "Daniel," said he, "is there 
a woman with a baby in the anteroom ?" I 
said there was, and if he would allow me to 
say it, 1 thought it was a case he should see; 
forjit was a matter of life and death. Said 
he, "Send her to me at once." She went in. 
told her story, and the President pardoned 
lier husband. As the woman came out from 
his presence, her eyes were lifted and her 
lips moved in prayer, tho tears streaming 
down her cheeks. Said Daniel: ' ' I went up 
to her and pulling her shawl said,'madam, 
it was the baby that did it I' " 

Another touching iucident occurred, 1 
believe, the same week. A woman in a faded 
shawl and hood, somewhat advanced, in life, 
at leoath was admitted, in her turn, to the 
President. Her husband and three sons, nil 
she hud in tho world, enlisted. Her bus-
band had been killed, and she had come to 
usk tbe President to release to lu r the oldest 
son. Being satisfied of the truthfulness 
of her story he said, "Certainly, if her prop 
was takon away sho was justly entitled to one 
of her boys." He immediately wrote an 
order for the discharge of the young man. 
The poor woman thanked him very gratefully 
and went awny. On reaching the army she 
found that this son had been in a recent en­
gagement, was wounded, and taken to arr 
hospital. Sho found the hospital, but the 
boy was dead,or died while she was there. 
Tbe Burgeon in charge mado a memorandum 
of the facts upon the" bock of the President's 
order, and almost broken-hearted * tho poor 
woman found her way again into his pres­
ence. He was much affected by her oppear-

nce and-stpry, and said. "1 know what you 
wish ir.o to d i now, and I sin 11 do ft with­
out your asking. 1 shall release to you your 
second son." Upon this he took up his peri 
ond commenced writtdir'the order. While 
he was writing the poor'woman stood by 
his side, the tears running dowTi her face, 
and passed her hand softly over bis* head, 
stroking his rough hair, aB I have seen a 
fond mother do to a son. By the time, he 
bad finished' writing his 'tfwn'Uearf; and eyeB 
were full. He handed her the* paper.. 
"Now,"said he, "you have one anfl-Ione,?/«.
