His gang numbers 120, 
and consists of the most ferocious cut­
throats the State of Tennessee affords, weli 
mounted and armed, plundering alike friend 
and foe. Forrest with 150 men came across 
him, and attempted to capture him. The 
upshot of it was, Forrest was driven four 
miles, with a loss of ten killed and fifteen 
wounded. 

Information was received on Friday l>v a 
flag of truce from Forrest, that proves con­
clusively that it was Club-Foot Ford that 

attacked the puliolliug paily from our regi-
ment, near Germantown, on the 18th' nit., 
passing himsell off for a part of Col. For­
rest's force. Our informant also stated 
that on reachiog the east bank of tbe Cold-
water, Ford caused the prisoners who were

Who can feel the anguish 
that will rend the hearts ol those loved ones, 
when the news shall reach them that in one 
moment over 1,400 SOUIB were hurried into 
eternity, and that omong that number were 
the loved oues that were hastening to—their 
arms? None but those whose hearts have 
been rent by tbe cruelties and inevitable ef­
fects of the war. 

The scene of the disaster beggars descrip­
tion. A flash, a hissing of escaping Bteam, 
loud cries of anguish, and the work was 
done. For a few moments the surface of 
the river was alive with the Irving, dead and 
maimed beings, but the chill waters soon 
an end to their sufferings, and ere help co'd 
reach them hundreds sunk to rise no more. 
All that night and the rest of the next day 
busy hands were engaged in picking op the 
bodies Bint were floating past,1 and render^ 
ing all the assistance within their power to 
the living sufferers. The number saved thus 
far is stated to be 780. The living are car­
ried to the various hospitals in the city, 
where they are kindly cared for by both civ­
il and military authorities.
