I am sure if this man had 
ruled in a period of less facility of printing 
ho would have become mythological i n ' a 
very few years, Iiko J5sop or Pilpay, or one 
of the Seven Wise Masters, by his fables 
and proverbs. Bnt the weight and penetra­
tion of many passages in his ' letters, messa­
ges, and speeehes, hidden now by the very 
closeness of their application to the mo­
ment, are destined hereafter to a wide fame. 
What pregnant definitions; what unerring 
common sense; what foresight;, and, on 
great occasions, what lofty, and more than 
national, what humane tone! His brief 
speech at Gettysburg will not easily be snr-
passsd by words on any recorded occasion 
This, and one other American speech, that 
of John Brown to the court that tried him, 
and a port of Kossuth's speech at Birming­
ham, can only be compared with each other; 
and" with no fourth. 

His occupying the chair of State was a 
triumph of the good sense of mankind, and 
of the public conscience. This midrlle-class 
country had got a middle-class President, at 
last. Yes, in manners^and sympathies, but 
not in powers, forTifs powers were superior. 
This man grew according to the need. His 
mind mastered the problem of tho day; and 
ns the problem'grew, so did his comprehen­
sion of it. Rarely was man so fitted to the 
event. Tn the inidst of fears and jealousies, 
in the Babel of counsels and parties, this 
man wrought incessantly with nil hiB might 
and all his honesty, laboring to fihd what 
the people wanted, and how to obtain that. 
It cannot be said there is any exaggeration 
of his worth. If ever a man was fairly test­
ed, he was. There was no lack of resist-
once, nor of. slander, nor of ridicule. The 
times have allowed no State secrets; the na­
tion-has been in such ferment, such multi­
tudes had to be trusted, that no secret co'd 
be kept. Every door was ajar, and we know 
all that befel. 

Then, what an occasion was the whirlwind 
of the war I Here was place for no holiday 
magistrate, no fair-weather sailor; the new 
pilot was hurried to tho helm in a tornado. 
In four years—four years of batth>j3ny8—his 
ehduraBpe, his fertility of resouroos; his mag­
nanimity, were Borely tried, and newr found 
wanting.

A Bea for Trowsers. 

From- the above caption we would not 
have our lady readers infer that we do not 
believe it proper and graceful for them to 
don pants, as well as coats aqd caps which 
they have been permitted to wear, without 
incurring public contempt. Any attire 
and graceful, which a lady chooses to adopt.-
oho ohonld bo permitted to wear without tho 
unjust ridicule of fashion. Here is the pro­
test of a lady in New York, who states her 
case in the Tribune of a late date. Com­
mon sense wuuld say she is right, but the 
falsely-modest votaries of fashion will per­
haps say her independence was properly 
reprimanded. 

Sir.—Yesterday, while I was quietly pass­
ing down Fulton-street, I was arrested 
by Policeman Patrick McUuire for being, 
as he said, dressed in male attire—comfort­
able pants; all the rest of the clothing— 
which was by far the greater portion— 
seemed well enough, bnt this one garment 
condemned the whole as "male." I said to 
him he might as well arrest women for 
wearing sleeves as men do, as for dressing 
the lo^ror limbs io a similar manner. The 
coats of women, no doubt, were, by many, 
considered masculine in appearance at. first, 
they had so long worn only loose shawls. 

What is "male attire?" is the question; 
and it is one which officials would do well 
to posrtheraselves on, as they are otherwise 
liable to trouble for false arrest. The entire 
djess should be the same, in all repects, as 
men wear, to make the wearer liable to the 
law, which was instituted simply to provide 
against disguises for criminal purposes. 

The fact is if woman sees fit to don any 
article ol attire common to men, there is a 
cry of "masculinity" until it is fashionable, 
and the eye is accustomed to it, then it is 
all right. 1 well remember theintrodustioa 
of the hat—in my own case it seemed to 
signify "male attire" quite as much as the 
pants, it not yet having become common for 
women. Now, that is fashionable, military 
caps even may be worn; but the nether gar­
ment, which is not yet so common, is deem­
ed sufficient for an arrest. Who waffld have 
thought of arresting a man among^ne first 
to appear in a shawl, ari'articlo once consid­
ered strictly feminine? Yet, it as much 
betokened disguise-—as •-femalao attire"— 
as the more useful part of dress which occa­
sioned my arrest. 

I will, however, do justice to the discrim­
ination of tho police, generally, by stating 
that they have ever stopped the ideas, if 
any there were inclined to follow, attracted 
by the, to them, novelty of the custom. 
Where the Belorm Dress is common, of 
course it elicits no notice any more than the 
long dress. 

The thonght is not particularly agreeable 
to an American born woman that she may 
not, at pleasure, clothe herself well—in a 
protective, healthful, convenient and_ mod­
est costume. It does not well accord with 
the spirit of the institutions of the country 
that there is not freedom of judgment and 
taste in this matter. I t is a shame that, in 
a Republican land like ours, this shonld"be 
so, and especially that, in times like these, 
we should ape foreigen styles in such • sub­
serviency. 

What we now want is, to place the dress­
ing of women on a common-sense basis, 
simply. It ha» so far been on a mere fash­
ion Dasis, ever- varying, and even without 
regard to adaptation to the real uses of 
dress. Such a "change of base" would be 
the means of essentially altering tho gene­
ral form, texture and arrangement of their 
costume, rendering.it less cumbersome, un­
couth (for a barrel form is uncouth on a wo­
man,) and bettor adapted in every way to 
their needs as working human beings.
