The Memorial Fund. 

A fund of $100,000 is being raised, in one 
dollar subscriptions, for the benefit of Mrs. 
Lincoln and family. Mr. B. B. Sherman, 95 
Wall St., N . Y., is acting as treasurer. Sub­
scriptions can be made in this place through 
the Post Master, who has already started a 
list and obtained many signatures. Any 
surplus over the §100,000 is to be devoted 
to some charitable object. The Tribane 
well says: 

"Let it be distinctly understood that there 
is to be. no alms-giving in the premises. We 
do not know that Mr. Lincoln's family are 
left poor, though it is qnite probable that 
they aie. If we wanted to relieve indigence 
we should ask for larger contributions. This 
movement proceeds simply on the basis of 
paying a debt. Two millions of American 
freemen voted last November that Abraham 
Lincoln should for a second term be our 
President, at a salary of §25,000 per annum. 
A cowardly assassin has robbed as of oar 
chosen President, and given his talaiy nii-
other direction. We believe there are one 
hundred thousand Americans ready to give 
§1 each to make up that salary to Mrs. Lin­
coln and her children, and we are now test­
ing the soundness of this conviction. We 
much prefer $100,000 raised in this way to 
twice that sum given in thousands by a few 
rich men. Abraham Lincoln was one of the 
common people, and they will cherish his 
memory and provide for those bereaved by 
his fall."

The subscriptions to the seven-thirty loan 
have ever been unprecedented, and during 
last week it seemed as if the entire wealth 
of the nation was being poured into the lap 
of Uncle Sam.

I t stands forth 
unparalleled in the annals of history, an ex­
hibition of violence and anarchy npon the 
honored head of a Government organized 
to suppress thetn^Jft odds point to our 
grief that it was reserved for our own favor­
ed land to exhibit with hor many tokens of 
Divine favor;»M#ot«6t>eWwth J}er many 
evidences of 'idvaricement in all tlio arts of 
civilizatioa, arid refinement, a crime..from 
whicli.gqTijNimeats and individuals through­
out ifta vot)d instinctively recoil, - Bris not 
the assassination of a. mereman, but' n blow 
aimed at Avery citiiea of Onr country 
through its constituted head; and a blow to 
all government and order. 

I t is but a fitting emanation from, and an 
appropriate conclusion of that causeless re­
bellion which has sprang tike a hideous de­
mon from the den of slavery, deluged our 
land in boold and caused a vacant chair at 
nearly every table. It is, I repeat, a fit and 
appropriate ending, that its last exhibition 
should be its truest reflex, that of cowardly 
assassination. We are how all mourners 
together, and with the compensations with 
which afflictions are always, accompanied, 
we can bury party rancor, and like a strick­
en family, strive together as one, to strength­
en the arm of our Government, to unite its 
people, and to-reach a higher and more en­
during state of prosperity and happiness 
than we have hitherto attained. 

This is not perhaps the appropriate place 
to pronounce an eulogy upon the life and 
character of the illustrious dead. That has 
been done on every hill tap and in every 
valley of our land. His life was a symbol 
of our Nation's history: born in'poverty, ed­
ucated by his own exertions and persever­
ing will, raised to eminence by the choice 
of her people, he knew the discipline and 
trials of loll Stations from the private to the 
commander-in-chief. His sympathy and 
kindness flowed more freely as he became 
exalted. His intellect was happily framed 
to detect the substance, the principle, how­
ever complicated the surroundings. His 
patient and hopefnl perseverance knew no 
weariness. Amid cares and anxieties which 
would have "crushed almost any other man 
he hopefully toiled on, through the din and 
the blood of a terrible civil strife unappalled 
by catastrophe here, by disloyalty and trea­
son in a trusted agent there, hoping the best 
of every man and every measure until the 
goal of his ambition seemed to be reached 
and peace and prosperity about to crown 
his labors. This hopefnl perseverance had 
fixed upon himself the admiring gaze, and 
drawn upon him the fervent prayers of all 
loyal hearts. 

In the hour of triumph the great excellen­
cy of his character, the unexampled good­
ness of his head and his heart, began more 
pre-eminently to appear. His almost un­
bounded philanthropy had led him nearly 
to forget that the prostrate foe had ever 
been an enemy. Peace and a united coun­
try were the dearest objects <Jf-his ambition 
which be most desired to enjoy, but like 
the promised land to Moses, he saw but 
never entered upon. If anything was want­
ing to inscribe his name indelibly npon the 
scroll of immortal memory—that was sup­
plied by the events of that eventful night. 
The viper stung the 'man who warmed him 
into life, and perhaps this last exhibition of 
barbarism should be made, should bubble 
from its own polluted fountains to reconcile 
a magnanimous and forgiving people to the 

higher demands of justice and judgment 
and to compel the inventors and leaders in 
this wanton rebellion to drink more closely 
the dregs of the cup of their own preparing. 
Each calamity that has befallen has resulted 
from their madly tearing down, one by one, 
the pillars of that beautiful temple whose 
dome pierced the clouds and whose splen­
dor dazzled the world. 

Agreat and good man has fallen by patrici­
dal hands. The official head of our Govern­
ment has been slain. 

In respect to the memory of our departed 
President, I suggest that an appropriate en­
try be made on the minutes, and that this 
Court do now adjourn for the day. 

Judge Hall replied at considerable length, 
and adjourned the court over one day.

KIRST DISPATCH. 
Htlqrs. 4lh Michigan Cavalry, t, 

CumberhtnilYille, tla , May 11. ) 

I have the honor to report that at day­
light yesterday 1 surprised and' captured 
Jeff. Davis and his family, together with his 
wife, sister and mother, his Postmaster 
General, Beagn, his private secretary. Col. 
Harrison, Col-Johnson, A. D. C. on Davis' 
staff, Col. Morris Lubbeck, and Lieut Hath­
away, also several important names, and a 
train of fine wagons and throe ambulances, 
making a most perfect success. Had not a* 
most painful mistake occurredj by which the 
4tb Mich, and 1st- Wis. came in conflict, we 
should have dono better. This mistake cost 
as two killed and Lieut Bontle wounded 
through the arm, ia the 4th Mich., and four 
men wounded in the 1st Wis. This occur­
red just at daylight. .' After we had captured 
the camp by the? 1st Wis. they were mistak­
en for the enemy. 

I returned to this point last night, and 
shall move right on to Macon, without wait­
ing orders from you, as directed, feeling that 
the whole object of the expedition is accom­
plished. It-will take me a t least three days 
to reach Macon, as we are 35 miles out,and 
our stock of mules is exhausted. 1 hope to 
reach Hawkinsville to-night

The 1st Wis. belongs to Logan's brigade 
of MeCooks division, and had been sent 
due east by Gen. Croxlon, via Dublin. Col. 
Mentz had distributed all along the south 
banks of the Ocmulgee and Altamaha. This 
accounts for the collision between parts of 
the 1st and 2d divisions, and shows the zeal 
of the command in the pursuit. 1 have di­
rected increased vigilance on the part of the 
command in the hope of catching the other 
assassins. Our disposition of men is good, 
and so far none of the r^bel chiefs have been 
able to get through. Breckinridge's sou was 
captured the nigbt before last, eleven miles 
south of here.

Laurens comity, on the even 
ing of the 7th, and followed him closely 
night and day, through the pine wilderness 
of Alligator Oreek and Grove riwamp, via 
Cumberlandviile, to Irwinsville. At Cutn-
berlandville. Col. Harden met Col. Pritch-
ard, with one hundred and fifty picked men 
and' horses, of the 4th Michigan. Harden 
followed the trail directly south, while the 
other, having fresher horses, poshed down 
the Ocmulgee, towards Hopewell, and 
thence by House Crei-k to Irwinsville,.ar­
riving there at midnight of the 9th. Jeff. 
Davis had not arrived From a citizen 
Pritchard learned that bis party were*en­
camped two voiles 'oat of the town.

Trial of the Conspirators, 

We are glad to announce that the trial of 
the conspirators, which has been going on in 
secret for several days, has been opened to 
the public eye. The evidence presented 
shows the intimate acquaintance of most of 
the parties arraigned, and their frequent se­
cret interviews, nnd presumptively involves 
Jeff. Davis and Benjamin in the plot, Lew­
is A. Weicbm-fin, a government witness, was 
the intimate acquaintance of John H. Sur-
ratt, one of the conspirators, and boarded 
several months, including the fall and win­
ter, in the family of Mrs. Snrratt, in Wash­
ington. He testifies to the acquaintance of 
Booth, Atzerott, Payne. Harrold and Dr. 
Mudd with the Snrratt family. He is cog­
nizant of repeated private interviews between 

_SmiftU.anQ_B.ooihi.aMji)f_a4)riyj>te_coj)leri 
• once between' Booth, Snrratt and Mudd the 
firat time he saw the latter. He also testi­
fied that Surratt went to Richmond in the 
last week of March with a Mrs. Slater, who 
had just returned from Canada, and was ei­
ther a blockade-runner or a bearer of dis­
patches. After his return from Richmond, 
Surnttt discredited the reports of the fall of 
that place, because, he stated, he " had seen 

The creation of national debts is not a 
modern improvement, bat the ability oi a 
great nation to provide for agreat debt, and 
to make it the most convenient and best 
form of personal property, is a modern won­
der. The debt of Great Britain was begnn 
by raising a million sterling by loan in 1C92. 
and when Jier great contest with Lonis XIV. 
was terminated, the debt had reached fifty 
millions. Many statesmen and economists 
were then alarmed at the great burden which 
had been imposed npon the industry of the 
country, but when the war of the Austrian 
succession had swelled this amount to eighty 
millions, Macanlay saya that historians and 
orators pronounced the cose to be desperate. 
Bat when war again broke.out, and the na­

tional debt was rapidly carried np to one 
hundred and forty millions, men of theory 
and business both pronounced that the fatal 
day had certainly arrived. David Hume said 
that, though, by taxing its energies to the 
utmost, the country might possibly live 
through it, the experiment must never be 
repeated,—even a small increase might be 
fatal. Granville, said the nation must sink 
under it unless some portion of the loan was 
borne by the American Colonies, and the 
attempt To Impose tBis loan produced the 
war of the revolution, and instead of dimin­
ishing, added another hundred millions to 
the bnrden. Again, says Macaulay, was 
England given over, but again she was more 
prosperous than ever before. But when at 
the close of her Napoleonic wars in 1816; 
this debt had been swelled up to the enor­
mous sum of over eight hundred millions 

at 9 P . a. within two miles, as he afterwards 
learned, from Davis. The trail being too in­
distinct to follow, be pushed on at 3 A. M_ 
and had gone but little more than one mile 
when his advaace was fired upon by men of 
the 4th Mich.

pressed great indignation at the energy with 
which he was pursued, saying that he had 
believed oar government -was too magnani­
mous to hunt down women and children. 
Mrs.' Davis remarked-to Col. Harden, after 
the excitement was over, that the men had 
better not provoke the President, or he 
might hurt some of them. Reagan behaves 
himself with dignity and resignation. The 
party were evidently making for the coast.

July 1865. The aggregate debt at that rate 
wonld be §2,557,582,605. This statement 
embraces every item of indebtedness known 
to the Treasury Depatrment Allowing for 
all possible further contingencies arising 
out of the war, damages, pensions, &c, the 
debt will not, it is assumed, exceed §3,000, 
000,000. 

Measured by comparison with the facts 
of onr national history, the presnt financial 
situation is not a discouraging one. In 
1816 the publie debt was §1-27,000,000—an 
average on the entire population of §14 67 
per head, and 7 per cent, on the estimated 
value of all the properly of the country. 
This assumed debt of §3,000,000,000 wonld 
be 15 per cent, of all the present wealth of 
the .loyal states, and §98 62 per head of 
their population./The debt of the revolu­
tion and the war of 1812, was wholly dis­
charged in nineteen years, from the ordina­
ry sources of revenue. There is wide differ­
ence of conditions between the country now 
and at the period, when these farmer debt? 
were discharged. In the first ten years of 
that debt-paying period, the wealth .of the 
country grew at the slow rate of 25 per 
cent; and in the next decade, which closed 
the term, at no more than 41 per cent; 
while the wealth of the loyal states increas­
ed between the years 1850 and 1860, jast 
126 per cent—in amount, no less a sum 
than 89,000,000,000, or qnite doable the 
debt we are now concerned to provide for. 

A comparison of conditions between this 
country and Great Britain after the close of 
the Napolonic wars shows similarfovora ble 
results. The British debt was §4,205,000-
000. The entire wealth of the United 
Kingdom was then, according to the receiv­
ed estimates, 83000,000.000 less than that 
of the loyal states in I860; the charge per 
head upon her total population was §218 20, 
ana the encumbrance upon the total wealth 
of the nation 40 4-10 per cent In the fitty 
years since the battle of Waterloo, her 
wealth, has grown a t a slow but steadily in­
creasing rate from 20 pelf cent in the first, 
to 41 per cent in the lost ten years, that is, 
increasing in the fist decade about §2,100,-
000,000, and in the last quite §9,000,000,-

•000. This debt which was a bnrden of 40 
4-10 per cent upon the wealth of the king­
dom m 1816, has fallen, by the increase of 
the wealth of the nation, to be but 12 per 
cent, now, although the total debt of that 
do,to has been reduced but<§250,000,000, or 
less than 5 per cen t 

The burden of pressure is not in the pro. 
portion of debt to property, because the 
payment of the principal may be indefinite­
ly postponed while the public credit is 
maintained. The burden is represented 
by the relation of current interest 
current interest to the current onnat product 
of wealth. On the 31st of March, 1865, the 
total amooot of the interest bearing debt 
was §1.851,415,370, the anual interest 
amounting to §105, 839,531—an average 
of 5-55 per cent per annum. Allowing for 
the funding of the green-backs and the aug­
mented debt. Dr. Elder assumes the annual

perfect. He has worn the ingeniona'atld 
serviceable steel frame by which b i s jaw is 
kept ip place, now for about a week, and is 
getting used to it'somewhat.

1 rode with' him over two 
hours on Monday, under the hot sun of mid 
day. acoss the Anncosta Bridge, and over 
the rough roads Of the Maryland s ide of the 
Potomac; and I think I Was more fatigued

Mr. Seword talks freely of the assassina­
tion, and of all its circumstances and ante­
cedents. I do not think he was in the least 
surprised at it. Indeed, he has more than 
once within the lost two yoars told mo in 
conversation that we should never emorge 
from this areat war without political assas­
sination. They might be attempted in the 
hope of aiding the rebellion, or for tho pur­
pose o( revenging its defeats; but they were 
morally certain tojeome, For his own part, 
I know that he had made his personal ar­
rangements with view to the possibility of 
such a dose to his own career. He was 
never insensible ot the extent to which the 
great body of the shtveboHmg oligarchy 
held him responsible for the political and 
moral changes which prompted the rebellion. 
And I may as well add that tbey knew 
much bettor than some of our own people 
the fact that from the^ yory beginning of 
this war to its end, his counsel and advice 
have always been for the boldest and most 
vigorous measures for its prosecution. 

Mr. Seward talks very freely of public 
affairs. He has now, as he nlwoya has had 
since he knew him in the Senate, the pro-
foundest confidence in Andrew Johnson. 
I t was very easy, he said, to tell in the Sen­
ate, by their tone and bearing, what men 
were fitted for public service in a time Of 
revolutioriVtibd what men were not; and he 
had never bad a moment's doubt concern­
ing Johnson. 

Mr. Seward, as yet, has taken DO part, 
since the'assault npon him, in public affairs, 
though he has supervised, to a certain ex­
tent, the actions of the State Departanout: 
but I think that, unless something should 
retard the knitting together of the bones of 
his jaw, he will at the end of two Of three 
weeks, be fully competent for his highest 
duties. And I am also confident t ha t Pres­
ident Johnson has never, lor a moment, 
thought of placing thoae duties in any other 
hands. » 

Of Mr. Frederick Seward's prospective 
recovery, I cannot speak with so mnch con­
fidence. He is not yet considered by his 
snrgeons out of danger, though there is a 
perceptible improvement in bis codition. 
I t seems that one of the blows from the 
pistol in the assassin's hand raptured a 
blood-vessel lying along the upper surfuee 
of the brain, where it was impossible to use 
tho ordinary appliances of surgery. The 
bleeding was stopped, therefore, with the
