If the garden spot is not selected, choose 
a s^arm dry plo^ near the £ouse. Mjmtural* 
iy' drained alV'tlfe!.better, but if nor tinder-
draiD with stonos e r tile. Very gravelly a n d 

, stony edfl will not rtllow the free germina­
tion of septjls,without much labor in clearing 
or carefnlly;covcrm«r with rfue'earfa brought 
from a distance.

Farmers ' 
gardens get too little, rather than too inach 
manure. Market gardeners make the ground 
black with it every year, and get two or 
three lieavy crops annually from tbe same 
ground. Having manured the ground heav­
ily with stable, baro-yard, or hog manure— 
the three combined are excellent—plow 
deeply, and either subsoil or run tbe com­
mon plow the second time in the furrow t o 
deepen t he soil. Vegetable gardens a re 
usually too hastily plowed in* the hurry of 
other work. T h e W i l should be completely 
broken and made so Sue .that the myriads 
bf-little roddote can- penetrate through eve­
ry part of it^ hence a second, or cross plow­
ing, will pay well, then harrow down finely. 
Where- t,he garden is not too large, forking 
or spading it up is* better than plowing, and 
where they are strawberry and asparagus 
beds,rbabarb, currents, raspberries and other 
small fruits, besides^ the dwarf and other 
fruit trees, it is often necessary and always 
desirable to spade up. and a fork spade is 
the best implement to do it with... To_-at­
tain t h e best results, the ground should 
ever be trenched, or spaded two spits deep , 
mbdng manure well through the whole. 
Once trenching in this way answers for 
years. Farmers, with their hundreds of 
acres, will smile, a t the idea, bn t market gard­
eners, who cultivate land worth §500 t o 
81000 and more per acre,find their account 
in it- . Even a farmer's garden ooght to yield 
the family a large portion of their living, ra th

may be set with currents, raspberries, black­
berries, grapes, gooseberries, etc., or planted 
with tomatoes. The remainder of the gar-
den may be divided by crosswalks, as desir­
ed. I t is not adrisabie-to plant everything 
in beds, as the waste by so many walks is 
not compensated by any advantage. The 
vegetables may be planted in rows across 
one of the plots, and there is no necessity 
for a'divisfon between the sorts, a row of 
beets being next to the row of turnips, &c. 
In most-casts it is well to plant or set the 
strawberries, raspberries and other fruit, also 
rhnbarb and asparagus, wholly upon one 
side, of the garden, so that tbe plow'may be 
used npon the other side if desirable.

Horses a t Pasture. 

Every horse in the country ought, if pos­
sible, to have at least a few weeks run in 
the posture. It will do for him what no 
kind of medicine or nursing can do as well. 
I t will improve bis hoofs, his hair and skin, 
bis wind, digestion, and blood, will take ont 
stiffness and lameness, and pnt on Sesb, and 
infuse new life generally. * 

Before turning horses ont, it is well ttfnc-
custorri them gradually to that kind of food, 
by cutting a little grass for them each day, 
or allowing them to " bait" for an 1ionr or 
so daily in the back-yard. And when let 
ont, they should not have " flulsh " feed, at 
first, as tbey will bo likely to overeat, and 
injure themselves both in their looks and 
their wind. The best grass for a horse pas­
ture is a mixture of Timothy, Blue graBs. 
and Rarf Top. Horses-relish this feed bet­
ter when it IB mp'derately short. When 
they are to be turned "out for any length of 
time, and not to be used mnch in the mean­
while, they should have on only a light pair 
of shoes. This will allow the hoofs'tocome 
in close contact with the soft earth, and 
will prevent contraction. Where horses 
Cat* not enjoy pasturage, tbey Bliould have 
fteaU cpt grass as often as convenient, and 
sibOT iave the'ip stall floos covered with 
tan,barium'better, have the planks taken 
up dm clayjters laid.
