A 5ISTF.B'S fTTOKV of A BROTHER

Do not think me hard 
to yoa jn-ilbthaving toldyoatrtiB before. Tt 
is too sacred a thing to be spoken of with­
out necessity. Now write to your husband 
that is to be, and tell him to come here," 

1 did so, and the preparations for my mar­
riage began. Stephen was very kind ; but 
his thoughts wandered farther and further 
day by day. >I spoke to a doctor, a friend 
of his, about him, but it seemed that n othing 
really ailed him. I longed almost to pain, 
to ask him more about Marion; but he never 
gave me an opportunity. If I approached 
the subject he turned the talk in another 
direction, and my old habits of submission 
to him prevented me from going on. Then 
came my wedding-day. Stephen gave mo 
away, and sat by my side at the breakfast.

Tradition of Saqtiette Lake. 

There was a tradition of tragic interest 
current among the few trappers who resortr 
ed to thafKaqnette, when old Billy Wood 
was a youth, the principal incidents' of

B^'henehfbrtli devoterl.himBelfto Bia 
new purpose with a ftenxied, bnt most crafty 
zeal. 

How snrely does complete Isolation em-
- bitter and corrode tho heart of man! He 
' wadnd tho rocky courses of tho streams 

where it was possible, and carefully obliter­
ated his trail where it was not, until he 
gathered up all his own traps, without alarm 
ing his unconscious neighbors. 

Ho now lighted no fire. Kvery day the 
proud back pranced by him unharmed bj 
his rifle. His cabin, with much art, he 

'• made to appear a mere windfall of dead 
' branches; jejlons scrutiny would have fail 

ed to expose anght but the cliance-drifUxl 
heap it seemed to be. 

His previous hoard of jerked venison and 
dried moose-meet, furnished food without 
the eiposbre of a fire, ajoreoy'er, he sel­
dom slept in bis old'liaunts, bnt hetboK him­
self to a well-known retreat in the course of 
a spring torrent, uow dry, in..whose channel 
of water-worn rocks were caves of shelter, 
which could not betray his footsteps.

The white trapper knew that their 
senses, never at fault, wore scrutinizing ev­
ery foot of tho forest for his trail. He sum­
moned all his own craft to baffle them, until 
a favorable chance should neutralize the 
odds against him.
