time beginning to pay his addresses to mo-, 
and the tender troubfes of my own case made 
me careless of others.

ing his unconscious neighbors. ' , : 

ITe now lighted no hro. l'lvery day the 
proud buck pranced by bint uuharmed by 
his ride. His cabin, with much art, h'e 
made to appear a mere windfall of dead 
branches) jealous scrutiny would have fail­
ed to expose aught bat the chance-drifted 
heap it seeujed to be. , 

His previous hoard of jerked venison and 
dried moose-meet, famished food without 
the exposure of & fire. Moreover, he sel­
dom slept in his old hauotsrbut betook him­
self to a well-known retreat in "the course of 
a spring torrent, now dry, in whose' cnoniie! 
of yater-'worn rocks were caves of Bheltir, 
which could not betray his footsteps. 

Several days passed in stealthy observu 
tion, trying to discover the number and lo 
cality of his foes. 

Now and then he caught the distant re­
port of a rifle, a tell-tale dot of sound drop­
ped upon the broad silence of the forest.

More than once did he emerge trom 
tho stony fastness, which he now haunted, 
and steal at midnight toward the Indian 
camp, thinking to fall upon thorn asleep, 
with knife and hatchet. !?•.:• bis heart, 
poisoned by days of solitary brooding, kept 
some loyalty to cotiroge, and drew back from 
this deed. 

No; he would give a warning of his pre­
sence, and then the keenest craft must pre­
vail. He visited the traps of the Indians, 
and destroyed them all. This was a deci­
sive movement; now the perilous game mast 
draw qnickly to a decision. He betook 
himself to his secure cover. The Indians, 
now alarmed and alert, were everywhere 
reading the ground and tho woods for the 
trail of their enemy. Every sign of them 
vanished. It was as if they had never been 
here. The white trapper knew that their 
senses, never at fault, were scrutinizing ev­
ery foot of the forest for his trail. He sum­
moned all his own craft to baffle them, until 
a favorable chance should neutralize- the 
odds against him. His perfect knowledge 
of the ground aided him to travel by night; 
by day he seldom left his covert. 

Meanwhile the Indians performed the cir­
cuit of the lake. Not a leaf or twig dis­
turbed by a passing foot eluded their eyes. 
They uncovered his old trail; they followed 
it to his old camp. But the trapper had 
many days ago stripped it, so that the exch 
ted savages could not determine how lately 
it had been tenanted.
