He 
has fought the aristocracy of position and 
wealth and power, ?.'. •! has arrived at his 
present eminence only by the strictest re­
gard (or the wishes ot h:s constituents. Had 
he turned out a place eeking politician, 
more bent for his own interests than the 
interests of the popple, they wpold have 
dropperl him forevhr. Indeed, it is Very sel­
dom if ey6rth« case, that a man continues 
Hie servant of the people long after he dis­
regards their wishes. They but exercise 
their just'privileao by deposing him. 

This is one of the dearest rights of the 
people. It is the noblest principle of re­
publicanism. Brit there is danger larking in 
its pathway. Every year in free America it is 
becoming weaker, for the aristocracy of 
wealth and position and power are pufiiiij 
it dow'n. They admire it while yet they are 
youthful and rising,; bnt when they have at­
tained to "eminence, or so soon as their sel­
fish purposes^ are served, it is rKr longer 
popular wiOi" them. Such hypocrisy "is 
shameful, but we must meet it. If the peo­
ple would preserve their rights—if they 
would protect republicanism in its most vi-
tiil principle—they must insist upon respect 
and regard to their decisions and wishes. 
When the time comes that the few are al­
lowed, to_ control the many, no matter what 
iheirystatkui in life, that moment wo are no

Tbe rise in the Mississippi Eiver has 
forced tbe leaves, and the water npw covers 
the immense area from tbe Eed Biver to 
Donaldsonville and the Gulf Stream, from 
thirty miles in width. The suffering occa­
sioned by this overflow is terrible and the 
destruction of property beyond description.

The Berald'a correspondent gives tho 
particulars of the arrest of JeS. Davis, fully 
confirming the official accounts already pub­
lished. When the guard went to the left, 
they were met by Mrs. Davis en disUiaUla, 
with " please, gentlemen, don't disturb the 
privacy of ladies before they have time to 
dress!"

A "Spencer" was 
immediately pointed at bis ear and he was 
rpnrebed back to tho left and plaoed in 
durance vile.

material. And as to importatibUjit is al­
most cortain that in view of tbe heavy laxes 
we must pay for the next few years, Itonie 
manufacturers will bo well protected by a 
heavy duty op imported goods. But per­
haps n stronger point than any wo have urg­
ed is the fact that if we would improve and 
perpetuate onr village, wo must establish 
enterprises and hold forth inducements Uint 
will prevent the emmigtution of both men 
and capital to the west.
