H I N T S ABOUT POHLTHV.—In Country 
Gentleman for January 26th, Mr. Peck re­
commends kerosene oil for lice on fowls. 
T h » undoubtedly, is a good remedy, but 
fowls never willingly apply b u t m e remedy 
for lice, and this is neither oil or water, but 
simply dust of some sort. Reasoning from 
this, I have lately applied, with the best re­
sults finely powdered tobacco leaves (grown 
in gardens) and sifted wood ashes in equal 
parts, and a small quantity of sulphur flour. 
In same number, Mr. Powers says he has 
been quite successful in breaking hens of the 
inclination to set, by tying a bit of scarlet 
cloth to the tails ¥eara ago , when a-boy, I 
tried the same remedy until I learned better. 
The inclination to set is a natural feverish 
state of the fowl a provision of Providence 
to perpetute the race. The red or scarlet 
string operates simply by fright—it scares 
the fowl and drives it from the nest, bn tdoes 
nothing toward helping overcome the fever. 
To do this, confine the fowl for two days 
with no food, but plenty of pure Water; give 
it during this t ime one or two teaspoons of 
castor oil, and when released, in the majori­
ty uf cases, the fever is abated, the lUtMUu-
tc-ry inclination overcome, and the bird soon 
commences laying again. I used this rem­
edy with turkeys with be3t effect—C. P. B. 
in Country Gentleman. 

P K A S WITH POTATOES.—When planting 
yonr potatoes, drop from six to eight peas in 
each hill, or if in n row, every three or four 
inches a single pea. In this way a crop 
may bo raised a t veiy small expense. As 
the peas start eBrly in the season, tbey will' 
be sufficiently advanced to be out of the way 
by the time the potatoes are large enough 
to hoe. Peas raised in this way generally 
suffer less from the attack of the bug or fly: 
the crops will also ^be much purer or free 
from extarneous matters, which are an injury 
to the peas, whether designed for market or 
for domestic use. The large marrowfat pea 
is perhaps the best variety that can be se­
lected for this mode cf cultivation. I t yields 
well, is highly edible, nnd commands a re­
munerative price in the market. W h e r e the 
soil is rich, it exhibits an incorrigible tenden­
cy to produce an exorbitant quantity of 
haulum, with a tew perfectly developed peas. 
Planted with potatoes, these habits are re­
versed.— Ger. \Tel. 

Ct'TTlNG PoTATOfS TO Pl .ANT.—IsOBC 

Hicks, of Long Island, wrote as follows : 
"A neighbor, last Sprin?, cut out all the 
eyes of the potaoes but the stronger one, and 
planted them in a row, giving them the 
same chance as those planted in the usual 
way. When dug, these potatoes (Peach 
lilows) yielded by weight double the quon-
tity of the same variety growing adjoining 
them. They were also of larger size. His 
theory is that a good strong shoot, taking 
its support from a large potatoe when it 
begins to grow, will produce much more 
than when the substance or food is divided 
among several shoots, or even one shoot 
with but a small piece of potatoes to com­
mence its growth with." T h e experiment 
is well worth trying. There se'etns to be 
good philosophy in tho suggestion. 

W A P F L B S . — F o u r eggs, one pint of milk, 
two ounces of butter, one pound of flour, four 
table spoonfuls of yenst, a saltspoonful of 
salt. Beat the eggs to a froth. P a t the 
bntter in the milk and warm it until the 
butter dissolves. When the milk is cooled 
sufficiently, put in the eggs, and stir in the 
flour, after which add the yeast and Salt. 
When light, pour tho batter, in the waffle 
iron; having first greoBed i t Well. Bake 
them on both sides by turning the iron. T6 
be well buttered and served hot.
