•'People are usually very silly,"" continued 
our friend," when they hear or think they 
hear, suspicions noises of a night. The first 
thin» they usually do is to light a candle, 
which proclaims to the robber that he. has 
been heard, and must escape; then they go 
abont ihe house with a candle, and make a 
great noise, so that a man may have plenty 
of time to get away or to hide himself. In­
stead of this, if a person were to listen in­
tently he would be able to hear any suspi­
cions noises distinctly, and decide upon their 
cause; then, as he must know his own house 
better than a robber, he is the best off of 
the two in the dark; and when, havingarrn-
vd himself, he has quietly opened his door, 
he may wait and listen nntil the robbers are 
heard moving about, when he may take 

I'eueh steps as may seem necessary. If ev­
ery person were merely to plan what was 
to be done in case of robbers entering his 
house, and then were to carry out this il the 
occasion required it, burglary would be too 
dangerous and unsuccessful a proceeding to 
be popular or profitable, and thus might be 
given up for a more honest means of obtain-1 
ing a livelihood; so that really we may con­
sider ourselves to have done the community 
at targe a benefit when we capture one of 
these gentry; whilst those who allow their 
houses to be robbed with impunity jeopard 
their neighbors' property."

In the 17th year ofthe reign of the Emp­
eror Tiberius, and on the 24th day of the 
month of March, in the most holy city of 
Jerusalem, daring the pontificate of Annas 
and Caipbas. 

Pontius Tilate, intendant of the Province 
' of Lower Galilee, sitting in judgment in the 
i Presidential seat of tho prcetor, sentences 
j Jesus of Nazareth to death on a cross, 
! between robbers as the numerous and noto­
rious testimonies of the people prove. 

1. Jesns is a misleader. 
2. fie has excited the people to sedition. 
3. 1 fo is an enemy to the laws. 
•l. I To calls himself the Son of God. 
5. He calls himself falsely the King of Is­

rael. 
6. He went into tha Temple, followed 

by a multitude carrying .palms in their 
hands. 

Orders the first centnrian, Quirrjllus Cor­
nelias to bring him to the place of exe­
cution. 

Forbids all person's, rich or poor, to pre­
vent the execution of Jesus. 

Tho witnesses who have signed the exe­
cution against Jesus are— 

1. Daniel Robani, Pharisee 
2. John Zorababel. 
.1. llaphue! Robani. 
4. (lapet. 
Jesus to bo taken out or Jerusalem through 

the gate ofTaurnc-s. 
This sentece is engraved on a plate of 

brass, in the Hebrew language, and on iU 
sidSs are tho following words : A similar 
plate has been sent to each tribe." It wns 
discovered in the year 1.280, in the city of 
Aquillu, in the kingdom of Naples, by a 
search made for th&Boman antiquities, and 
remained there until it was found by tho 
commissaries of art in'the French army of 
Italy. Up to the time of the campaign in 
Southern Italy, it was preserved in the 
sacristy of thb 'CaHhtisiaus, near Nanles, 
where it was kept in aboxofobony. Since 
then, the relic has been kept in ihe chapel 
of Caserla. Tbo Carthdsians obtained by 
their petitions that the plate might be kept 
by them, which was nn acknowledemgilt of 
the sacrifices which thoy made for the French 
army. Tho French translation was made 
literally by members of the commission, of 
arts." Denon had a/ire srouVd of tho plate 
engraved, which was bought by Lord How­
ard, on tho salo ol his cabinet, for 2890 
francs. Thero scums to bo no historical 
iloiibtR ns to tho authenticy of this. The 
reasons of the sentence correspond exactly 
with thoso of the gospel — Translated from 
Ilie'KritiTiirllc Zn'tung.

The men threw up 
their hats, the women waved their bonnets 
and handkerchiefs, clapped their bands, and 
sang, "Glory to God I glory! glory 1 glo­
ry I"—rendering all the praise to God, who 
bad heard their wailings in. the past, their 
moanings for wives, husbands, children, and 
friends sold pot of their' sight, bad given

Another, more demonstrative in herjoy, 
was jumping and striking her bands with all 
her might, crying,—" Bless do Lord 1 Bless 
de Lord I Bless tie Lord I" nB if there 
conld be no end of her thanksgiving. 

The air rang with a tumultuous chorus of 
voices. The street became almost jmpasaa-
ble-on account of the increasing multitude. 
Soldiers were^snmmoned to clear the way. 
How strange the event! The -President of 
the United States—he wbo had been hated, 
despised, maligned above all other men liv­
ing, to whom the vilest epithets bad been 
applied by the people of Richmond—was 
walking their streets, receiving thanksgiv­
ings, blessings, and praises from thousands 
who hailed him as the ally of the Messiah ! 
How bitter the reflections of that moment 
to some who beheld him 1—memory running 
back, perhaps, to that day in May, 18C1, 
whon Jefferson Davis, their President, enter­
ed the city,—the pageant of that hour, his 
speech, his promise to smite the smiter, to 
drench the fields of Virginia with richer 
blood than that shed at Bnena Vista! How 
that part of the promise had been kept!— 
how their sons, brothers, and., friends had 
fallen!—how all else predicted had failed 1 
—how the land-had been filled with manrn-
iug I—-how the State had become a desola­
tion I—how their property, their hoarded 
wealth, had disappeared 1 They had been 
invited fo a gorgeous banquet; the frnit was 
fair to the eye, of golden hue and beautiful; 
but it had turned to ashes. They had been 
promised a place among nations, a position 
of commending influence and fame. Cot­
ton was thej king of kings, and England, 
France, and' the whole civilized world would 
bow in submission to his majesty. That was 
tho promise; but now their king was dethron­
ed, their government overthrown, their Pres­
ident and his cabinet vagrants, driven from 
house and home to be wanderers upon the 
earth.

They do not see tho invincible strength of 
that subtile, impalpable bond which God 
has ordained, Ijtit trust their'fato to a. clum­
sy, yet flimsy, cord which (hey themselves 
havo woven, which their eyes can see and 
their hands handle, and in which, therefore 
they can believo, no matter though it parts 
at the first strain. 

Docs it ? Did a person over change his 
course out of respect to his marriage vows ? 
I do not mean his marriage or the marriage 
ceremonies, but simply the promises; to love, 
honor, and cherish on the olio side; to love, 
honor, and obey on tho other side. Did a 
man's promise ever fetter his tongue from 
uttering the harsh word?

A solemn declaration of facts, a solemn 
assertion, calling upon God and man for 
witness, would, it seems to me, be equally 
efficient, and much more moral, than the 
preseut form of promise, • Power over the 
fdturo is not given to any of us, but we can 
all bonrwitnoss of the present, lhe history 
of this war goes to show that oaths of any 
sorb are of but little use—mere wisps of 
straw when the current sets against them— 
and thatOhrist meant what ha: said whon 
ho said, "Sware not at all." But, however 
tbo casemay stand regarding; facts, thorn can 
be but one bpinion regarding feelings. To 
swear to preserve an emotion or an affection 
is to assume a burden which neither • our 
fathers' uqr we are able to boar. And to 
take ah oath which ono has nr> power to 
keep, has a tondency to weaken in' men's 
minds.the obligation. If'fhere must be 
swearing, we should net on- Paley's hiijt, and 
promise to love as long as possible, and thou 
to make tho best of the bargain.
