the most cnrefnl consideration and highest 
wisdom of the country. 

In an article on "Southern Labor" the 
Tribune thus states the condition of the 
South: 

The South has for four years been passing 
through the fares of revolution, and now sits 
amid their ashes and ruins. Fields nntiliedi 
larmers without animals or seed; a million 
widows and orphans famishing in rags; whole 
counties wherefrpm at least, naif the build­
ings ha«e been burned; the charred rem­
nants of mills, factories and workshops al­
most everywhere; rivers without steamboats 
aad railroads without bridges—such is the 
Sonth to day. And, when it is indispensa­
ble, not to the prosperity but to tlje very 
existence of her people, that.the.SouthslraU, 
for the present be a hive ot industryjgnd 
production—every one .working.witU ĥ B-' 
and spade, of even withjjare hands, or a.jtnt-
of shingle, to get some.tS}ng»^Iptcdliowa]ta; 
a crop this season, theory is mised that.li»-; 
bor is scarce at the. South—thajt^the Poor 
Whites lack the habit of industry, while the 
BlaekVidentify freedom yrith idleness—so 
that the more energetic planters talk of 
sending North for German or other foreign-
born laborers.to help them in their urgent 
need. 

In a subsequent issue it tells what shall 
be done with the negroes: 

A few—a very few—of the mo3t inveter­
ate Rip Yan Winkles of our day havo not 
yet quit asking, What shall be done with 
the Blacks who have been mad"e free by the 
Slaveholders' Rebellion ? It has become a 
habit with them to jsk, j s j l js_jsith_nsa. 
pleasure to answer. 

One bug bear has already vanished—that 
which held up to view Pom- SHUiOns of vag­
abond negroes, overspreading the entire 
area of the Free States. Pegging, stealing', 
and smelling. At least half of them "aie iff-; 
ready free; yet scarcely a handful' have-left 
the South. There they have lived; there 
they mean to live and die. They used to 
run North to-escape from Slavery; but that 
impulse has disappeared. There are many 
here, many in Canada, who now hope to re-

"tnrn'BnffT""""™1'"''" '̂̂ ' mere "Bnfrrptlrary 
are very few intent on quitting that favored 
land. Its climate agrees with them; they 
are inured to its ways: if they migrae, it will 
be southward. They are no longer attract­
ed by the North Star. 

So the Wood and fury theory is exploded. 
The negroes, whether freed by the War or 
still in bondage, bavo had the fullest oppor­
tunities for carnage and devastation; but 
they have not improved them. In many 
counties, they were for years ten to one of 
the remaining adult male Whites; they 
knew their strength, hut did not abuse it. 
Under the old auspices, revenge and despair 
might have made them ravage and slay; 
now, their.new-born hopes and prospects' 
forbade it. There arc bad fellows amoag; 
Lhem, and some crimes have been commit­
ted; yet we doubt whethee. any other Four 
Millions of people have perpetrated fewer 
sanguinary revulting outrages during the 
last four years than have the Southern ne­
groes. 

It is settled, tben, that they will remain 
at the South, will be free, and will not abuse 
their liberty by bloodshed and rapine. 

What is to be done with them 1 
We answer— 
Treat them exactly like any other peo­

ple. Judse each-according to bis conduct 
rather«than his color. If you want their 
work, hire and recompense them; if you de­
sire the products of their labor, bny and 
pay for them; if they want yonr.lunds or 
goods, require pay from them. Help them 
to work if they are needy; give alms to the 
sick or disabled; but teach them that every­
thing good has its price, and that they can 
only obtain what tbey wantby paying for it. 
The lesson is simple, and no one, tbonglna 
negro, need be long in learning it 

—"But some of them will not work." 
Of course. Whites are also subject to 

that infirmity. There are always many 
thousands of Whites in this very city who 
prefer to beg or steal, to live by swidling or̂  
debauchery, rather than work. Every year 
loads our wharves with thousands of people 
who come hither expecting to live withoot 
work'—who deem that a miserable country 
in which they inusfcwork.for a living. Our 
almsThouees and prisons ore lull of themj 
our garrets,cellars; blind'alleys and "back 
slums", swarm with them. There are fifty 
thousand Whites in, this city, (today who 
would Jive morq comfortably,;.behave mora 
creditably and be far. Jess abominable nuis; 
anees, if they belonged to gopjl mastarsj 
there is not one of ns who would -be better 
men or in better circumBtanc.es if ..wejpwned 
them. Men abuse liberty—alwsjB)«i|nJ 
abuse' it—always will,,abuse, jt; .|>ut„jn4£

Blackburn told me he expected to get mon­
ey from Mr. Thompson to cony out this en­
terprise; on the day that Mr. Thompson and 
myself left Montreal for Halifax, which was 
the 10th of April last, Dr. Dlackbum pro­
posed to go with us, as I understood, on hiB 
way to make his second attempt, when Mr. 
Thompson told him ho was a man of family 
axd had a reputation to sustain, and that if 
he persisted in this undertaking it would 
make him infamous, and that he would not 
furnish a dollar ~ for any such undertaking; 
Blackburn subsequently told me thas Thomp­
son was right, and that he would give it up. 
Mr Thompson and I left Montreal together, 
leaving. Blackburn there; when Blackburn 
was refused the money he seemed very much 
disappointed. Thompson bad been in Mon­
treal about jbree months; from'what 1 heard, 
Blackburn has frequently spoken of the mat­
ter of which ho stands charged."

I, Andrew Johnson, President of the U. 
S., do proclaim and declare that I hereby 
grant to all persons who have directly or in­
directly participated in the existing rebellion 
except as hereafter excepted, amnesty-and 
pardon, with restoration of all rights of̂ prop­
erty," except as to slaveB, and except in cases 
where legal proceedings onder tho laws 'of 
the United States providing for tho con% 
<jation«f property bf persons engageaHn rej 
hellion have been instituted, but on the con­
dition neverthel083 that every such person, 
shall take and-SBbseribe to tho following 
oath o^afBrm»tibn, and thenceforward1 keep 
and maintain eaid oath inviolate, iutd Which 
oath shall.b^regt9tored for pormanont pres­
ervation arid shall be of tho tenornndCoffect 
as follows, to wit: 

" I do solemnly swear, or affirm, in pres-
dnee of Almighty God, that I will hence­
forth, faithfully support and defend the con­
stitution of tho United States, thereunder; 
and that I will, iu like manner, abide by and 
faithfully support all laws and proclamations 
which have been made daring; the existing 
rebellion with reference to the emancipation 
of slaves. So help me God." 

The following classes of persons are ex­
cepted from the benefits of this-proclamn-
tion: First All who are or shall haVe'been 
pretended civil or diplomatic officers, ot 
otherwise domestic or foreign agents of the 
pretended Confederate'Governnied.ll' ^ec: 
ond. AD who left judicial Btations "under 
the United Statesjto aid th'eTe^dot»niifd. 
Ail who shall have been milpta^tirnaval 
officers or said pretended government, abovo 
the rank of Colonel in tho army, or lieuten­
ant in the tuny. Enth. All who 'leffseats 
in the Congress of tho United States ti'ojd 
the rebollioh: rFjft, aD who resigned Or ten­
dered resignation of their commissions of 
the army or navy of the United Strtes to 
evade duty in resting the rebellionr Sixth. 
All who have engaged in any way treating 
otherwise than lawful as prisoners of war, 
persons foand in the United States service 
or as officers, soldiers, serruen, in other ca­
pacities. Seventh. All persons who have 
been or are absenteei-from-the United States 
for the purpose', of aiding1, the rebellion. 
Eighth. All military and naval officers in 
the rebel service, who were educated by the 
government at the military Academy at 
West Point, or the otner United States Na­
val Academy. Ninth. All persons who held 
the pretended offices of governors of states 
in insurrection against the United-States. 
Tenth. All petsons who left thar %omes 
within the jurisdistion and protection of the 
United States and passed beyond the federal 
military lines into the socalied confederate 
states for the purpose of aiding the rebellion. 
Eleventh. All persons who have been en-
gagfcd in_thejdjestrngtion of the commerce
