Bounty Bagulations. 

The Second <1omptroller boa decided that 
to untitle a wounded soldier to uotmty, the 
wounds for which lie mny be discharged 
must be a direct result or necessary incident 
qf his military service It must ba in the 
line of his tiiity as a soldier, not in the 
poacefnt occupation of a citizen. The wounda 
for which bounty is provided must be the 
conseqnenco of hostilities actually going on 
at the time. He furhtor decides, a soldiei 
in tho regtilar army, enlisted after the 18lh 
of July, 1864, is entitled by law to tho same 
bounty, in evory respect, as a volunteer 
onlistlng aftor that (Into, and as a volunteer 
for three yoars, enlisting after tho President's 
proclamation* would have been entitled- to 
8,100 bonnty, payable at the tirao and on the 
conditions named in the law. The" regular
