Punctuation Fointi. • 

S o jon know the origin of .the Tari 
ous pnnctnation points n s e d b j printers 
and writers? Greek literatore n i not 
ptmctaatednntilB. C. 365, and there, 
was no space between the words. * 

The Bomans at a later day put a kind 
of division between their words, thos— 
Fnblin. Soipio. Africanns. For some 
time after the inTention of the art of 
printing, arbitrary marks were used to 
divide sentences. Up to the end-of the 
fifteenth century, only the period, colon, 
and comma had been intrddooea. - The* 
latter came into nse latest;'andfwia only 
aperpendionlar line, proportionate t o 
the preceding letter. The colon is first 
found in the'ffiote' of '^rigluih Wor­
thies," published in 1560, and the sem­
icolon in "HacklajtWVoyagfts,"'which 
appeared in 1699. The p M e n t h « s was 
introduced daring the sixteenth, cen-
tnry. The marks of interrogation and. 
exclamation were introduced many 
years after. 

To Aldus Manvitus, an eminent print­
er of the seventeenth centnry, we.. are 
indebted for tbe present nse o f . the 
comma. He also laid flown rules for i ts
