Electors should also ' take prims ..to 
thoroughly .inform themselves as to the 
merits'of the various series of school 
books and then at the sohool meeting 
they should use their voioe;and cast their 
vptss for those they believe to be the 
best adapted to the wants of the schol­
ars in their several districts. All should 
be above intrigue, or selfish, personal 
interest when questions involving the. 
effioienoy of onr common schools are at 
stake. -Every voter should step into the 
sohool meeting determined to advocate 
and sustain by his vote what he be­
lieves to be the best books, regardless 
of all other considerations. He should 
feel that-he-is acting'forTfrve' long years, 
to> come and that his acts will be past 

recall.—Thiu new law is a biveeprng-oae-l 
and will be found a great innovation.— 
Districts we fear do not appreciate its 
full weight and bearing.and the time is 
so short for. discussion and gaining in­
formation that we fear that many 
lamentable mistokes'vwiU:b&cQmraitted. 
But we mnst'meet the matter as' ful.y 
and well-as possible under the ciroum 
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We do not know bat the law i s a 
good one, provided it accomplishes what 
i t was intended to, to wit; get good 
books into our schools and then keep 
them there. But the difficulty will be 
in getting such books in. If our edu­
cational officers and our teaohers—and 
many of both classes are—could bo 
stripped of all bias and peouniary in­
terest in the text-book question, their 
combined jadgments would doubtless 
be a safe guide for sohool districts to 

• follow. But all of them are by no 
means in a frame of mind^ to give ad­
vice which distriots will find it safe to 
follow. Any high educational official 
or compensated teacher who is an 
author of or pecuniarily interested in any 
series of textbooks will naturally think 
hifTbboks are the best and will not be 
an entirely reliable adviser for voters in 
school districts to consult. Yon will 
doubtless have to. discount largely state­
ments and recommendations of such 
persons for their pockets are interested 
and it requires very level heads not to 
be" influenced by personal or money 
considerations. Their positions and-j 
offices should not be made the potent 
instruments by which they may get 
their books on to sohool districts for a 

s long -series of years. In fact all educa­
tional men in the pay and employ of 
the State, from the State Superintend­
ent of Public Instruction down, should 
be debarred by law from being person­
ally or pecuniarily interested in text­
books, used in schools over whioh they 
have jurisdiction or official influence.— 
A judge' mtret not be pecuniarily inter­
ested in the result of a case he is tc trj-; 
a member of Congress must not hold 
the stocks of railroads that are asking 
legislation at his hands, and State sohool 
teaohers and educational officials, paid 
liberally from the people's money to at­
tend to the school interests of the State, 
should nbtrbe financially [interested in 

.school books likely to be used in schools 
within.their official jurisdiction or influ 
once anymore than army qo.aeter.-mas-
tetfl shoMjfcbe allowed to purchase army 
supplies Of themselves or of firms in 
which they aro interested as partners. 

In oraer to get a decision in the in 
forests of the people, from the people's 
compensated servants, those agents 
mart-have n o interest in the mutter at 
stake and desire only to do- xight^ and 
not as enlightened duty dictates. This 
is obvious to all . The present text­
book law would be all right if j

A Trip to the Woods.

•"" Etlilars-eouriei,'^l: SVeiwirm: I n my 
lastI'cloiSed.withourpiftyasleep. We 
arose early next morning. It was just 
brealjipg day in'the East. Oar .camp-
'firewaS still smatdfleringand the river 
was enveloped in a heavy mist or fog.— 
It was painfully still and quiet. Not a 
leaf moved. All nature'seemed to be 
at rest. As the boys ofawled out the 
tent gaping and stretching, I could 
plainly?ee tatqes of the hedgehog dis-
onssion^n then; faces. And]ye t , eaoh 
declared that he never, rested bettor, 
and all spoke in .high terras of the-
bough bedding. They said they slum­
bered sweetly, whioh I very much doubt-
eS. If a man can lie with limbs and 
knots imbeded. jntai j i s person and sleep 
sweetly, either there is some holltioina-
tion about it or else, from his associa­
tion in the settlements, he don't know 
what it is-to sleep sweetly.. 

As Carson had predioted that there 
would be a good many holes inour lent" 
in the morning I was a little curious to 
know who would look for them. Only 
one party did and that was- Oarson 
himself, and he stoutly denied that that 
was whi t ho was at. 

As none.of our party' professed any 
["skill in kitohen art we boarded, while in 
the woods, with Mr. Delancet. W e paid 
25 cents per meal. I don't know whath' 
or we could^anpiicattTTiat oorTfraoT| 
again, or not. Were we to _ return my 
judgment would be to write and get 
terms before deciding to gl>. Possibly 
these might make some other location 
more pleasant. At every meal the boys 
seemed to eat on the theory that i t 
the lost, and that they were going on a 
long journey. I confess it seemed asif 
that spirit whioh we often see in. the 
settlements, of eating all you pay for if 
it kills you aud,rains,the "widder" didn't 
pprvade all. 

Through the day we amused ourselves 
in- excursions up the river, boat racing, 
target shooting, finning and lounging 
around. I think the laBt was tlre.fayor®-
ite. It's an easy game to ploy. We 
had some mouthing of poetry and more 
of something else^ In the evening'Texas 
Jaok as-Col. Sellers, and I?atriel Boone, 
made much merriment by their quaint 
and trite expressions. We gossipped a 
little about divers partiesT and, like 
most peopItTwho follow that business,we 
gossipped a little too much. We learned 
that it isn't safe to gossip about 'any­
thing that's got ears unless its dead,and 
then you'd belter ipury it to bo safV. 

"We-did but little hunting and fishing 
and naturally enough our' success was 
limited. A party of four went out one 
^fternoon for partridges when Daniel 
Boone.getting separated from tho others, 
caoie near being w^hat ministers - call a* 

f fellow when he1s"'lust his 'hold and 
going down stream—a lostsoul. Boone 
claimed he was all light, yet he 
hca3ecTToT 'fentrnjky;—Possibly—that-| 
was where he was going. They got a 
few partridges. These were broiled,"ond. 
nothing we had in the woods tasted 
sweeter or more deliciou? to all who ate 
of them. Kelly for somo reason 
wouldn't eat the "fowls." Our fishing 
was principally for pickerel, vet two of' 
the parly have a distinct recollection ôf 
a mile and a half tramp throughf the 
woods to a trout-hole, or rather to a 
place that is said to be. Kelley' and 
Wild Bill (whom for convenience I will 
call the writer) employed a guide to 
take'them in there. He did it. The 
tun was directly o'erhead and had o n a 
good heat. Whe had heard of the hole 
iu tho settlements and weretager. The 
,guidi> not-iced our anxiety and so l e t o u t 
Kelley's height shortened more than °& 
loot, a s holsettled to it. I appealed for 
moderation and legged i t (The trail be­
ing dim.Xdidn't look upon i t as s 
pleasant place t o ' stop)} Well, wa got 
to the hole, but as ill luck would have 
it the trout didn't have much appetite. 
Disgusted, we turned our faces on oar 
trail. I got second place with Kelly 
behind. I t occurred to me going 
(I was behind) that it would be 
outer to know that there was sordo one 
coming. Kelly urged the guide to lead 
us out as soon as possible. To this I 
objected, but the guide paid no heed.— 
He started—that is, I suppose h e start­
ed. As I raised my eyes from tho trail 
I saw a form through the bush in vio­
lent motion, which I took to be him. I 
put my eye on the trail and started. I 
suppose Kelly djd but I didn't look to 
See, Hat in hand I dodged limbs, 
sprawled over logs, or went under when 
high enough, cut across when I could, 
jumped soft places, kept one eye o n the 
trail and one looking for * the guide.— 
Occasionally I coold see him for an in­
stant as he rose a hill or turned a * cor­
ner, and I sadly perceived that the dis­
tance between ns was widening. He 
was a thin, fpnrrt, nhorf l e g g ^ pzlc, 
sickly looking fellow and I conldn't un­
derstand if.' It was a .'mystery to mo 
what kind of a Blep he. need. I had 
tried alM knew and out in the settle­
ment^ I can worry an athlete, but they 
were of no avail. Bound I would get. 
near enough to see, I ran, when the 
course permitted, and legged it when it 
didn't. I could hear Kelly wheeze and 
tha -small brush crackle beneath his fes t 
behind. I didn't catch him, hut I got 
near enough to tee that he used <4"miX-
turo of stepp. His legs seemed t o be 
hung with a swivel at the* hip. He}, 
conld swing them out OB well as for­
ward. He'd go straight for a Ires that 
stood in the path and, by a flop of tho 
leg and a roll of the body, be on the 
other side. He'd flop hiB leg over a 
log, round a'r-ook and skin tfirougb. tree 
topi and brush amazingly. I s4w at 
onco that it was no UBe and was .glad to -
hear Kelly's feeble voice "tell h im to 
hold on." A guide is generally a good 
fellow, but don't have the ^presumption 
that you can foltow them on s»ttrail.-— 
Kelly was np that night and down (he 
greater pait of tho nest day. 

On ono of our excursions up the 
river wo come upon .one of Potsdam's 
weighty boys all alone" in BioknellJ6ij)8.,| 
He oalled himself Ospt. Jaok. of. the 
Modoos and at times I was- inclined to 
doubt my own eyes and_ -oeliovc Bin.'.—.. 
It was at the foot of t l io |0 ' Hist you.iiij(' 
Bornham was dttfflfiefri' Of c6oj»t» our 
meeting wifli theOapf. •rim hearty -anti 
cordial, The lone wij^'ot tno wilder-

Buffalo Bill, however, got a taste of 
Hedgehog rapids that wonld make 
timid people-think of, that aodgirtant 
that takes the' body. The 'Oapt in-; 
veigled j-Joon to stop with him at Burnt-] 
Island and hunt that night. H e .did,* 
-and from all aooounte, -tiiey had a'pleas-
ant.time. I t seems-Boonvafter. getting 
to sleep felt that the hedgehogs and 
wildoats were sett ing too f^io|j,. antl,rinj| 
his endeavor to keep then .off, he kicked 
the tent'down. A n d l a m ^ o t surprise^ 
that he did. I t consisted of a covering 
of boughs supported by , four stokes 
with the sides all open. N o one hutui 
refugee of the modoos would inyjte /a 
white man to share such a bed. 

On another day our party with tjw.o 
guides making eight persons in three 
boatewen$*tbiough to Tapper's... Wkj! 
some twenty-five miles. Buffalo Bill*;

(he entire aistanps.. I t was. a herd 
jaunt, yet a romantic excursion sad 
highly enjoyed by all. JTJie- lake to* 
ceived us rather bbfatfrously, tossing 
our boats about at its pleasure/''ffhio'h'H 
caused Oarson to strike a peculiar nit" 
tnde and look like aguUty,;fellow upifosj 
sentence. W e stopped at "Moody's and 
fared well. Our rejtqrn fij. caihp- next I 
day (Sunday) was'really a lovely Wjpv 
Thersun shone brightly and all naturo 
put on her sweetest smiles; t j ' • 

I had intended to give you Wild Bill's 
experience at night hunting, but as.iny'j 
letter is already too.long I must forego 
it. I regret it-very much as his account 
of i t i s one of the most amusing inoi-
dentSM our trip.. -

We wore in the ̂ woods .»• week and 
altogether had a very enjoyable time.~r 
The wilderness is a g o o d place to de­
velop one's muscle and bring put one's 
nature. Indeed there are some who 
think the wild forest man's real home. 
AtanyratBin them he counts for just 
what he i s and no more. Out in the 
'settlements a man is rated- by what" he 
has about him, more than b y w h a t he 
is. The conventionalities of society 
often hide our real nature. But possi­
bly some of them ought to be.

The l a w to Prevent, the Pre'tpient

Section 1. The boards of education 
or such bodies, as'perform the functions 
of such boards in the several*oHies and 
villages of this State, shall have power; 
and it shall be their duty to adopt arid 

I'dSsTgnate text-books to be used in the 
schools under their charge in their re­
spective distriots. Iu the other sohool 
districts in t h e State the text-books to 
be Used in the sohools.therein shall be

J 2. When a text-book shall have 
been adopted f6r nse in any of the pub­
lic or common schools in' this. Stafe, as 
provided in "the first section of this act, 
it shall'not be* lawful to supercede the 
text-book, so adopted by any other book 
within a period of five years from the 
time of such adoption, except upon a 
three-fourths vote of the board of edu­
cation, or of such body as perform the 
functions- of snoh board, where such 
board has made the designation, or 
upon a three-fourths vote of the legal 
voters present and voting at the annual 
school meeting in any other school dis­
trict, 

j!& Any person or persons violating 
Lflny of the provisions of this sot shall 
be'liable to a penalty of not less than 
fifty dollars nor more than one hundred

Hal lways in India. 

The report on railways in India for 
the year. 1876-77, furnished to the Gov­
ernment .there, shows that there are now 
open 6,937 mile's, of whioh 470 miles 
were completed in 1876. O M h e entire 
length 767 miles are laid with a double 
line, 5,748 are constructed on the 5 feet 
6 inch guage and 1,162''on the metre 
gnage. Works in process of constznd-
tien have been rapidly advanced. The 
revenue from the"linea showed an im­
provement over the previous year, tho 
Government being called on to supply 
only-£588,467 for guaranteed interest, 
against £1,073,882 for the year pre­
vious. A more liberal policy of man­
agement has^stimulated the traffic o n 
the lines. O n some of1 them passengers 
are carried for a farthing a mile, and 
rates on groin, cool, etc.,'as low as a 
half-penny per ton have beeu tried with 

Tha Sugar Productioii of the World— 
ftoir^Bots of tho" Sugar Trade. 

The total.production of raw sugar in 
the year 187&;, i s computed at about 
3,500.000 tons . To this aggregate 
2,140,000 tons was contributed by the 
cane crop. Among this purveyors of 
cane sugar we are not surprised to find 
theislaud of Cuba credited with 700,000, 
or not far from two fifths of the whole. 
Few persons, however, n o t tionnected 
with tiie'eomtnerce io, tiie staple, would 
expect to see another island, that of 
Java, ranking next upon the' list. I t s 
yield is set down at200,000—more.than 
Brazil, which follows with 170,000, "and 
is itself closely pressed by another East 
Indian purveyor, by which 130,000 were 
supplied in the,same year.

Sleeping Position. 

- The food passes from the stomach at 
the right side, henoe its passage i s facil­
itated by going to sleep on . the' Tight 
side,. Water and other fluids flow 
equally on a level, and it requires less 
.power to propel them on a level- than 
upward. The heart propels tha blood 
to every part of the body at eaoh suc­
cessive beat, and i t is easy to see that if 
the. body id in a horizontal position, the 
blood will be sent to the various "parts 
of the system" with greater ease, with 
less expenditure of power, and .more 
perfectly than oquld possibly be done if 
pne portion of the body were elevated 
above a horizontal line. On the other 
hand if one portion of the body is too 
low, then the blood.does not return as 
readily as it i s carried thither; hence, 
there is an accumalotionand distensidn, 
and pain soon follows. If a person goes 
to sleep with the head but a little lower 
than the body, he will either soon wake 
up, or will diawjtb apoplexy before the 
Jihornibg, -simply, because the blood 
Could not get back from the brain as 
fast ns i t was carried-to it. If a person 
lays himself down on.a ^vel ,fl.'?br to 
sleep,-a pbrldoh o f the'head at" lia^st-' i s 
lower than the heart, and discomfort is 
soon induced;, hence, very properly, the 
world over, the"head is elevated during 
sleep. The savage uses a log of wood 
or a bunch of leaves, the -civilized a 
pillow; and if this pillow is too thick, 
raising the head too high, there i s not 
Wood enough* carried to the brain, and, 

invigorated-by the nutrimeutfit receives 
from the blood daring sleep. I t i s not 
fed sufficiently, and the result i s unquiet 
sleep during the night, and a waking up 
iii' weariness, without refreshmtWt, to 
be followed by a day of- dremsiiiess, 
discomfort and general inactivity df 
b&th mind and body.
