Canning Fruit.

Accurate Counterfeiting. 

Foreign'papers report that some very 
remarkable information was presented 
to the last Latin monetary convention 
in regard to false coming.

The manufactories do not seem 
to hide themselves very closely, for the 
most refined modern processes and ma­
chinery, hydraulic presses^ 'steam ooin-
ing machines, e t c , are employed. One 
firm alone has issued a million and a. 
half pieces,:Mid others are said to Have 
surpassed even that amount 1 It is ; 
well-known fact-tha^iiSlong ago_as, 180' 
it was estimated that 'one-fifteenth of 
the whole Spanish currency had issued 
from these illegal manufactories. The 
imitations are of the gold coins, and to 
obtain an alloy ul Hie right 
and weight, the co^nWrfe1te'rff"ai). not 
hesitate to make abundant ose of-ptat-
inom, a mete} that is more cosfly'wan 
silver, but less so than gold. Being 
gray in color, it is melted with five per 
cent, of copper, to give it the right 
colofprad-ia order to obtain the right 
Weight silver and zinc are added. A 
twenty-franc piece is therefore worth 
about four francs.
