Bat on no face did they 
see. exaltation, "As we passed the 
American army," writealsiSutonant An­
bury, one of the ̂ captured officers, and 
bitterly prejudiced against EisT" 6Sfi"qrier-
ore, *.'J did not observe the least disre-
speot, or even a •tauntin'fg'-loolt, bnt all 
was mute astonishment and pity; a u d i t 
gave us n o little comfort to notice this 
civil deportment to a captured enemy, 
unsullied with the exulting air of vict 
tors." . . 

The English general having expressed 
a desire; to be formally introduced to 
Gates, Willdnson arranged an interview 
a few moments after the capitulation,— 
In anticipation of this meeting, Bar 
goyne bad bestowed the greatest care 
npon bis whole toilet. He had attired 
himself in foil cottrt dress, and wore 
costly regimentals and a richly decorat 
ed hat with streaming plamcs. Gates, 
on the contrary, was dressed merely in 
a plain blue overcoat, which had upon 
it scarcely anything indicative, of bis 
rank. Upon the two generals first 
catching a glimpse <>t "each other, they 
stepped forward' simultaneously, and 
advanced until they were'euly-a few* 
Steps apart, when they halted.- Th. 
Enfelish general took, off "his hatband-
making a polite, bow-, said, * •" The for­
tune of war, General Gates, has made 
me your prisoner," The American gen­
eral, in reply, simply returned his greet 
ing, and said, "I shall always be. ready, 
to testify that it has not been through 
any fanlt of ypn^excelleney."

Gates, where they were received with 
the uttnosbcourtesy, and with the con­

After Biedesel bad been presented to 
Gates, h a sent tor his wife and children 
It i s to this* eirepmstonce* that we. owe 
the.pprtraiture of a lovely traitin_Gen-
erol Schuyler's character. "JCn the potf 
sage through the American camp;" the 
baroness * writes, "If observed,:* "with 
great satisfaction, that no bne cast at us 
scornful glances; op t^e contrary, they* 
all greeted me, even 'showing compas­
sion on their countenances at aeeinga 
mother with her little children in each a 
situation.
