Drying flowers in Sand. 

There are many of our brilliant flow­
ers such as dahlias, pansies, pinks, 
geraniums, sweet Williams,, carnations, 
gladioli,;which may be preserved so as 
to retain their color for years. White 
flowers will not answer as well for this 
purpose; nor any succulent plant, as 
hyacinths or cactus, Take deep dishes, 
of sufficient 'depth to allow the flowers 
to he covered an inch deep with sand' 
get the common white sand, such as is 
used fofeoburing purposes, cover the 
bottom of the dish with a layer an inch 
deep, and then lay h& the flowers, with 
the stems downward, holding them 
firmly in place while you sprinkle more 
sand over them, until .all the places be­
tween the petals are filled and the flow­
ers are buried out of sight. A broad 
dish will accommodate qnite a large 
number, and allow sufficient sand be 
tweem.- Set,the dish in a dry, jwarm 
place, where they will dry gradually, 
and at the end of a week pour off the 
sand and examine them; if there is any 
moisture in tho saud it must be dried 
before using again, or fresh sand may 
be poured over them, the same as before. 
Some flowers will require weefcaEo'dry,'-
whilo others will become sufficiently dry 
to put away in a week or teiV days. By 
this simple procjgja flowers, ferns, eto,, 
ore preserved in their proper shape, as 
well as in their proper color, which is a 
for better 'way than.to press them in 
books. 1SVhen arranged in groups and 
mounted on cards, or in little straw 
baskets, they may be placed in frames 
or under glass.—Tlie Floral Cabinet

Fall Plowing. 

Mr. Harris saya, in the American Ag­
riculturist: " l a m convinced that we 
shall find it to our interest to work our 
land more and more in the fall, and the 
earlier the better. Our springs are 
short, and we are in SL hurry to get 
the seed, The land is wet, and if 
plowed in this oondition, we do more 
barm than good. If we wait until it 
gets" dry, i t is apt to turn tip lumpy, 
and much narrowing, cultivating, and 
lollihg is reqrnrecfto gat it in anything 
like good condition. And, us every­
thing is crowding us, we are often 
Obliged to put in the crop with some of 
the land so hard that, unless we have 
an unusually wet'spring, the seed ia a 
longtime in coming up, and the crops 
are "spotty." And it is these poor 
spots that pull down the "average 
yield" to such a low figure. I have in 
my own barley-Held to-day portions 
that will probably give fifty bushels per 
acre, and spots where the yield will 
not be tan buohela. And yet these lat­
ter spotsare naturally the strongest and 
richest land in the field. 

I send you a receipt for putting down 
eggs, that I have used to our entire sat­
isfaction for over' twenty-five years. I 
sever expect to find, nor do I wish for 
s better one, either in point of simplic­
ity economy, or certainty. Take of 
*0od salt; ''half a -pint; of unslacked 
l|me, a piece the size of a teacup. - Put 
both in a'atone jar. Pour into the jar 
two gallons of boiling water. Let it 
stand until perfectly cold, then put in 
yoweggs,-j,Be sure that jonreggsare 
all gooi 0aro must .be taken not to 
crick any of them in putting them in, 
or thoy will spoil immediately. The 
eggs must be entirely covered with tho 
brine, and kept in a cool place. Be 
careful not to have too much salt, or the 
yolks may harden, I have kept eggs in 
that' way front Beptembejr until May, 
and used-them for the most delicate 
cake and omelet, A friend in tho com­
mission ^business in' making some 
changes in his store, found a barrel in
