*"Ithas be,ennIound that woolen fabrics 
dyed in aniline colors, partionlarly 
magenta, have faded or ohanged color 
When wrapped in white paper. Investi-
g'ation has shown "that white paper 
prepared from rage, straw or other ma­
terials that have been bleached with 
chlorine, retains a portion of the chlo­
rine tor some time after it is made 
Aniline colors are susceptible to the 
ihflnence of chlorine, and change their 
Shade when in contact with it, and 
even the exceedingly small quantity of 
ohlorine in a sheet of wrapping paper 
is reported to be sufficient to change 
the shade of dyed fabrics so that the 
Colors" are disfigured and spoiled. Io 
avoid thisfliffionHy it is recommended 
to use bine wrapping papers for such 
goods, as these papers are colored with 
ultramarine, which tends to neutralize 
the effects of the chlorine.—" The

Cooked or Eaw Food for Pig Feeding. 
* 

Xhe present practice with -a great 
nqmber, in any country, I believe, is to 
prepare food for pigs either by steep­
ing, steaming, or. boiling, under the 
belief that cooking in any shape is bet­
ter than giving in the raw state. I am 
not at present, prepared to say definite­
ly what other kinds of food may do, 
raw or cooked, with pigs or other do­
mesticated animals, or how the other 
animals would thrive jsrith peas or oorn 
raw or boiled; but I now'assertion •the' 
strongest possible grounds—by evi­
dence indisputable, again and again
