The President's meesoge, which was sent 
in yesterday, or will be to-day, will be 
brief and simply relate .to these deficien 
oies. „ „Among the papers to accompany' 
the message will be a report from the 
Secretary of W.ar, andLeatiraatea for the 
sunt necessary to provide for the Army 
during the onrrent" flsoal year. The 
Secretary will ask for an appropriation 
of 881,282,000, which is over $860,000 
less than the annual appropriation for 
the last fiscal year. Among the items 
is $520,000 to complete the new War 
Department buildings. For the repair 
and support of soldiers' cemeteries on 
appropriation of $180,000 will be rec-.| 
ommended. The last Congress failed to 
make appropriation for this purpose.— 
To continue the revision and publication 
yf the rebel archives the Secretary will 
ask for $80,000. The deficiency of the 
Navy Department is, about $2,000,000, 
and that of tho Department of Justice 
»boril $260,000. Seoretary Schure will 
ask for $33,000 to repair the damage 
sustained nt the Interior Department by 
the recent fire. 

Ostensibly there is no valid reason 
for making this a long, session. All the 
business can be done in a few days.— 
Still it is conjectured that the present 
session may last until ther long session 
begins. 

The Elections in France. 

On Sunday last France held her'' elec-
ti6nsjcru}jE0ted for members of the Na­
tional Assembly, to take the place of the' 
Legislature dissolved by President Mao-
Mahon in May last. President MuoHa-
hon has proved himself the, enemy- of 
Republics. M. Thiers, the greatest 
•talesman France ever produced, now 
dead, in bis manifesto which survived 
him, says of MacMahon and his follow, 
eraf 

"They were not satisfied with having 
fruitlessly hawked the crown of France 
all over Europe after their victory in 
1878; they must needs come together 
once more in 1877, with their union 
again founded on no basis more lasting 
than a common hatred of the Republic" 
. According to MaoMahon's theory, the 
elected President of the Frenoh Bepub-
lio can disregard as completely as- an 
absolute monatoh the restraints of a 
conititntional system of government 

The Bepnblioans of France went into 
the oonteat last Sunday, quite confident 
of being able to_carry the elections.— 

-.Tiioy hoped to elect 400 deputies, 87 
" more than they bad in the last National 

Assembly which MacMahon dissolved in 
May. At the last election in France— 
JEebtjiarj, 1870—there were 7,870,426

The white 
flag was displayed again on .the fifth 
and last day.of the engagement, when 
Joseph appeared in front of liin lines, 
and advanced t o meet Miles, to whom 
he tendered his arms. H e was also fol­
lowed by sixty warriors; who also turned 
over their urms, anil Bhoolc hands with 
General Miles as they passed. When 
the troops entered the enemy's pits they 
found forty warriors disabled and

Gilman was-missing a short 
time, but was arrested a few days since, 
and Friday Tie was arraigned iir Record-, 
er Haokett's Court and tendered the 
plea of guilty to the obarge of forgery 
and there made u confession. 

It is simply tho old story with Jew 
variations.
