The speech 
lifted Mr. Morton ut oneo into national 
prominenoe,- and secured him recogui 
t on aa one oti the ablest men of the 
j rty. He had not been long Governor 
before ho showed that he possessed 
oxooutivo abilities of the highest type. 
In February, after the adoption of the 
Oonfederute States Constitution, and 
again when Lincoln passed through 
Indianapolis on the way to Washington, 
he delivered addreBseB that were widely 
recognized for their patriotio wisdom 
and Inspiring courage7. After Fort 
Sumter WSB bombarded, and before 
the President's call lor troopb was re-

- -eelvea, 'ho \uul telegraphed to the Pres­
ident a tender of 10,000 men to defend 

• the Union and uphold its authority. 
He was the first Governor to proffer 
troops. Indiana's quota under the call 
was six regiments, which were promptly 
raised, and the Governor offered aii 
additional regiments, to- beready in six 
days if accepted. The oriais of the war 
developed the real worth of Governor 
Morton. He was recognized as the 

. great " War Governor" and ho carried 
- Indiana on his shoulders. One incident 

will illustrate: In 1862 the Demoorate 
obtained a majority in the Indiana' 
Legislature and that body refused -to 
receive his message and adjourned with' 
out making an appropriatian to oarry 
on the State government. Gov. Morton 
perceived that it was a moment, oi 
imminent peril to the national cause 
and he instituted a finance bureau in­
dependent of the treasury, ealled npon 

• the loyal people and towns for loans, 
and suoh was the patriotism and oonfl 

—dence of the people, not sympathizing 
with the rebels, that he thus obtained 
large sums. The administration apr 
pointed him a disbursing officer, and/ 
gave into his control 8250,000 out «f 
the speoial appropriation for military 
purposes. These resources enabled 
him to support the State government 
and continneto raise troops. For two 
years be, on his individual responsibili­
ty, secured the means of maintaining 
the State, and SO defeated the plot of 
the Demooratio allies of the Confedera­
cy. In 18M he was again elected Gov­
ernor and in 1867 he was chosen to the 
United States Senate and he remained a 
distinguished member of that body nntil 
his death. After th*i adjournment of Con­
gress last Spring, ho ga% himself np to 
bard and exhnas'ing Work, He wrote ar­
ticles for the North Amerioan Review on 
the mode of electing Presidents, and 
visited. Oregon to investigate ttie eleo 
tion of Gov. Grover as United States 
Senator, The fatigue of this journey 
undoubtedly brought-on-the -attdok of 
paralysis which prostrated him at 
Biohmond, Indiana, last Summer. By 
this Bliook bis whole left side was paral­
yzed, and he was rendered entirely 
helpless, though after a few days his 
mind was olear and his will strong. It 
was his will alone that kept him alive 
so long, and on that mainly his pbysi-
oians built their hopes of his ultimate 
recovery. He had improved so much 
that recently he was removed to his 
home in Indianapolis,* but the exertion 
was too mnoh for him, and from thai 
time he gradually grew weaker until the

VAN VAN DYKE _ ^ _ . 

was 20 years old September 2d, 1877.— 
He was born in Cobleakill. Schoharie 
Oo., and removed thence with his par­
ents to near Medina, Orleans Co., where 
ho has since lived,. From the record 
-which the prosecution has obtained- of 
him while conducting the investigation 
of tbis oas«*, nothing commendable in 
his previous career has been found. He

early age for purloining a letter," and 
left there only a short time before bis 
appearance in this county. A brother 
of his isji noted desperado in Orleans 
oounty to day, and tho record, of tho 
family, on the paternal side, is not good.
