The way to cook an egg, according to 
my notion, is to pat it into water of a 
temperature^ ofl8ft,0 twid.Jet. it Ktand 
live" minutes. The inside or yolk will 
be hard and the white of the egg will 
not be hard, bnt floccnlent like cord, 
and easy of digestion, A little skill 
»rill teach any One how to So this. The 
eggs are then delicious. The only 
dressing needed cm an. egg is a little 
good batter—at least I think so. Pep­
pers imd-etilt- are only demanded by a 
morbid tatte. Fried eggs, I tuini, are 
oboot nothing. A fresh egg dropped in 
water .about 180° 5". and allowed to 
remain four or .five minutes, so as to 
cook through, and then laid on a nice 
fiece of brown bread which has been 
toasted and dipped in hot water, is good 
enough for a king. 

Custards made from eggs are both 
rititritiona and wholesome, rf or the 
feeble they are better thanbeef steak 
and may be used freely. 

Mnd Your Eye. 

Dr. E. Q, Loring delivered an address 
before'the New York County Medical 
Society^' a few evenings since, which 
onght to mike cur reople open their 
eyes. He took for his subjectthe rath­
er v&tartling question: " Is the Human 
Eye gradually changing its Foimand 
becoming Near-Sighted, under the in­
fluence of Modern" Eaucation)" and 
answered in tbe affirmative. The doc 
tor is a man of sense, an accomplished 
Scientist and an authorily in-his pro­
fession, and when, as the resnlt of 
extended observation, he feck com­
pelled; to report the current system of 
education is damaging the ourreut eye, 
it is high time that education amended 
its ways. 

The doctor said that he had exatn-
jned, in connection with Dr.- B. H. 
Derby, 2,265 eyes of scholars in the 
jrablio schools of the metropolis. The 
proportion of naturally shaped eyes was 
87 per cent, among those of six to seven 
years of age, and Gl percent, in those 
Of twetity to twenty-one jesre. jtthus 
8Dgeats that t ^ e j e , ^ ar}., increase of 
neat-Bight with the advancing years of 
the school torm. Dr. Loring announced' 
as his conclusion that near-sightedness 
ls'prodnced,, in some degree, by hered­
itary, iflfltietice, jttd sfflTmora by'.ex.' 
ceSsive application' of the eye in study,. 
and'that frequently it is prbp'ortiOtied 
to the amount of application; *$fe ao1aV 
that noar-aightedness is a disease of 
childhood, and that it rarely begins 
aifte'r the fifteenth or twentieth year. 
Oveistndy after that time can produce 
other and - graver diseases of the eye, 
but it cannot produce that. Germany 
is" 'tlio 'nearest-sighted nation in the 
world, and the doctor finds the reason 
forthe'-peouliarlty in the fact that the 
Children of that country begin to study 
at an age when ihey ought to be romp 
ing in the nursery, -

The doctor, furnishes the opponents 
of compulsory edttoation with an argu> 
mofifc which we dp not remember to 
httvb fieoti advanced' heretofore. He
