The Colorado Potrifled Man. 

Tho Chicago' Inter-Ocean 'of'the 18th 
met, contains a cut of the atone man 
recently found in Colorado, with atfitt-
teresting desoriptive article "from the'| 
pen of Mr. Elam E. Paige, of Council 
Bluffs, Iowa. From this account we 
.loarn that this fossil—whioh Mr. Paige 
believes to have been a' living man 
something more than a million' years 
ago—was discovered some three months 
sinoo, about twenty miles from Pueblo, 
by W. A,. Conant, local agent for. the 
Atchison, Topeka- and Santa Fe Boil-
road, at Colorado Springs. Tho soil in' 
which it was found was a.hord, clayey, 
slhtey shale, muob of which had to bo 
chopped off with a hatdhet, «hj, in pry 
ing it out of its bod the body was broE-
on in two across the upper port of the 
ohest. The stone man was afterwords 
convoyed to Omaha, where it was visits 
ed by Mr. Paige and others. We quote 
from Mr. Poige/s-ariiole as follows: 

He is -7 'feet Gi inohes long, and 
weighs about 560 pounds, His arms 
are loug, rottohing nearly to his knees. 
Hia feet are long, and spread, the toes 
fivo inohes jn length; face decidedly of 
Aztec type, forehead very low; under 
jaw tight; back-head iromenselyyheavy, 
and lastly ah extension of -the bacK< 
linuo, making a (Ino caudal appendage 
about two and a half inches loug,. His 
left log is slightly drawn up, and his 
left band rests upon the leg; the right , 
hand is thrown across the breast up on t orat,J6 mention here, 
to the left shoulder, and his head turned 
over to tbo left. When found he was 
lying upon his Jbaok. I have a fancy 
thnt his death was a violent one, (is "be 
pppms to be trying to hold back the life* 
H-jod nozing.from a wound in his left 
breast. His body is entirely covered 
over with little hiUooks, 46" to spenk, 
from 1 16th to tlm jth of an inch in 
height, and over all a flue earth-worm 
etching visible only with a powerfbl 
glass.
