. port of its poor, let her amend her oity 
oha ter so th it she o»n and will con­
tribute to the county poor fnnd from 
any and every source that tho rest of 
thp-oounty dues. If alltheother towns 
in the county give their exoiso mpneja 
to the county for paupers/Iot the oity 
of Ogdensburg. We are very glad that 
the. Board of Supervisors investigated 
th 8 subject and brought to light the 
figures which of themselves tell the 
whole story. We have defined this 
art cle until we could place before our 
readers tho Procec dings of the Board 
of Supervisors on this subject. On the 
first page of the COUEIEE & EBEEJWM, 
to day—under .the 12th day of the Pro­
ceedings of the Boad, morning session

m tteo on Poor House and Superintend­
ents of the Poor accounts, supplement­
ed with a tabulated account which telln 
the whole story.

The Colorado Petrified Man, 

Tho Ohicngp: Inler-Dcmi -'of'thWSth-
inst., contains a cut of the stone man 
recently found in Colorado, with ahiin? 
teresting descriptive article from'the' 
pen of Mr, Elom B. Paige, of Council 
Bluffs, Iowa. From this account we 
leara that this fossil—whioh Afr. Paige 
believes to have been a living man 
something more than a million years 
ago—was aiseovdred some threamontha:. 
eihos, about twenty miles from Pueblo, \ 
by W. A. Conaut, local agent for the 
Atobi8on> Topeka and Santa Fe Bail-j 
road, at'Colorado Springs, The soil in' 
which itwas found was a_hard, clayey, 
slatoj" shale, much qf which Bad 4o • bo 
chopped Off "with a hatchet, and in pry­
ing it out of its bed the hody was brok­
en io two across tho upper part of the 
chest. The stone man was afterwards 
convoyed to Omaha, where 3t was visit­
ed by Mr. Paige and others. We quote 
from Mr. Paige's article as follows:. 

He is 7 feet 5J inches longH4ua 
weighs about 560 jpounds, Hia-arms 
arc long, reaching nearly to his knees, 
Hie feet ore long, and spread, the toes 
Ave inches in length; face decidedly of. 
Aztoo type, forenead very low; under 
jaw tight; baok-heodimmenBely-hjavy, 
and lastly an extension qf tho puck-' 
bono, making a fluo caudal appendage 
about two and a half inches long. His 
left leg is slightly drawn up, and bis 
left band rests upon the leg; the tight 
hand is, thrown across the breast up oh 
to the left shoulder, and his head turned 
"pver tp the-left. When found he wad 
lyiag upon his "book. I have a fancy 
•that bis. death was a violent one, as he 
seems to be trying 'to-bold back the life-
blocd nozing from a wound in his left 
breast. His body is entirely covered 
over with little hillocks, so to aponk, 
from 110th to thn jth- of an inch in 
height, and over all a flue earth-worm 
etehing visible only with a powerful 
glass. His left arm is cemented to his 
body by accetions, e'xeept a short dis- • 
tsneentthe side, where it stood out I 
from the body about j t inches, and 
through the cavitv was growing a small 
cedar tree whep discovered. The right 
arm is closely cemented to. the body, 
and all the fingers and toes are webbed 
with accretions, Thonaval is entirely 
filled uppKi.tbai no trace is visible ex­
cept witfi a glasejyet. through all of 
these impbrfebtion shines out a human 
form more perteot than, tho Greek Slave, 
every {muscld, every bone, every fold-
and wrinkle of tho tab, the twist and 
contortion of pa<n, the very throb nf 
his dying agony, is written hi atone.
