PHEMtSLE AM) BESOHJTION 

Adopted by tlie Club, Sept. 13,1876. 
I t beipg the verdict of history and all 

good men in the past that the true 
reformation of man is wrought out and

New Method of Propagating 
Plants. 

Soft 

The ufunl method of preparing cut­
tings of soft-wooded plants is" either to 
take the cuttings entirely off the parent 
plant, or to c a t thorn hair-way-thronali 
and let' them remain on the plant till 
the granulations appear. An improve­
ment on this isjajsnap or break off the 
cutting so' as to leave i t hanging by a 
bit of the skin. This serves to hold the 
cutting to the plant and to keep it from 
wilting, while it saves the plant from 
the severe check that would follow its 
complete removal. In a short time the 

collons." or granulations, appear and 
the hanging cutting may then be re­
moved and planted at once in a pot, 
when, after a few days shading it takes 
root and begins to grow. The advan 
tngoa of this method are found in saving 
the parent plant, for the hanging cut­
ting, still demands sustenance from the 
roots and thuB stimulates. and preserves 
the plant in health. At t h e same time, 
new shoots break put below the broken 
cutting, and these form now cuttings'in 
less time than by the old method when 
the>plant ia checked by the severe cut­
ting. Baok. Labor and time, araalso-
savod by omitting the work spent in 
setting and tending the cuttings in a 
propagating tank,. 

Boots for Stock Feed. 

Boots have become a necessity, with 
progressive farmers, as a winter food 
for stock, and their great value in this* 
connection should commend them to 
those who. have not essayed their culti­
vation. Even the owners of work and 
driving horses in the large cities, if here 
no opportunity is had to raise them, 
annually bay hundreds of bushels of 
carrots, mangel wnrtzels, turnips, etc., 
to be fed in connection with grain food 
to their horses, and they are well assur­
ed of the profitableness of using ^hem, 
for the animals are always sleek, fat,, 
and glosBy in appearance, and never 
become hide-bound or sickly. The 
sheep, cattle and swine, too, come in 
for a share of the roots ' in winter, and. 
nofnrmer whotas a right to be called 
one should think of neglecting the cul­
tivation of roots for his different kinds 
of stock.
