The Population o f Hew York. 

The State e'ensns of N e w York, taken 
in 1875 at an exper se of $263,055, is 
just pnbliehed. It isjjhe sixth censqs 
of the State the first having been taken 
in 1821. The population of the State 
on the first day of June,. 1875, was 
4,096,958. The native born number 
3.503,300; the fr-reign 1,195,658, and 
the colored 56,121. Of the total popu­
lation of the State 8,!Jp2,0B0 were born 
within tbe State, leaving a population 
of 1,496,898 asjboru in other-States and 
countries. Of the latter' 517,377 oame 
frpmlreland,;367,851 from the German 
Empire and 119,000 from England. Of 
the total population 2,320,178 are males 
and 2,378,780 were females.

Paper by C.T. Hulburd on Mixed Farming. 
During the war prices ruled high for all farm 
produoe. Sholl farming be obondoned because 
it does hot pay os formerly? All the profess­
ions'are overorowded. Think farmers may 
espeot a slow gain. Keep'drriO'the even ten. 
or of his way. Raise some oalves. keep a few 
sheep and ooUs, raise some grain, roots, So. 
Then whether the season was wet or dry som e 
orop would mature. Hudden ouangesaro tot 
advisable. 

T. D. Curtis read a paper on the Requisites 
of good Butter Making. First is the oow; she 
must give- rich milk. Give good feed and 
water in abundance, and keep in atmosphere 
free from taints. Keroseno lamp or cool stove 
must not be used in thB milk room. Water in 
the room will pievent dry atmosphere; keep 
cloth ourtain at window to keep out heat but 
admit light. Pure soft water is best for both 
washing and drinking purposes. Set in large 
pans not more than 4" inches deep as soon as 
possible. Best butter can be made from cream 
raised tbe B'St 12 hours. Can't make a nice 
artiole out of very sourcream. Don't work it 
much. Churn at a higher temperature iu 
winter than in summer. Avoid rubbing when 
working, and keep the hands out. Sprinkle 
from one-half to an ounce of salt to the pound 
and work, slightly. Oak is best for tubs; ash 
next. Half of the butter mode is spoiled for 
want of a suitable place to keep it.
