King Viotor Emanuel died at Borne 
onjbe afternoon of the 8th inst., at the 
age'of 08. Viotor Emanuel' assumed' 
the title of King of Ttalv, Mayoh 7th, 
1861. He was a brave soldier, and had 
a frankness and] veracity of character 
which won-the^respeot and affection of 
the Italian people. He is said to have 
had a natural dislike, uncommon, in^ 
royal personages, of -forms and ceremo­
nies. He was peculiarly averse to the 
reception of deputations and of per­
sonal congratulations. H$ was not, 
however, a man of intollectuol tastes, 
nor of refinement in his pleasures- His 
amours, especially with women of the 
lower doss, were numerons enough .to, 
create some scandal, but his vices Voire, 
Jill of a robust character, In personal' 
appearance he was far from . attractive; 
His features w r̂e cgarse, his nose broad 
and short, and his jaw heavy. It was 
said that there was a good deal of the 
bull-dog in his visage. He was fully 
six feet high, his shoulders broad, and 
his chest masssiver Victor Emanuel is 
succeeded by hja son, King Humbert I.

Whpreasl In the State of New York 
there i s no public registration of the 
vital statistics of the people, the medi­
cal profession throughout the State has 
reason to express its deep interest in the 
duty which the State Owes to the wel­
fare of eopiety in this matter, and espec­
ially in.that.branoh of that registration 
whioh relates to death and the causes of 
death. 

Resolved, That the record of tho 
oausea of death, throughout all parts of 
the State, should be certified and regis­
tered, with equal faithfulness and com­
pleteness, and that in the judgment of 
the members of St. Lawrence County 
Medical ^Society, the interest of the 
public health, and the progress of med-
ioal and sanitary knowledge, require 
that the causes of mortality-shall in all 
cases be faithfully recorded in pnblio 
registers, and. for this purpose it is nec­
essary that the State shall institute a 
well organized and thorough system of 
registration of death. 
- Resolved, That the public registration 

of births and marriages should be con­
stituted a.part of the system of vital 
statistics, and that the value of suoh 
statistics obviously consists in the veri­
fication and absolute completeness of 
the individual records.
