The same point is still more forcibly 
brought ont by a referenoe to Canada. 
Canada has a bank capital of 871,000,-
000 for 66,000 tradera,-and the bank oir-
eolation Is §391 to eaoh trader and ttill 
One in every thirty have failed, a ratio 
gttkter than elsewhere on this continent 
if not in the whole world. These illus­
trations oleBTfyihdicate that it is not 
want of circulating medium that makes 
these failures. On the contrary new 
issues of money or a debasement of our 
currenoy would make the financial diffi­
culties of the'bonr still worse. Accom­
panying their cironlar, Messrs. Dan, 
Barlow & Oo, give statistics for the five 
preceding years. 

From 1873 to 1877, inclusive; the 
number of failuies recorded in the"*CJhit-
ed States is 36,727; the amount of lia­
bilities is 8966,586,076. In Canada the 
number of failares for the Bame period 
was 7,518, and the amount of liabilities 
8101,916,818. For the two countries wu 
have of failures 4-1,275,. and of liabili­
ties- 81,068.602,893. ^After deducting 
probable assets, it is estimated that the 
net loss to the United States and Can 
ada;annually dnring these past five 
years, has been an average of 8100,000,-
000. Taking the amount of liabilities 
for the past five years wo find them to 
have been: In 1873, 8228,000,000; in 
1874, 8155,000,0(Hit fc 1875, 8201,000,-
OOfli in 1876, S191.I17V786; and ia 1877t 

$190,669,9867-The ratio of failures to 
"—thoia^ifjfadera in the past five years 

lias been: In 1878, I to 10ff; in 1874,1 
to 103j in 1875,1 to 88; in 1876,1 to 76; 
and in 1877,1 to 73. These figures will 
afford food for meditation and reflection 
to the careful business man. Do not 
entertain too extravagant expectations of 
a rapid revival of business. The con­
dition of bnsiness is such as to require 
tho utmost, care, economy and cau­
tion in its-management. Go slow and 
attempt-not to foroibly enlarge beyond 
the actual demand. A re-action will 
not come OB i f by magic. It will require 
wisdom,., pradonce, retrenchment and 
time to repair those immense net losses 
to the vast commercial communities.
