An (rfjtiolq in, a recent issue pf _tho 
Malone Pattaimm upon the subject of 
the Mnsiaol Union of Northern Now 
Xork has severely onttcised the action 
of its membeVs at the recent election of 
offloera for thoNjnsnj'ng year, making 
statements in regard tot that election, 
also, in regard" to "otltor actions o | 
members of the Onion from thisviljage, 
which' seeni to demand; notice. It is 
well known that. forTinanjt years -ft has 
been onstomary to alternate tho annual 
oonventionaJdf the TTnidn between Ma' 
lone and Potsdam, the officers, in our 
judgment, wisely thinking that such a 
oourso would be generally desired by the 
membership. It has also been generally 

1'oustomary to elect a president whose 
residence would Joe in the village whejie-j 
the convention was to be held'. Thit,' 
however, has not always been done. In 
the year 1869, Mr. Atwood, of Maloney 
wos^Jected president, alfhoughths next 
convention was to be held at Potsdam. 
In 1870 Mr, Atwood was again elected 
president, and again in 1871; the con­
vention being in Malone, and due the 
next year in Potsdam. 

Tho records show that at this election 
eight now members from Malone joined 
the Union, Mr.' F . D. FlanderB 'being 
one of the number, and it ia olaimed 
that by the; aid of these "pew: member*, 
Mr. Atwood wusT'eieoled for tho third 
consecutive year, so that this custom 
which the Palladium says, ''Is as oldas 
the Union itac-lf," "was-firat broken in 
Malone. There were reasons, probably, 
for this course which- the members' 
thongnt' wise; at* any rate, it was not 
made areasoo for abusing everybody, who I 
miglK htppen to live in that village. In ' 
1876, at tho annual election, the presi­
dent was oho.sen at Potsdam, although 
the next convention'Jw^uld be due in 
Malone, thus as the"* Palladium says:— 
'•And by open avowal indicating its 
purpose to hold two consecutive con­
ventions in the-eame.plnce." 

That action has been repeated this 
year, and tb'eB Bome reason ior it is 
ascribed by our friend of the PaBadixtmj,, 
and w.e are denounced as .being selfish 
and shabby to a degree that to them must 
be very disgusting.
