The Colorado Petrified Humbug. 

The true history of- the " Colorado 
petrified man," is given in the Tribune. 
I t was mode at Elkland, a little moun­
tain, town in Northern, Pennsylvania, 
near the N e w York • State l ine, b y 
George Hull, the maker of the Cardiff 
Giant. P. T. Barnnm became inter­
ested i n the scheme, and supplied part 
of the capital. The figure wag taken to 
Colorado, buried there, and finally dug 
up, in accordance with a carefully-
arranged plan. An adroit deception 
was praotioad in regard to the results of 
tho scientific test, which it was claimed 
was made. Ground stone, ground 
bones, olay, plaster, blood, eggs and 
other materials were used in forming 
tho image, which was then baked for 
weeks in a kiln. Bull had intended for 
a longt ime to deceive the publio with 
this pretended petrifaction, and had 
spent much t ime and several thousand 
dollars i n experiments.

Although'the terms 
which .Bnesia imposes have n p t been 
absolutely ;and definitely accepted, yet" 
stipulationshnve gone so far that peace 
is all b a t if not actually assured. • Eng­
land i s indignant and feels snappish, but 
there i s n o t enough at.e.tnke-for her lo­
go to war with Bussia; furthermore, the 
British government is divided upon the* 
subject and the H o u s e of Lords has been 
the scene of s tormy and acrimonious 
debate. The reported terms of peace 
are: " B u s s i a t o . o c c u p y Ears, Batoum 
and Erzeroum until sho is paid a., war 
indemnity of one hundred millions of 
dollars; Montenegro to receive Antivari, 
Niosics and S p u z and ,.a portion of the 
territory bordering on Lake Scutari; i n 
dependence for Servia; autonomy, nn-
der a christian governor, for Bulgaria 
north of the Balkans; Bonmania to be 
independent^ security to be given for 
the better government of the Turkish 
provinces.v and the" opening of the Dar-
danells t o Bussian ships." The opening, 
of the Dardiinelis to Euesian men-of-
war i s what E n g l a n d most objects to, 
If the conditions of peace are rightly 
reported'JJje^: will • strike the civilized 
ivorld as reasonable, if not generous, 
and would doubtless be ratified by a 
conference of the powers. By tiio terms 
of peace we are to ld that the Bussian 
military glory i s , to be satisfied b y allow­
ing a part of t h e JBasaian army to em­
bark at Constantinople for their return 
'home, and the final treaty of peace to be 
signed a t Constantinople by the .Grand 
Duke Nicholas. T h i s arrangemerrtwill 
satisfy, Bussian military honor without 
involving the occupation of Constanti­
nople. I t is understood that. Baasia's 
terms have already received the assent, 
of Austria, Germany and perhaps Italy, 
England is great ly nettled at the 
thought of hav ing the Dardenelli 
opened to Bussian fleets, and she great­
ly desires the continuance of existing 
treaty- -regulations-io—regard-^to—tha 
straits. But s h e wil l not probably in­
volve herself in a'war with Buss ia in an 
effort t o carry her point upon this sub­
ject.' Notwithstanding Basaia asks'of 
Turkey no more than any viqfpr might 
fairly demand, sti l l Turkey, as' a^iower, 
will be redaoed to great humiliation, 
And no christian nation will feel -Very 
bad. Turkey has been a most brutal 
and barbaric power, and .we shall not 
weep oar eyes out to see its once power, 
ful arm'redaced to zero,- We bear i n 
mind its brutal butchering of a hundred 
Bulgarian villages beo^use of their being 

'suspected of a desire to revolt; ulao, of 
its inhuman oppression of its christian 
subjects and how wantonly she has 
treated the Bussian wounded soldiers* 
who fell iuio her hands. These - bru­
tal, barbaric acts arej enough' to con­
demn any country or government..
